Ergonomic Considerations

Whenever possible, you should attempt to take account of the following ergonomic considerations:

O Position of your computer — Place the display directly in front of you. Keep your forearms horizontal, with your wrists in
a neutral, comfortable position while using the keyboard or the pointing device. Let your upper arms hang naturally at your
sides. Take frequent breaks while using your computer. Excessive use of the computer may strain eyes, muscles, or

tendons.

Q Furniture and posture — Sit in a chair with good back support. Adjust the level of the chair so your feet are flat on the
floor. A footrest may make you more comfortable. Sit in a relaxed, upright posture and avoid slouching forward or leaning

far backwards.
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O Viewing angle of the computer display — Use the display tilting feature to find the best position. You can reduce eye
strain and muscle fatigue by adjusting the tilt of the display to the proper position. Adjust the brightness level of the display

as well.

You can tilt the computer display within the range from about -5 to +25 degrees.

!
While adjusting the viewing angle, do not exert excessive pressure on your computer to eliminate a risk of mechanical damage.

Q Lighting — Choose a location where windows and lights do not cause glare and reflection on the display. Use indirect
lighting to avoid bright spots on the display. Proper lighting adds to your comfort and work efficiency.

Q Ventilation — Make sure you leave at least 4 inches / 10 cm of space behind and at least 8 inches / 20 cm of space on
each side of the main unit.

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Setting Up Your Computer

Connecting a Power Source

You need an AC adapter to connect your computer to an AC power source.

#
Use only the supplied AC adapter for your computer.

To connect the AC adapter
1 Plug one end of the power cord (1) into the AC adapter (2).
2 Plug the other end of the power cord into an AC outlet (3).
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3 Route the AC adapter cable through the hole of the foot stand and plug it into the DC IN port (4).

!
The shape of the DC In plug varies depending on the AC adapter.
If you unplug the AC adapter from your computer while the computer is on, you will lose all unsaved data.

#
To disconnect your computer completely from an AC power source, turn off the computer and unplug the AG adapter.

Make sure that an AC outlet is easily accessible.
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Preparing for Wall Mounting

Four screws, which are compliant with the Video Electronics Standards Association (VESA) mounting standard, are supplied
with your computer for connecting the computer to your mounting system.

1
Before connecting your computer to your mounting system or changing your computer setup from the desktop type to the wall-mount type, make sure
that:
The weight of your computer is within the range of supported weight of your mounting system. See the manual that came with your mounting
system for the weight information.
You shut down the computer, turn off all peripheral devices, disconnect the AC adapter and the peripheral devices from the power source, and then
wait about an hour until the computer cools down before proceeding.
While your computer is wall mounted, do not place any objects on top of your computer so as not to break the frame and cause the main unit to fall
from the wall, resulting in damage to the computer or personal injuries.
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To set up the computer for mounting
1 Gently face down your computer on a flat surface.

When facing down your computer, be sure to place it on a soft cloth to avoid damage to the screen frame.

2 Remove the four screws and take the foot stand off the computer.
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3 Remove the 19 screws (1) from the back of the foot stand and take off the mounting base plate (2).

!
Be sure to keep the removed screws for future use.
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4 Remove the two screws (3) on the back of the computer.
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5 Flip over the mounting base plate (4) and screw it onto the back of the computer using the six screws (5) attached at the
same place in step 3.

!
Be sure to tighten the screws with adequate torque.

6 Secure your wall mount attachment to your computer with the supplied four screws.

!
Do not use the screws attached to the computer.

7 Follow the instructions described in the manual that came with your mounting system to mount your computer.
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Shutting Down Your Computer Safely

To avoid losing unsaved data, be sure to shut down your computer properly, as described below.

To shut down your computer
1 Turn off any peripherals connected to the computer.
2 Save your data and close all running software applications.

3 Click Start and the Shut down button.
After a short time, the computer automatically turns off. Make sure the power indicator light turns off.
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Using the Power Saving Mode

In addition to the normal operating mode, your computer has a distinct power saving mode called Sleep mode.

Turn off your computer if you do not intend to use it for an extended period of time.

Mode

Description

Normal mode

This is the normal state of your computer while it is in use. The green power indicator light is lit while the
computer is in this mode.

Sleep mode

Sleep mode turns off the LCD screen and places the built-in storage device(s) and the CPU into a low power
consumption mode. The orange power indicator light blinks slowly while your computer is in this mode.
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Using Sleep Mode

To activate Sleep mode

Click Start, the arrow next to the Shut down button, and Sleep.

Alternatively, you can press the sleep button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if supplied) to place your computer into Sleep mode.

To return to Normal mode

Q Press any key on the wireless keyboard or the sleep button on the remote commander (if supplied).

