Connecting to the Internet
E NOTE: ISPs and ISP offerings vary by country.

To connect to the Internet, you need a modem or network connection and an Internet service provider (ISP),
such as AOL or MSN. Your ISP will offer one or more of the following Internet connection options:

*  Dial-up connections that provide Internet access through a telephone line. Dial-up connections
are considerably slower than DSL and cable modem connections.

*  DSL connections that provide high-speed Internet access through your existing telephone line.
With a DSL connection, you can access the Internet and use your telephone on the same line
simultaneously.

*  Cable modem connections that provide high-speed Internet access through your local cable TV line.

If you are using a dial-up connection, connect a telephone line to the modem connector on your
computer and to the telephone wall jack before you set up your Internet connection. If you are using a
DSL or cable modem connection, contact your ISP for setup instructions.

Setting Up Your Internet Connection

1 Save and close any open files, and exit any open programs.
2 Double-click the MSN Explorer or AOL icon on the Microsoft® Windows® desktop.

Power Protection Devices

Several devices are available to protect against power fluctuations and failures:
*  Surge protectors
* Line conditioners

e Uninterruptible power supplies (UPS)

Surge Protectors

Surge protectors and power strips equipped with surge protection help to prevent damage to your computer
from voltage spikes that can occur during electrical storms or following power interruptions. The level of
protection is usually commensurate with the cost of the surge protector. Some surge protector
manufacturers include warranty coverage for certain types of damage. Carefully read the device warranty
when choosing a surge protector. A device with a higher joule rating offers more protection. Compare joule
ratings to determine the relative effectiveness of different devices.

a NOTICE: Most surge protectors do not protect against power fluctuations or power interruptions caused by
nearby lightning strikes. When lightning occurs in your area, disconnect the telephone line from the telephone wall
jack and disconnect your computer from the electrical outlet.

Many surge protectors have a telephone jack for modem protection. See the surge protector documentation
for modem connection instructions.

m NOTICE: Not all surge protectors offer network adapter protection. Disconnect the network cable from the
network wall jack during electrical storms.
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Line Conditioners

a NOTICE: Line conditioners do not protect against power interruptions.

Line conditioners are designed to maintain AC voltage at a fairly constant level.

Uninterruptible Power Supplies

ﬁ NOTICE: Loss of power while data is being saved to the hard drive may result in data loss or file damage.

h NOTE: To ensure maximum battery operating time, connect only your computer to a UPS. Connect other devices,
such as a printer, to a separate power strip that provides surge protection.

A UPS protects against power fluctuations and interruptions. UPS devices contain a battery that provides
temporary power to connected devices when AC power is interrupted. The battery charges while AC power
is available. See the UPS manufacturer documentation for information on battery operating time and to
ensure that the device is approved by Underwriters Laboratories (UL).

For optimal computer performance and to help preserve BIOS settings, operate your Dell™ portable

computer with the main battery installed at all times. Use a battery to run the computer when it is not

connected to an electrical outlet. One battery is supplied as standard equipment in the battery bay.

h NOTE: Battery operating time (the time the battery can hold a charge) decreases over time. Depending on
how often the battery is used and the conditions under which it is used, you may need to purchase a new
battery during the life of your computer.

h NOTE: It is recommended that you connect your computer to an electrical outlet when writing to a CD or DVD.
You can check the battery charge before you insert the battery into the computer. You can also set power

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Low-Battery Warning

:} NOTICE: To avoid losing or corrupting data, save your work immediately after a low-battery warning.
Then connect the computer to an electrical outlet. If the battery runs completely out of power, hibernate mode
begins automatically.

A pop-up window warns you when the battery charge is approximately 90 percent depleted. For more
information about low-battery alarms, see "Power Management" in the Dell Inspiron Help file.

Charging the Battery

ﬂ NOTE: The AC adapter charges a completely discharged battery in approximately 2 hours with the computer
turned off. Charge time is longer with the computer turned on. You can leave the battery in the computer as long as
you like. The battery’s internal circuitry prevents the battery from overcharging.

When you connect the computer to an electrical outlet or install a battery while the computer is connected
to an electrical outlet, the computer checks the battery charge and temperature. If necessary, the AC adapter
then charges the battery and maintains the battery charge.

If the battery is hot from being used in your computer or being in a hot environment, the battery may not
charge when you connect the computer to an electrical outlet.

The battery is too hot to start charging if the light flashes alternately green and orange. Disconnect the
computer from the electrical outlet and allow the computer and the battery to cool to room temperature.
Then connect the computer to an electrical outlet to continue charging the battery.