Q Click the wireless mouse button.

Q Move the wireless mouse.

Q Press the power button on your computer.

We recommend that you turn off the power switch on the bottom of your wireless mouse when you place your computer into Sleep mode. This will
prevent the computer from returning to Normal mode when the mouse is unintentionally moved.

Make sure that the batteries of your wireless keyboard and remote commander (if supplied) are properly installed and not running out of power.

If you press and hold the power button for more than four seconds, your computer will turn off automatically. You will lose all unsaved data.
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If the computer is not used for a certain period of time, it will enter Sleep mode. To modify this, you can change the Sleep
mode settings.

To change the Sleep mode settings

1 Click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, and Power Options.

2 Click Change plan settings under the current power plan.

3 Change the time to place the computer into Sleep mode and click Save Changes.

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Using the Wireless Keyboard

One alkaline AA battery is supplied with your wireless keyboard. Before attempting to use the wireless keyboard, remove the
battery compartment cover (1) from the bottom of the wireless keyboard and install the supplied AA battery (2) into the battery
compartment.

If the wireless keyboard does not operate properly, the battery may need to be replaced. If you do not intend to use the wireless keyboard for an extended

period of time, remove the battery to avoid possible damage from battery leakage.
If the wireless keyboard is left unused for 20 minutes or longer, your computer enters Sleep mode. To bring it back into Normal mode, press any key
on the wireless keyboard.

!
To maintain good communication, operate the wireless keyboard within the distance limitations of keyboard: approximately 33 feet (10 m) from your

computer.

Avoid using any wireless devices that exchange radio signals on the 2.4 GHz band near your wireless keyboard. These devices may create radio
interference, causing the keyboard to stop working properly.

WPA2, the second generation of
WPA, provides stronger data protection and network access control and is also designed to secure all versions of 802.11
devices, including 802.11b, 802.11a, 802.11g, and 802.11n standards, multi-band and multi-mode. In addition, based on the
ratified IEEE 802.11i standard, WPA2 provides government grade security by implementing the National Institute of
Standards and Technology (NIST) FIPS 140-2 compliant AES encryption algorithm and 802.1X-based authentication.

If such a station is not available, do not work in a carpeted area, and do not handle materials that produce or hold
static electricity (cellophane wrappers, for example).

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Your computer uses high-frequency radio signals and may cause interference to radio or TV reception. If this occurs, move
the computer a suitable distance away from the radio or TV.

Do not use cut or damaged connection cables.

If your computer is brought directly from a cold location to a warm one, moisture may condense inside the computer. In
such a case, allow at least one hour before turning on the computer. If any problems occur, unplug the computer and
contact an authorized Sony service/support center. To find the nearest center or agent, see Finding More about Your
VAIO Computer (page 5).
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To avoid losing data when your computer is damaged, back up your data regularly.

To lift or move your computer, grasp the main unit on the sides with both hands from behind the computer to avoid any
damage to the LCD screen/touch screen. There is a risk of scratching the LCD screen/touch screen, for example with
your waist belt buckle, if you hold your computer from its front.

Be careful not to scratch your desk with the tip of the foot stand when moving your computer.
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Handling the LCD Screen/Touch Screen

Due to the mechanical design of your computer's LCD screen/touch screen, some areas of the screen surface may
become warm while you are using the computer for an extended period of time. This is hormal and does not indicate a
malfunction.

Do not exert pressure on the LCD screen/touch screen surface in any way. The LCD screen/touch screen is made of
reinforced glass to implement high durability but is not 100% unbreakable.

Do not exert pressure on the LCD screen/touch screen frame. This may cause lower touch sensitivity or malfunctions.

Be sure to use your finger(s) for touch works. Using a thin or thick object for touch works may result in an unintentional
operation as well as unwanted scratches on the LCD screen/touch screen surface.

Keep the LCD screen/touch screen, especially the frame sill, clean for good touch sensitivity. When cleaning the LCD
screen/touch screen, be sure to use a soft, dry cloth to gently wipe its surface and the screen frame.

Do not use or leave the LCD screen/touch screen under high-intensity light, for example direct sunlight, to avoid
malfunctions or damage.

Using your computer in low temperature conditions may produce a residual image on the LCD screen/touch screen. This
does not indicate a malfunction. When the computer returns to normal temperature, the screen returns to normal.

A residual image may appear on the LCD screen/touch screen if the same image is displayed for an extended period of
time. The residual image disappears after a while. You can use a screen saver to prevent residual images.

The LCD screen/touch screen is manufactured using high-precision technology. You may, however, see tiny black points
and/or bright points (red, blue, or green) that continuously appear on the screen. This is a normal result of the
manufacturing process and does not indicate a malfunction.
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Using the Power Source

Q Do not share an AC outlet with other power-consuming equipment, such as a photocopier or a shredder.