RecordNow for other purposes, including creating CDs from audio files on your computer and creating
MP3 CDs. For instructions, see the Sonic RecordNow documentation that came with your computer.

Open Sonic RecordNow, click the question mark icon in the upper-right corner of the window, and then
click RecordNow Help or RecordNow Tutorial.

How to Copy a CD or DVD

h NOTE: If you have a DVD/CD-RW combo drive and you experience recording problems, check for available
software patches at the Sonic support website at support.sonic.com.

Currently, five DVD-writable disc formats are available: DVD+R, DVD+RW, DVD-R, DVD-RW, and
DVD-RAM. The DVD-writable drives installed in Dell™ computers can write to DVD+R and
DVD+RW media, and they can read DVD-R and DVD-RW media. However, DVD-writable drives do
not write to and might not read DVD-RAM media. In addition, commercially available DVD players for
home theater systems might not read all five formats.
h NOTE: Most commercial DVDs have copyright protection and cannot be copied using Sonic RecordNow.

1 Click the Start button, point to All Programs —Sonic - RecordNow!, and then click RecordNow!

2 Click either the audio tab or the data tab, depending on the kind of CD or DVD you want to copy.
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Click Exact Copy.
To copy a CD or DVD:

* If you have one CD or DVD drive, ensure that the settings are correct and click Copy.
The computer reads your source CD or DVD and copies it to a temporary folder on your computer
hard drive.

When prompted, insert a blank CD or DVD into the CD or DVD drive and click OK.

* Ifyou have two CD or DVD drives, select the drive into which you have inserted your source CD or
DVD and click Copy. The computer copies the data on the CD or DVD to the blank CD or DVD.

When you have finished copying the source CD or DVD, the CD or DVD that you have created
automatically ejects.

Using Blank CD-Rs and CD-RWs

Your CD-RW drive can write to two different types of recording media—CD-Rs and CD-RWs
(including high-speed CD-RWs). Use blank CD-Rs to record music or permanently store data files.
After creating a CD-R, you cannot write to that CD-R again without changing your method of recording
(see the Sonic documentation for more information). Use blank CD-RWs to write to CDs or to erase,
rewrite, or update data on CDs.

Your DVD-writable drive can write to four different types of recording media—CD-Rs, CD-RWs (including
high-speed CD-RW5s), DVD+Rs, and DVD+RWs. Blank DVD+Rs can be used to permanently store large
amounts of information. After you create a DVD+R disc, you may not be able to write to that disc again if
the disc is "finalized" or "closed" during the final stage of the disc creation process. Use blank DVD+RWs if
you plan to erase, rewrite, or update information on that disc later.

Helpful Tips

s Use Microsoft® Windows® Explorer to drag and drop files to a CD-R or CD-RW only after you start
Sonic RecordNow and open a RecordNow project.

*  You must use CD-Rs to burn music CDs that you want to play in regular stercos. CD-RWs do not play
in most home or car stereos.

*  You cannot create audio DVDs with Sonic RecordNow.
*  Music MP3 files can be played only on MP3 players or on computers that have MP3 software installed.

* Do not burn a blank CD-R or CD-RW to its maximum capacity; for example, do not copy a 650-MB file
to a 650-MB blank CD. The CD-RW drive needs 1 or 2 MB of the blank CD to finalize the recording.

*  Use a blank CD-RW to practice CD recording until you are familiar with CD recording techniques.
If you make a mistake, you can erase the data on the CD-RW and try again. You can also use blank
CD-RWs to test music file projects before you record the project permanently to a blank CD-R.

What Is a Driver?

A driver is a program that controls a device such as a printer, mouse, or keyboard. All devices require a driver
program.

A driver acts like a translator between the device and any other programs that use the device. Fach device
has its own set of specialized commands that only its driver recognizes.
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Dell ships your computer to you with required drivers already installed—no further installation or
configuration is needed.

Many drivers, such as the keyboard driver, come with your Microsoft® Windows® operating system. You
may need to install drivers if you:

Changing the Boot Sequence

The boot sequence, or boot order, tells the computer where to look to find the software needed to start the
operating system.

The Boot Order page displays a general list of the bootable devices that may be installed in your computer,
including but not limited to the following:

During the boot routine, the computer starts at the top of the list and scans each enabled device for the
operating system start-up files.

To control the boot devices, select (highlight) a device by pressing the down-arrow or up-arrow key, and then
enable or disable the device or change its order in the list.

* To enable or disable a device, highlight the item and press the space bar. Enabled items are preceded
by a number; disabled items are not preceded by a number.

Boot sequence changes take effect as soon as you save the changes and exit system setup.