O You can purchase a power strip with a surge protector. This device helps prevent damage to your computer caused by
sudden power surges, in an electrical storm, for example.

Handling the Built-in Storage Device

Unplug the AC adapter. Wait three to five minutes. Plug the AC adapter again and press the power button to turn on your
computer.

Condensation may cause your computer to malfunction. If this occurs, do not use the computer for at least one hour.

Check that you are using the supplied Sony AC adapter. For your safety, use only the genuine Sony AC adapter, which is
supplied by Sony for your VAIO computer.

Make sure your computer is not in Sleep mode by pressing the power button on the computer or the sleep button on the
wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if supplied).

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Built-in Camera

Why does the viewfinder show no images or poor-quality images?

O The built-in camera cannot be shared by more than one software application. Exit the current application before launching
another. On models with Media Gallery, you cannot use another camera application that uses the built-in camera while
using the gesture function of Media Gallery.

Q The viewfinder may show some noise, for example horizontal streaks, when you are viewing a rapid-moving object. This
is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

Q If the problem persists, restart your computer.

Why are captured images poor in quality?
Q The images captured under the fluorescent light may show reflections of light.
O A dark portion in captured images may appear as a noise.

What should | do if captured images contain dropped frames and audio interruptions?

Q The effect settings on your software application may cause dropped frames. See the help file included with your software
application for more information.

Q There may be more software applications running than your computer can handle. Exit the applications that you are not
currently using.

Q The power management function of your computer may be active. Check the CPU performance.
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What should | do if captured images flicker?

This problem occurs when you use the camera under fluorescent lights due to a mismatch between the lighting output
frequency and the shutter speed.

To reduce flicker noise, change the direction of the camera or the brightness of camera images. In some software
applications, you can set an appropriate value to one of the camera properties (e.g. light source, flicker, etc.) to eliminate
flicker noise.

Why is the video input from the built-in camera suspended for a few seconds?
The video input may be suspended for a few seconds if:

Q a shortcut key with the Fn key is used.

Q the CPU load increases.

This is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

What should I do if my computer becomes unstable when it enters a power saving mode
while the built-in camera is in use?

If your computer automatically enters Sleep mode, change the corresponding power saving mode setting. To change the
setting, see Using the Power Saving Mode (page 27).

Why is the data transfer speed slow?

The wireless LAN data transfer speed is affected by distance and obstructions between devices and access points. Other
factors include device configurations, radio conditions, and software compatibility. To maximize the data transfer speed,
place your computer away from obstacles or move any access point you may be using closer to the computer.

If you are using a wireless LAN access point, the device may be temporarily overloaded depending on how many other
devices are communicating via the access point.

If your access point interferes with other access points, change the access point channel. See the manual that came with
your access point for more information.

Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should | do if my computer cannot
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 157) to change the settings.
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How do | avoid data transfer interruptions?

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While your computer is connected to an access point, data transfer interruptions may occur if a large file is exchanged or
the computer is placed in close proximity to microwaves and cordless telephones.

The data transfer distance can be shorter than 33 feet / 10 meters depending on existing obstacles between the two
devices, on radio wave quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move your computer and BLUETOOTH
devices closer to each other.

Why is my BLUETOOTH connection slow?

The data transfer speed depends on the obstructions and/or the distance between the two devices, on the radio wave
quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move BLUETOOTH devices closer to your computer.

The 2.4 GHz band, with which BLUETOOTH devices or wireless LAN devices work, is used by various devices. Although
BLUETOOTH devices use the technology to minimize radio interference from other devices that use the same band, such
radio interference may cause slower communication speeds and shorter distances or communication failures.

If a version of a BLUETOOTH standard employed on the BLUETOOTH device with which you want to communicate is not
the same version as the one employed on your computer, the communication speed becomes slower.

Why can't | use the services supported by the connected BLUETOOTH device?

Connection is only possible for services also supported by the computer with the BLUETOOTH function. See Windows Help
and Support for more information.
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Why can't | use the BLUETOQOTH function when | log onto my computer as a user with a
standard user account?

The BLUETOOTH function may not be available to a user with a standard user account on your computer. Log onto the
computer as a user with administrative rights.

Why can't | use the BLUETOOTH devices when | switch users?

If you switch users without logging off your system, the BLUETOOTH devices will not work. Be sure to log off before switching
users. To log off your system, click Start, the arrow next to the Shut down button, and Log off.

Why can't | exchange business card data with a mobile phone?

The business card exchange function is not supported.

What should | do if the BLUETOQOTH icon is not displayed on the taskbar?

What should | do if | cannot write data to a floppy disk?
Q Make sure the floppy disk is properly inserted in the drive.

If the disk is inserted properly and you are still unable to write data to it, the disk may be full or write-protected. You can
either use a floppy disk that is not write-protected or disable the write-protect feature.

What should | do if | cannot use my digital video camcorder?

If a message appears stating that the i.LINK device is disconnected or turned off, the i.LINK cable may not be securely
plugged into the port on your computer or camcorder. Unplug the cable, and plug it in once again. See Connecting an i.LINK
Device (page 112) for more information.

How do | turn off the Windows startup sound?

To turn off the Windows startup sound, follow these steps:

How do | change the sound output device?

Why do sound interruptions and/or dropped frames occur when | play high-definition
videos, such as those recorded with the AVCHD digital video camcorder?

Playing high-definition videos requires substantial hardware resources, such as CPU, GPU, or system memory performance
on your computer. During the video playback, some operations and/or functions may become unavailable, and sound
interruptions, dropped frames, and playback failure may occur depending on the configuration of your computer.
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How do | turn off sound along with the LCD backlight using the DISPLAY OFF button?

You can use one of the BIOS functions to change the DISPLAY OFF button settings. Follow these steps:

1 Turn on your computer and press the F2 key repeatedly until the VAIO logo disappears.
The BIOS setup screen appears. If the screen does not appear, restart the computer and try again.

Press the <= or =» key to select Advanced.
Press the 4 or ¥ key to select Display off button and press the Enter key.
Press the 4 or ¥ key to select Turn off Display and Sound and press the Enter key.

Press the 4= or =» key to select Exit, select Exit Setup, and then press the Enter key.
At the confirmation prompt, press the Enter key.

The muting function of the DISPLAY OFF button overrides the Windows sound settings and disables all the built-in sound input and output devices of
your computer, including the built-in speakers, the headphone jack, the microphone jack, and the built-in microphone. To put the Windows sound
settings back in place, press the DISPLAY OFF button once again to restore sound on your computer.
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HDMI/VIDEO Input Function

What should | do if | cannot change the volume or LCD brightness with the wireless
keyboard?

You cannot change the volume or the brightness with the wireless keyboard while using the HDMI/VIDEO input function. Use
the OSD menu for brightness control. To change the volume, use the VOL buttons on the right of your computer or the volume
control buttons on the remote commander (if supplied). See Using the HDMI/VIDEO Input Control Buttons (page 71) or
Using the Remote Commander (page 74) for more information on volume control.

While the HDMI input or the video input is selected as the audio/video input source, the corresponding indicator light illuminates in green (page 18).

How do | view the Windows desktop?

To display the Windows desktop, make sure your computer is turned on, and then press the INPUT/OK button on the
computer (page 71) or the INPUT SELECT button on the remote commander (if supplied) (page 74) to switch the audio/video
input source to the computer input. If your computer screen remains blank, see What should | do if the green power
indicator light turns on but my screen remains blank? (page 147).

How can | save audio/video signals receiving with the HDMI/VIDEO input function into a
file?

You cannot capture audio/video signals coming from the device connected to the HDMI INPUT port or the VIDEO INPUT
jacks and save them into a file on your computer. It is logically impossible because the audio/video input source must be
either the HDMI input or the video input to receive such signals and, to access Windows for any file operations, you must
change the input source to the computer input.
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"Memory Stick"

What should | do if | cannot use "Memory Stick" that was formatted on a VAIO computer
on other devices?
You may need to reformat your "Memory Stick".

Formatting "Memory Stick" erases all data, including music data previously saved on it. Before you reformat "Memory Stick",
back up important data and confirm that "Memory Stick" does not contain files you want to keep.

1 Copy the data from "Memory Stick" onto your built-in storage device to save data or images.
2 Format "Memory Stick" by following the steps in Formatting "Memory Stick" (page 81).

Can | copy images from a digital camera using "Memory Stick"?

Yes, and you can view video clips that you have recorded with digital cameras that are compatible with "Memory Stick".

Why can't | write data to "Memory Stick"?

Some versions of "Memory Stick" are equipped with an erasure prevention switch to protect data from unintentional erasure
or overwriting. Make sure the erasure prevention switch is off.

If applicable, check the USB device is turned on and using its own power supply. For example, if you are using a digital
camera, check if the battery is charged. If you are using a printer, check if the power cable is connected properly to an
AC outlet.

Try using another USB port on your computer. The driver software could be installed to the specific port you used the first
time you connected the device.

See the manual that came with your USB device for more information. You may need to install software before you connect
the device.

Try connecting a simple, low-powered device such as a mouse to test if the port is working at all.

USB hubs may prevent a device from working because of a power distribution failure. We recommend you connect the
device directly to your computer without a hub.
