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General Precautions

B Never cover your computer or AC adaptor with any object.

B Never place your computer or AC adaptor near a heat source, such as
anelectric blanket or heater.

B Never cover or block the air vents including those located at the base of
the computer.

B Always operate your computer on a hard flat surface. Using your
computer on a carpet or other soft material can block the vents.

B Always provide sufficient space around the computer.

B Overheating your computer or AC adaptor could cause system failure,
computer or AC adaptor damage or a fire, possibly resulting in serious
injury.

Creating a computer-friendly environment

Place the computer on a flat surface that is large enough for the computer
and any other items you are using, such as a printer.

Leave enough space around the computer and other equipment to provide
adequate ventilation.

B /tis a good idea to periodically back up the internal hard disk drive or
other main storage device to external media. General storage media is
not durable or stable over long periods of time and under certain
conditions may result in data loss.

B Before you install a device or application, save any data in memory to
the hard disk drive or other storage media. Failure to do so may result
in the loss of data.

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Connecting the AC adaptor

Attach the AC adaptor when you need to charge the battery or you want to
operate from AC power. It is also the fastest way to get started, because
the battery pack will need to be charged before you can operate from
battery power.

The AC adaptor can automatically adjust to any voltage ranging from 100 to
240 volts and to a frequency of either 50 or 60 hertz, enabling you to use
this computer in almost all country/region. The adaptor converts AC power
to DC power and reduces the voltage supplied to this computer.

B Always use the TOSHIBA AC adaptor that was included with your
computer, or use AC adaptors specified by TOSHIBA to avoid any risk
of fire or other damage to the computer. Use of an incompatible AC
adaptor could cause fire or damage to the computer possibly resulting
in serious injury.

Opening the display
The display panel can be opened to a wide range of angles for optimal
viewing.
While holding down the palm rest with one hand so that the main body of

the computer is not raised, slowly lift the display panel - this will allow the
angle of the display panel to be adjusted to provide optimum clarity.

A Use reasonable care when opening and closing the display panel. Opening
it vigorously or slamming it shut could damage the computer.

B Volume cannot be adjusted during Windows Setup.

2. Press and hold the computer's power button for two or three seconds.

Starting up for the first time

The Windows 7 Startup Screen will be the first screen displayed when you
turn on the power. Follow the on-screen instructions on each screen in
order to properly install the operating system.
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When it is displayed, be sure to read the Software License Terms
carefully.

Turning off the power

The power can be turned off in one of three modes, either Shut Down
Mode, Hibernation Mode or Sleep Mode.

Shut Down Mode

When you turn off the power in Shut Down Mode no data will be saved and
the computer will boot to the operating system's main screen the next time
it is turned on.

1. If you have entered data, either save it to the hard disk drive or to other
storage media.

B Make sure the Hard Disk Drive/Memory media slot indicators are off.
If you turn off the power while a disk (disc) is being accessed, you may
lose data or damage the disk.

B Never turn off the power while an application is running. Doing so could
cause loss of data.

B Never turn off the power, disconnect an external storage device or
remove storage media during data read/write. Doing so can cause data
loss.

2. Click Start.

3. Click the Shut down button ( EEEEIN ).
4. Turn off any peripheral devices connected to your computer.

Do not turn the computer or peripheral devices back on immediately - wait
a short period to avoid any potential damage.

Sleep Mode

If you have to interrupt your work, you are able to turn off the power without
exiting from your software by placing the computer into Sleep Mode. In this
mode data is maintained in the computer's main memory so that when you
turn on the power again, you can continue working right where you left off.

When you have to turn off your computer aboard an aircraft or in places
where electronic devices are regulated or controlled, always completely
shut down the computer. This includes turning off any wireless
communication functionalities, and canceling settings that reactivate the
computer automatically, such as a timer recording function. Failure to
completely shut down the computer in this way could allow the operating
system to reactivate and run pre-programmed tasks or preserve unsaved
data, which could interfere with aviation or other systems, possibly causing
serious injury.
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Before entering Sleep Mode, be sure to save your data.

Do not install or remove a memory module while the computer is in
Sleep Mode. The computer or the memory module could be damaged.
Do not remove the battery pack while the computer is in Sleep Mode
(unless the computer is connected to an AC power source). Data in
memory could be lost.

When the AC adaptor is connected, the computer will go into Sleep
Mode according to the settings in the Power Options (fo access it, Start
-> Control Panel -> System and Security -> Power Options).

To restore the operation of the computer from Sleep Mode, press and
hold the power button or any key on the keyboard for a short amount of
time. Please note that keyboard keys can only be used if the Wake-up
on Keyboard option is enabled within the HW Setup utility.

If the computer enters Sleep Mode while a network application is active,
the application might not be restored when the computer is next turned
on and the system returns from Sleep Mode.

To prevent the computer from automatically entering Sleep Mode,
disable Sleep Mode within the Power Options (to access it, Start ->
Control Panel -> System and Security -> Power Options).

To use the Hybrid Sleep function, configure it in the Power Options.

Benefits of Sleep Mode
The Sleep Mode feature provides the following benefits:

Restores the previous working environment more rapidly than does the
Hibernation Mode feature.

Saves power by shutting down the system when the computer receives
no input or hardware access for the time period set by the System
Sleep Mode feature.

Allows the use of the panel power off feature.

Executing Sleep Mode

You can also enable Sleep Mode by pressing FN + F3 - please refer to the
Hot key functions section in Chapter 3, Operating Basics, for further details.

You can enter Sleep Mode in one of three ways:

Click Start, point to the arrow icon ( Eﬂm ) and then select
Sleep from the menu.

Close the display panel. Please note that this feature must be enabled

Sleep Mode limitations

Sleep Mode will not function under the following conditions:
B Power is turned back on immediately after shutting down.
B Memory circuits are exposed to static electricity or electrical noise.

Hibernation Mode

The Hibernation Mode feature saves the contents of memory to the hard
disk drive when the computer is turned off so that, the next time it is turned
on, the previous state is restored. Please note that the Hibernation Mode
feature does not save the status of any peripheral devices connected to the
computer.

B Save your data. While entering Hibernation Mode, the computer saves
the contents of memory to the hard disk drive. However, for safety sake,
it is best to save your data manually.

B Data will be lost if you remove the battery or disconnect the AC adaptor
before the save is completed. Wait for the Hard Disk Drive/Memory
media slot indicator to go out.

B Do not install or remove a memory module while the computer is in
Hibernation Mode. Data will be lost.

Benefits of Hibernation Mode

The Hibernation Mode feature provides the following benefits:

B Saves data to the hard disk drive when the computer automatically
shuts down because of a low battery condition.

B You can return to your previous working environment immediately when
you turn on the computer.

B Saves power by shutting down the system when the computer receives
no input or hardware access for the time period set by the System
Hibernate feature.

B Allows the use of the panel power off feature.

Starting Hibernation Mode

You can also enable Hibernation Mode by pressing FN + F4 - please refer
to the Hot key functions section in Chapter 3, Operating Basics, for further
details.
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To enter Hibernation Mode, follow the steps below.
1. Click Start.

2. Point to the arrow icon ( EEIEW ) and then select Hibernate from
the menu.

Automatic Hibernation Mode

The computer can be configured to enter Hibernation Mode automatically
when you press the power button or close the lid. In order to define these
settings, you can follow the steps as described below:

1. Click Start and click the Control Panel.
2. Click System and Security and click Power Options.

3. Click Choose what the power buttons do or Choose what closing
the lid does.

Data save in Hibernation Mode

When you turn off the power in Hibernation Mode, the computer will take a
moment to save the current data in memory to the hard disk drive. During
this time, the Hard Disk Drive/Memory media slot indicator will glow.

After you turn off the computer, and the content of memory has been saved
to the hard disk drive, turn off the power to any peripheral devices.

Do not turn the computer or devices back on immediately. Wait a moment
to let all capacitors fully discharge.

Restarting the computer

Certain conditions require that you reset the computer, for example if:
B You change certain computer settings.

B An error occurs and the computer does not respond to your keyboard
commands.

If you need to restart the computer, there are three ways this can be
achieved:

B Click Start, point to the arrow icon ( w ) and then select
Restart from the menu.

B Press CTRL, ALT and DEL simultaneously (once) to display the menu
window, then select Restart from the Shut down options.

B Press the power button and hold it down for five seconds. Once the
computer has turned itself off, wait between ten and fifteen seconds
before turning the power on again by pressing the power button.

Chapter 3

Operating Basics

This chapter describes the basic operations of your computer, highlights
the precautions that should be taken when using it.

Using the Touch Pad

To use the Touch Pad, simply touch and move your fingertip across it in the
direction you want the on-screen pointer to go.

The two buttons below the Touch Pad are used like the buttons on a
standard mouse - press the left button to select a menu item or to
manipulate text or graphics designated by the pointer, and press the right
button to display a menu or other function depending on the software you
are using.

,l) You can also tap the Touch Pad to perform functions similar to those of the
left button on a standard mouse.

Click: Tap once
Double-click: Tap twice

Drag and drop: Tap to select the item(s) you want to move, leave your
finger on the Touch Pad after the second tap and then move the item(s) to
their new destination.
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Touch pad gesture

The Keyboard

The computer’s keyboard layouts are compatible with a 104/105-key
enhanced keyboard - by pressing some keys in combination, all of the
104/105-key enhanced keyboard functions can be performed on the
computer.

The number of keys available on your keyboard will depend on which
country/region your computer is configured for, with keyboards being
available for numerous languages.

In use there are six different types of keys, specifically typewriter keys,
function keys, soft keys, Hot keys, Windows special keys and the keypad
overlay.

@ Never remove the key caps on your keyboard. Doing so could cause
damage to the parts under the key caps.

Function keys: F1 ... F12

The function keys (not to be confused with the special FN key) are the
twelve keys at the top of your keyboard - these keys function differently
from other keys.

F1 through F12 are called function keys because they execute
programmed functions when pressed and, when used in combination with
the FN key, those keys marked with icons also execute specific functions
on the computer.

Soft keys: FN key combinations

The FN (function) is used in combination with other keys to form soft keys.
Soft keys are key combinations that enable, disable or configure specific
features.

Please note that some software may disable or interfere with soft-key
operations, and that the soft-key settings are not restored when the
computer returns from Sleep Mode.

This computer's keyboard is designed to provide all the features of the 104-
key enhanced keyboard.

Since the keyboard is smaller and has fewer keys, some of the enhanced
keyboard functions must be simulated using two keys instead of one on the
larger keyboard.

The FN key can be combined with the following keys to simulate functions
similar to those of keys on the 104/105 key enhanced keyboard which are
not on this computer's keyboard.
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B Press FN + F10 or FN + F11 to access the computer's integrated
keypad. When activated, the keys with grey markings on their bottom
edge become either numeric keypad keys (FN + F11) or cursor control
keys (FN + F10). Please refer to the Keypad overlay section in this
chapter for more information on how to operate these keys, taking care
to note that the power on default for both settings is off.

B Press FN + F12 (ScrLock) to lock the cursor on a specific line. The
power on default is off.

B Press FN + ENTER to simulate ENTER on the enhanced keyboard’s
numeric keypad.

Hot key functions

Hot key functions let you enable or disable certain features of the computer.
The Hot key functions can be performed using either the Hot Key Cards or
by pressing the associated Hot keys (pressing FN + a function or ESC key).

Hot Key Cards
The Hot Key Cards are normally hidden from view. The Cards appear when

you press the FN key.
To use the Hot Key Cards:
1. Press and hold the FN key. The TOSHIBA Cards appear along the top

of the screen.

H Mute
Pressing FN + ESC turns the volume on and off.
B Lock

Pressing FN + F1 enters "Lock computer mode". To restore your
desktop, you need to log on again.
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H Power Plan
Pressing FN + F2 changes the power settings.
B Sleep
Pressing FN + F3 switches the system to Sleep Mode.
B Hibernate
Pressing FN + F4 switches the system to Hibernation Mode.
H Output
Pressing FN + F5 changes the active display device.

To use a simultaneous mode, you must set the resolution of the internal
display panel to match the resolution of the external display device.

B Brightness Down

Pressing FN + F6 decreases the computer's display panel brightness in
individual steps.

B Brightness Up

Pressing FN + F7 increases the computer's display panel brightness in
individual steps.

B Wireless
Pressing FN + F8 switches the active wireless devices.

If no wireless communication device is installed, no dialog box will appear.

B Touch Pad

Pressing FN + F9 enables or disables the Touch Pad function.
H Zoom

Pressing FN + Space changes the display resolution.
H TOSHIBA Zooming Utility (reduce)

Pressing FN + 1 reduces the icon size on the desktop or the font sizes
within one of the supported application windows.

H TOSHIBA Zooming Utility (enlarge)

Pressing FN + 2 enlarges the icon size on the desktop or the font sizes
within one of the supported application windows.

B Volume Down

Pressing FN + 3 decreases the volume in increment.
H Volume Up

Pressing FN + 4 increases the volume in increment.
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FN Sticky key

You can use the TOSHIBA Accessibility Utility to make the FN key sticky,
that is, you can press it once, release it, and then press an "F Number" key.
To start the TOSHIBA Accessibility utility, click Start -> All Programs ->
TOSHIBA -> Utilities -> Accessibility.

Windows special keys

The keyboard provides two keys that have special functions in Windows,
the Windows Start Button key activates the Start menu while the
application key has the same function as the secondary (right) mouse
button.

Keypad overlay

Your computer's keyboard may not have a separate numeric keypad but
includes a numeric keypad overlay which functions like one - this is located
in the center of the keyboard with the relevant keys having grey letters at
their front edge. The overlay provides the same functions as the numeric
keypad on a standard 104/105-key enhanced keyboard.

Turning on the overlays

The numeric keypad overlay can be used for numeric data input or cursor
and page control.

Arrow Mode

To turn on Arrow Mode, press FN + F10 - you are able to access cursor and
page control functions by using the keys. You are able to press FN + F10
again to turn off this overlay function.

Numeric Mode

To turn on Numeric Mode, press FN + F11 - you are able to access numeric
characters by using the keys. You are able to press FN + F11 again to turn
off this overlay function.

Temporarily using normal keyboard (overlay on)
While using the overlay, you can temporarily access the normal keyboard
functions without having to turn the overlay off:

1. Hold down FN key and press any other key - this key will operate as if
the overlay were off.

2. Type upper-case characters by holding down FN + SHIFT and pressing
a character key.
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3. Release FN key to continue using the selected overlay function.

Temporarily using overlay (overlay off)

While using the normal keyboard function, you can temporarily use the
keypad overlay without having to turn it on:

1. Hold down FN key and the keyboard will turn on the most recently used
overlay function.

2. Release FN key to return to normal keyboard operation.

Temporarily changing modes

If the computer is in Numeric Mode, you can switch temporarily to Arrow
Mode by pressing a SHIFT key, while if it is in Arrow Mode, you can switch
temporarily to Numeric Mode by also pressing a SHIFT key.

Generating ASCII characters

Not all ASCII characters can be generated using normal keyboard
operation, but you are able to generate these characters using their specific
ASCI| codes.

1. Hold down ALT with the overlay on or ALT + FN with overlay off.

2. Using the overlay keys, type the ASCII code of the character you
require.

3. Release ALT or ALT + FN - the ASCII character will appear on the
display screen.

This section describes some of the audio control functions.

Adjusting System Volume
You can control the overall level of sound using Windows Volume Mixer. To
launch Volume Mixer, follow the steps below.
1. Locate the Speakers icon on the task tray.
2. Right-click the Speakers icon on the task tray.
3. Select Open Volume Mixer from the menu.

Adjust speaker volume by moving the slider up or down under Device to
raise or lower the volume of your speakers. Click the Mute button to mute
the volume.

You may see another control under Applications in Volume Mixer. It is the
control for an application which is currently running. The System Sounds
is always displayed since it controls the system sounds’ volume.

Changing System Sounds

System sounds are assigned to inform you when certain events happen.

This section explains how to select an existing scheme or save one you
have modified.

To launch the configuration dialog window for system sounds, follow the
steps below.

1. Right-click the Speakers icon on the Taskbar.
2. Select Sounds from the menu.

Adjusting Microphone Level

Follow the steps below to change the microphone recording level.

1. Right click on the speaker icon on the Taskbar, and select Recording
devices from the sub menu.

2. Select Microphone, and click Properties.

3. Onthe Levels tab move the Microphone slider to increase or decrease
the microphone volume level.

If you feel the microphone volume level is inadequate, move the
Microphone Boost slider to a higher level.

Audio Enhancements
In order to apply the sound effects for your current speaker, follow the steps
below.

1. Right click on the speaker icon on the Taskbar, and select Playback
devices from the sub menu.

2. Select Speakers, and click Properties.
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3. Onthe Enhancements tab select the sound effects you would like, and
click Apply.

Realtek HD Audio Manager

You can confirm and change the audio configuration using the Realtek
Audio Manager. To launch the Realtek Audio Manager, click Start ->
Control Panel, select Large icons from View by, then click Realtek HD
Audio Manager.

When you first launch the Realtek Audio Manager, you will see two device
tabs. Speakers is the default output device. Microphone is the default
input device. To change the default device, click the Set Default Device
button under the chosen device tab.

Information

Click the information button & | to view hardware information, software
information, and language setting.

Power Management

The audio controller in your computer can be turned off when the audio
function is not used. To adjust the configuration of audio power

management, click the Power Management button ™.
Speaker Configuration

Click the Auto Test button ®' to confirm the internal speakers or the
headphone sound is coming from the right direction.

Sound Effects

This section explains how to select various sound effects.

B Environment - simulates reverberations of sound for familiar
environments around us. You can select an existing preset in the menu.

B Equalizer - raises or lowers a frequency of sound to simulate a popular
genre of music. You can select an existing preset in the menu.

B Karaoke - cancels the specific frequency of sound and results in the
Voice Cancellation. Clicking the Karaoke icon, lowers the vocal sound
within music. Using the arrow buttons will adjust the musical key of the
sound.

Microphone Effects

Microphone Effects are only found within Microphone window.
B Noise Suppression reduces background noise and fan noise.
B Acoustic Echo Cancellation reduces feedback and feedback echo.

Default Format
You can change the sample rate and bit depth of sound.
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Dolby Advanced Audio

This function is supported with some models.

B Dolby Headphone: Enables personal surround sound using any set of
headphones.

To access Dolby Advanced Audio function, follow the steps as detailed
below:

1. Right-click on the speaker icon on the Taskbar, and select Playback
devices from the sub menu.

2. Select Speakers, and click Properties.
3. Click the Dolby tab.

Notes on Using Microphone

You can use the built-in or an external microphone that connects to the
microphone jack to record monaural sounds into your applications. It can
also be used to issue voice commands to applications that support such
functions (built-in microphone is provided with some models).

Since your computer has a microphone and speaker, "feedback" may be
heard under certain conditions. Feedback occurs when sound from the
speaker is picked up in the microphone and amplified back to the speaker,
which amplifies it again to the microphone.

This feedback occurs repeatedly and causes a very loud, high-pitched
noise. It is a common phenomenon that occurs in any sound system when
the microphone input is output to the speaker (throughput) and the speaker
volume is too loud or too close to the microphone. You can control
throughput by adjusting the volume of your speaker or through the Mute
function in the Master Volume panel. Refer to your Windows documentation
for details on using the Master Volume panel.
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Video mode

Video mode settings are configured via the Screen Resolution dialog.

To open the Screen Resolution dialog, click Start -> Control Panel ->
Appearance and Personalization -> Display -> Change display
settings.

If you are running some applications (for example a 3D application or video
playback and so on), you may see some disturbance, flickering or frame
dropping on your screen.

If that occurs, adjust the resolution of display, lowering it until the screen is
displayed properly.

Disabling Windows Aero™ may also help correct this issue.

Computer Handling

This section explains computer handling and maintenance.

Cleaning the computer

To help ensure long, trouble-free operation, keep the computer free of dust
and dirt, and use care with all liquids around it.

B Be careful not to spill liquids into the computer. If the computer does get
wet, turn the power off immediately and let the computer dry completely
- in these circumstance you should get the computer inspected by an
authorized service provider in order to assess the scope of any
damage.

B Clean the plastics of the computer using a slightly water dampened
cloth.

B You can clean the display screen by spraying a small amount of glass
cleaner onto a soft, clean cloth and then wiping the screen gently with
the cloth.

Never spray cleaner directly onto the computer or let liquid run into any part
of it. Never use harsh or caustic chemical products to clean the computer.
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Moving the computer

While the computer is designed for flexible day-to-day usage you should
exercise a few simple precautions when moving it in order to help ensure
trouble-free operation.

B Before moving the compuiter, it is recommended that you change the
setting associated with the Hard Disk Drive Protection feature. Please
refer to the section, Heat dispersal, in this chapter for further
information.

B Make sure all disk/disc activity has ended before moving the computer -
check that the HDD and other indicators on the front of the computer
are off.

B Turn off (shut down) the computer.

B Disconnect the AC adaptor and all peripherals before moving the
computer.

B Close the display panel.
B Do not pick up the computer by its display panel.

B Before carrying your computer, shut it down, disconnect the AC adaptor
and allow it to cool down - a failure to follow this instruction may result in
minor heat injury.

B Be careful not to subject the computer to impact or shock - a failure to
follow this instruction could result in damage to computer, computer
failure or loss of data.

B Never transport your computer with any cards installed - this may cause
damage to either the computer and/or the card resulting in product
failure.

B Always use a suitable carry case when transporting the computer.

B When carrying your computer, be sure to hold it securely so that it does
not fall or hit anything.

B Do not carry your computer by holding any of its protruding elements.

Heat dispersal

To protect against overheating, the processor is equipped with an internal
temperature sensor which activates a cooling fan or lowers the processing
speed if the computer's internal temperature rises to a certain level. You are
able to select whether to control this temperature by either turning on the
fan first, then if necessary lowering the processor speed, or by lowering the
processor speed first, then if necessary turning on the fan. Both of these
functions are controlled through the Power Options.

When the processor's temperature falls within normal range, the fan will be
turned off and the processor operation returned to its standard speed.

If the processor's temperature reaches an unacceptably high level with
either setting, the computer automatically shuts down to prevent any
damage. In this instance all unsaved data in memory will be lost.

Data
is maintained in the computer's main memory so
that when you next turn on the power, you can
continue working right where you left off.

This function restores the computer from Sleep
Mode depending on the external devices
connected to the USB ports.

B Using the sleep and charge function to charge external devices will take
longer than charging the devices with their own chargers.

B /f Sleep and Charge function is enabled, the computer’s battery will
discharge during hibernation or when the computer is turned off. It is
recommended that you connect the AC adaptor to the computer when
enabling the Sleep and Charge function.

B External devices connected to the USB bus power (DC5V) function that
interfaces with the power ON/OFF of the computer may always be in an
operational state.

B When there is a current overflow of the external devices connected to
the compatible ports, USB bus power (DC5V) supply may be stopped
for safety reasons.

B When Sleep and Charge function is enabled, the USB Wakeup function
does not work for compatible ports. In that case, if there is a USB port

that does not have the Sleep and Charge function-compatible icon (%),
attach the mouse or keyboard to it. If all USB ports have the Sleep and

Charge function-compatible icon (4), change to disable Sleep and
Charge function. The USB Wakeup function will now work, but the
Sleep and Charge function will be disabled.

Power On Display

started. Please note that this setting is only available on standard VGA
mode and is not available as part of the Windows Desktop properties.

The Power On Display is supported with some models.

Auto-Selected Selects an external monitor if one is connected,
otherwise, it selects the internal display. (Default)

System LCD Only Selects the internal LCD, even if an external
monitor is connected.

Boot Priority

Boot Priority Options

This tab allows you to set the priority for booting the computer. The Boot
Priority Options setting window will be displayed as shown below. Click the
up and down arrow buttons to adjust the priority.

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To change the boot drive, follow the steps below.

B Regarding Wake-up on LAN from sleep or hibernation, you must check
the "Allow the device to wake the computer" check box within the LAN
Device properties. (This feature does not effect the Wake-up on LAN
from sleep or hibernation.)

Power will be automatically turned on when a signal is received from an
administrator's computer which is connected via a network.

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System Recovery

There is a hidden partition allocated on the hard disk drive for the System
Recovery Options in the event of a problem.

You can also create recovery media and restore the system.

The following items will be described in this section:

B System Recovery Options

B Create Recovery Media

B Restoring the pre-installed software from your created Recovery Media
B Restoring the pre-installed software from the Recovery hard disk drive

The System Recovery Options feature will be unusable if this partition is
deleted.

System Recovery Options

The System Recovery Options feature is installed on the hard disk when
shipped from the factory. The System Recovery Options menu includes
tools to repair startup problems, run diagnostics or restore the system.

See the Windows Help and Support content for more information about
Startup Repair.

The System Recovery Options can also be run manually to repair
problems.

The procedure is as follows. Follow the instructions shown on the on-
screen menu.

1. Turn off the computer.
2. While holding the F8 key, turn on the computer.

3. The Advanced Boot Options menu will be displayed. Use the arrow
keys to select Repair Your Computer and press ENTER.

4. Follow the on-screen instructions.

Check your Windows® manual for more information on backing up your
system (including the system image backup feature).

Creating Recovery Media

i

This section describes how to create Recovery Media.

B Be sure to connect the AC adaptor when you create Recovery Media.

B Be sure to close all other software programs except the Recovery
Media Creator.

B Do not run software such as screen savers which can put a heavy load
on the CPU.

B Operate the computer at full power.
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Do not use power-saving features.

Do not write to the media when the virus check software is running.
Wait for it to finish, then disable virus detection programs including any
software that checks files automatically in the background.

Do not use utilities, including those intended to enhance hard disk drive
access speed. They may cause unstable operation and damage data.

Do not shut down/log off or Sleep/Hibernate while writing or rewriting
the media.

Set the computer on a level surface and avoid places subjected to
vibrations such as airplanes, trains, or cars.

Do not use on an unstable surface such as a stand.
You can use DVD media when you connected the external ODD.

A recovery image of the software on your computer is stored on the hard
disk drive, and can be copied to either DVD or USB Flash Memory by using
the following steps:

1.

Select either blank DVD or USB Flash Memory.

The application will allow you to choose from a variety of different media
onto which the recovery image can be copied including DVD-R, DVD-R
DL, DVD-RW, DVD+R, DVD+R DL, DVD+RW and USB Flash Memory.

Please note that some of the above media may not be compatible with
the external optical disc drive connected to your computer. You should
therefore verify the external optical disc drive supports the blank media
you have chosen before proceeding.

USB Flash Memory will be formatted and all the data in the USB Flash
Memory will be lost when proceeding.

Turn on your computer and allow it to load the Windows 7 operating
system from the hard disk drive as normal.

Insert the first blank disc into the external optical disc drive tray, or
Insert the USB Flash Memory into one available USB port.

Double click the Recovery Media Creator icon on the Windows 7
desktop, or select the application from Start Menu.

After Recovery Media Creator starts, select the type of media and the
title you wish to copy, and then click the Create button.

Restoring the pre-installed software from your created Recovery
Media

If the pre-installed files are damaged, you are able to either use the
Recovery Media you have created or the hard disk drive recovery process
to restore the computer to the state it was in when you originally received it.
To perform this restoration, follow the steps below:
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When the sound mute feature has been activated by pressing the FN +
ESC key, be sure to disable this to allow sounds to be heard before starting
the restore process. Please refer to The Keyboard in Chapter 3, Operating
Basics, for further details.

You can not use System Recovery Options if restoring the pre-installed
software without System Recovery Options.

When you reinstall the Windows operating system, the hard disk will be
reformatted and all data will be lost.

1. Load the Recovery Media into the external ODD or insert the recovery
USB Flash Memory into one available USB port.

2. Turn off the computer's power.

3. While holding down F12 key on the keyboard, turn on your computer -
when the TOSHIBA Leading Innovation >>> logo screen appears,
release the F12 key.

4. Use the up and down cursor key to select the appropriate option from
the menu according to your actual recovery media. Please refer to the
Boot Priority section for further information.

5. A menu will be displayed from which you should follow the on-screen
instructions.

When drivers/utilities are installed, you can setup the respective
drivers/utilities from the following place. To open the setup files, Click Start
-> All Programs -> TOSHIBA -> Applications and Drivers.

If you have previously chosen to remove the recovery partition and are
trying to create "Recovery Media", you will see the following message:
"The Recovery Media Creator can not be launched because there is no
recovery partition.”

When there is no recovery partition, the Recovery Media Creator cannot
make Recovery Media.

However, if you have already created a "Recovery Media", you can use it to
restore the recovery partition.

If you have not created "Recovery Media", please contact TOSHIBA
support for assistance.
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Restoring the pre-installed software from the Recovery hard disk

In addition, if you use a third-party partitioning program to reconfigure the
partitions on your hard disk drive, you may find that it becomes impossible
to setup your computer.

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Chapter 5

Power and Power-Up Modes

The computer's power resources include the AC adaptor, battery pack and
any internal batteries. This chapter provides details on making the most
effective use of these resources, and includes information on charging and
changing batteries, tips for saving battery power, and information on the
different power-up modes.

Power conditions

The computer's operating capability and battery charge status are affected
by different power conditions, including whether an AC adaptor is
connected, whether a battery pack is installed and what the charge level is
for that battery.

As shown in the below table, the DC IN/Battery and Power indicators on
the system indicator alert you to the computer’s operating capability and
battery charge status.

DC IN/Battery indicator

Check the DC IN/Battery indicator to determine the status of the battery
pack and the power status with the AC adaptor connected. The following
indicator conditions should be noted:

Flashing amber

Amber
Green

No light

The battery charge is low, the AC adaptor must be
connected in order to recharge the battery.

Or, Indicates a problem with the power supply. You
should initially try plugging the AC adaptor into
another power outlet - if it still does not operate
properly, you should contact your reseller or
dealer.

Indicates the AC adaptor is connected and the
battery is charging.

Indicates the AC adaptor is connected and the
battery is fully charged.

Under any other conditions, the indicator does not
light.

If the battery pack becomes too hot while it is being charged, the charge
will stop and the DC IN/Battery indicator will go out. When the battery
pack's temperature falls to a normal range, charging will resume - this
process will occur regardless of whether the computer's power is on or off.
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Power indicator

Check the Power indicator to determine the power status of the computer -
the following indicator conditions should be noted:

Green Indicates power is being supplied to the computer
and the computer is turned on.

Blinking amber Indicates that the computer is in Sleep Mode and
that there is sufficient power available (AC adaptor
or battery) to maintain this condition. In Sleep
Mode, this indicator will turn on for two seconds
and off for two seconds.

No light Under any other conditions, the indicator does not
light.
Battery
This section explains battery types, use, recharging methods and handling.
Battery types

The computer has different types of batteries.

Battery pack

When the AC adaptor is not connected, the computer's main power source
is a removable lithium ion battery pack, also referred to in this manual as
the main battery. You can purchase additional battery packs for extended
use of the computer away from an AC power source although you should
not change the battery pack while the AC adaptor is connected.

Before you remove the battery pack, save your data and shut down the
computer, or place the computer into Hibernation Mode. Please be aware
that, when placing the computer into Hibernation Mode, the contents of
memory will be saved to the hard disk drive, although for safety sake, it is
best to also save your data manually.

Real Time Clock (RTC) battery

The Real Time Clock (RTC) battery provides power for the internal real
time clock and calendar function and also maintains the system
configuration while the computer is turned off. If the RTC battery becomes
completely discharged, the system will lose this information and the real
time clock and calendar will stop working - in this instance the following
message will be displayed when you turn on the power:

% ERROR 0271: Check date and time settings. WARNING
0251: System CMOS checksum bad - Default configuration
used. Press <F1> to resume, <F2> to Setup.

You can change the Real Time Clock settings by turnin on the computer
while pressing the F2 key and then release F2 key when the TOSHIBA
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Leading Innovation >>> screen appears. Please refer to Chapter 6
Troubleshooting for further information.

The RTC battery does not charge while the computer is turned off even if
the AC adaptor is attached.

Care and use of the battery pack

&

i

This section provides the important safety precautions in order to handle
your battery pack properly.

Refer to the enclosed Instruction Manual for Safety and Comfort for
detailed precautions and handling instructions.

B Make sure the battery is securely installed in the computer before
attempting to charge the battery pack. Improper installation could
generate smoke or fire, or cause the battery pack to rupture.

B Keep the battery pack out of reach of infants and children. It can cause
injury.

B The battery pack are lithium ion batteries, which can explode if not
replaced, used, handled or disposed of properly. Dispose of the battery
as required by local ordinances or regulations. Use only batteries
recommended by TOSHIBA as replacements.

B The computer's RTC battery is a lithium battery and should be replaced
only by your dealer or by a TOSHIBA service representative. The
battery can explode if not properly replaced, used, handled or disposed.
Dispose of the battery as required by local ordinances or regulations.

B Charge the battery pack only in an ambient temperature between 5 and
35 degrees Celsius. Otherwise, the electrolyte solution might leak,
battery pack performance might deteriorate and the battery life might be
shortened.

B Never install or remove the battery pack without first turning off the
power and disconnecting the AC adaptor. Never remove the battery
pack while the computer is in Sleep Mode. Data could be lost.

Never remove the battery pack while the Wake-up on LAN function is
enabled. Data will be lost. Before you remove a battery pack, disable the
Wake-up on LAN function.

Charging the batteries

When the power in the battery pack becomes low, the DC IN/Battery
indicator will flash amber to indicate that only a few minutes of battery
power remain. If you continue to use the computer while the DC IN/Battery
indicator flashes, the computer will enable Hibernation Mode so that you do
not lose any data, and automatically turn itself off.

You must recharge a battery pack when it becomes discharged.
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Procedures

To recharge a battery pack while it is installed in the computer, connect the
AC adaptor to the DC IN 19V jack and plug the other end into a working
outlet - the DC IN/Battery indicator will glow amber while the battery is
being charged.

A Use only the computer connected to an AC power source or optional
TOSHIBA Battery charger to charge the battery pack. Never attempt to
charge the battery pack with any other charger.

Time
Refer to User Information Guide about Charging time.

Battery charging notice
The battery may not begin charging immediately under the following
conditions:

B The battery is extremely hot or cold (if the battery is extremely hot, it
might not charge at all). To ensure the battery charges to its full
capacity, you should charge it at room temperature of between 5°C to
35°C (41°F to 95°F).

B The battery is nearly completely discharged. In this instance you should
leave the AC adaptor connected for a few minutes and the battery
should begin charging.

The DC IN/Battery indicator may show a rapid decrease in battery
operating time when you try to charge a battery under the following
conditions:

B The battery has not been used for a long time.

B The battery has completely discharged and been left in the computer for
along time.

B A cool battery is installed in a warm computer.

In such cases you should follow the steps as detailed below:

1. Fully discharge the battery by leaving it in the computer with the power
on until the system automatically turns itself off.

2. Connect the AC adaptor to the DC IN 19V jack of the computer, and to
a wall outlet that is supplying power.

3. Charge the battery until the DC IN/Battery indicator glows green.

Repeat these steps two or three times until the battery recovers normal
capacity.

Monitoring battery capacity
Remaining battery power can be monitored using the following methods.

B Clicking the battery icon on the Taskbar
B Via the Battery Status in the Windows Mobility Center window
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S B You should wait at least 16 seconds after turning on the computer

] | ) f L s o

l before trying to monitor the remaining operating time. This is because
the computer needs this time to check the battery's remaining capacity
and then calculate the remaining operating time, based on this together
with the current power consumption.

B Please be aware that the actual remaining operating time may differ
slightly from the calculated time.

B With repeated discharges and recharges, the battery's capacity will
gradually decrease. In view of this it will be noted that an often used,
older battery will not operate for as long as a new battery even when
both are fully charged.

Maximizing battery operating time
A battery's usefulness depends on how long it can supply power on a
single charge, while how long the charge lasts in a battery depends on:

Processor speed

Screen brightness

System Sleep Mode

System Hibernation Mode

Display power off period

Hard disk drive power off period

How often and for how long you use the hard disk drive and external
disk(c) drives, for example, optical disc and floppy diskette drive.

How much charge the battery contained to begin with.

How you use optional devices, such as a USB device, to which the

battery supplies power.

B Whether you enable Sleep Mode, which can conserve battery power if
you are frequently turning the computer off and on.

B Where you store your programs and data.

B Whether you close the display panel when you are not using the
keyboard - closing the display saves power.

B The environmental temperature - operating time decreases at low

temperatures.

B The condition of the battery terminals - you should always ensure the
terminals stay clean by wiping them with a clean dry cloth before
installing the battery pack.

Retaining data with power off
Refer to User Information Guide about Retaining time.
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Extending battery life

To maximize the life of your battery packs:

B Atleast once a month, disconnect the computer from a power source
and operate it on battery power until the battery pack fully discharges.
Before doing so, follow the steps as detailed below.

1. Turn off the computer's power.

2. Disconnect the AC adaptor and turn on the computer's power - if it
does not turn on then go to Step 4.

3. Operate the computer on battery power for five minutes. If you find
that the battery pack has at least five minutes of operating time,
continue operating until the battery pack is fully discharged, however, if
the DC IN/Battery indicator flashes or there is some other warning to
indicate a low battery condition, go to Step 4.

4. Connect the AC adaptor to the DC IN 19V jack of the computer, and
to a wall outlet that is supplying power. The DC IN/Battery indicator
should glow green, and the Battery indicator should glow amber to
indicate that the battery pack is being charged, however, in the event
that DC IN/Battery indicator does not glow this indicates that power is
not being supplied - check the connections for the AC adaptor and the
power cord.

5. Charge the battery pack until the DC IN/Battery indicator glows
green.
B If you have extra battery packs, rotate their use.

B If you will not be using the system for an extended period, for example
for more than one month, remove the battery pack from the computer.

B Store spare battery packs in a cool dry place out of direct sunlight.

Replacing the battery pack

Please be aware that the battery pack is classified as a consumable item.

The operating life of the battery pack will gradually reduce through
repeated charging and discharging, and will need to be replaced when it
reaches the end of its operating life. In addition to this, you might also
replace a discharged battery pack with a charged spare when you are
operating your computer away from an AC power source for an extended
period of time.

This section explains how to remove and install the battery pack, and
begins with the removal process which is detailed through the following
steps.

B Do not remove the battery pack while the computer is in Sleep Mode.
Data is stored in RAM, so if the computer loses power it could be lost.

B /n Hibernation Mode, data will be lost if you remove the battery pack or
disconnect the AC adaptor before the save is completed. Wait for the
Hard Disk Drive/Memory media slot indicator to go out.
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B Do not touch the battery release latch while holding the computer or the
battery pack might fall out due to the unintentional release of the battery
release latch and cause injuries.

Removing the battery pack

To remove a discharged battery, follow the steps as detailed below:

Save your work.

Turn the computer's power off - ensure that the Power indicator is off.
Remove all cables and peripherals that are connected to the computer.
Close the display panel and turn the computer upside down.

Slide the battery lock (1) into its (“im) position.

Slide and hold the battery release latch (2) to disengage the battery
pack and then remove it from the computer (3).

Installing the battery pack
To install a battery pack, follow the steps as detailed below:

Do not touch the battery release latch while holding the computer or the
battery pack might fall out due to the unintentional release of the battery
release latch and cause injuries.

1. Insert the battery pack as far as it will go into the computer.

2. Ensure that the battery pack is securely in place and the battery lock is
in its lock (©_J) position.

3. Turn your computer over.
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Power-up modes

The computer has three different power-up modes as follows:

B Shut Down Mode : The computer will shut down without saving data - in

view of this you must always save your work before you turn the
computer off.

B Hibernation Mode : Data in memory will be saved to the hard disk drive.
B Sleep Mode : Data will be maintained in the computer's memory.

|l) Please refer to the sections Turning on the power and Turning off the power
in Chapter 1, Getting Started for further information.

Windows utilities

You can configure various settings associated with both Sleep Mode and
Hibernation Mode within the Power Options (to access it, Start -> Control
Panel -> System and Security -> Power Options).

Hot keys

You can use the FN + F3 hot key to enter Sleep Mode or FN + F4 to enter
Hibernation Mode.

Panel power on/off

You can set up your computer so that power is turned off automatically
when you close the display panel, and turned on again when you open it.
Please note that this function is only available for Sleep Mode or
Hibernation Mode, not for Shut Down Mode.

.l; If the panel power off function is enabled, and you manually shut down

Windows, do not close the display panel until the shut down process has
been completed.

System automatic Sleep/Hibernation

This feature automatically turns off the system in Sleep or Hibernation
Mode if the computer is not used for a set duration. Refer to Special
features, in Chapter 4 for an explanation of how to set the duration.
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Chapter 6

Troubleshooting

TOSHIBA have designed this computer for durability, however, should
problems occur you are able to use the procedures detailed in this chapter
to help determine the cause.

All users should become familiar with this chapter as knowing what might
go wrong can help prevent problems from occurring in the first place.

Problem solving process

Resolving problems will be much easier if you observe the following
guidelines:

B Stop immediately when you recognize a problem exists as taking further
action may result in data loss or damage, or you may destroy valuable
problem related information that can help solve the problem.

B Observe what is happening - write down what the system is doing and
what actions you performed immediately before the problem occurred.
If you have a printer attached, print a copy of the screen using the
computer's PRTSC key.

Please also be aware that the questions and procedures described in this
chapter are meant only as a guide, they are not definitive problem solving
techniques. In reality many problems can be solved simply, but a few may
require help from your reseller, dealer or service provider - if you find you
need to consult others, be prepared to describe the problem in as much
detail as possible.

Preliminary checklist

You should always consider the simplest solution first - the items detailed in
this checklist are easy to fix and yet can cause what appears to be a
serious problem:

B Make sure you turn on all peripheral devices before you turn on the
computer - this includes your printer and any other external device you
are using.

B Before you attach an external device you should first turn the computer
off, then when you turn the computer back on again it will recognize the
new device.

B Make sure all optional accessories are configured properly in the
computer's setup program and that all required driver software has
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been loaded (please refer to the documentation included with the
optional accessories for further information on its installation and
configuration).

B Check all cables to ensure they are correctly and firmly attached to the
computer - loose cables can cause signal errors.

B Inspect all connecting cables for loose wires and all connectors for
loose pins.

Always try to make detailed notes of your observations and keep them in a
permanent error log - this will help you to describe your problems to your
reseller, dealer or service provider. In addition, if a problem recurs, the log
you have made will help to identify the problem faster.

Analyzing the problem

Sometimes the computer will give you clues that can help you identify why

it is malfunctioning. In view of this you should keep the following questions

in mind:

B Which part of the computer is not operating properly - keyboard, hard
disk drive, display panel, touch pad, touch pad control buttons - as each
device will produce different symptoms.

B Check the options within the operating system to ensure that its
configuration is set properly.

B What appears on the display? Does it display any messages or random
characters? If you have a printer attached, print a copy of the screen
using the PRTSC key and, if possible, look up the messages in the
documentation included with the computer, software or operating
system.

B Check that all connecting cables are correctly and firmly attached as
loose cables can cause erroneous or intermittent signals.

B Do any indicators light, if so, which ones, what color are they and do
they stay on or blink? Write down what you see.

B Do you hear any beeps, if so how many, are they long or short and are
they high pitched or low pitched? In addition, is the computer making
any unusual noises? Write down what you hear.

Record your observations so you can describe them in detail to your
reseller, dealer or service provider.
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Software The problems may be caused by your software or
disk. If you cannot load a software package, the
media may be damaged or the program might be
corrupted - in these instances try loading another
copy of the software if possible.

If an error message appears while you are using a
software package you should refer to the
documentation supplied with it as this will usually
include a problem solving section or a summary of
error messages.

Next, you should check any error messages
against the operating system documentation.

Hardware If you cannot find a software problem, you should
then check the setup and configuration of your
hardware. First run through the items in the
preliminary checklist as described previously then,
if you still cannot correct the problem, try to identify
the source - the next section provides checklists
for individual components and peripherals.

Before using a peripheral device or application software that is not an
authorized Toshiba part or product, make sure the device or software can
be used with your computer. Use of incompatible devices may cause injury
or may damage your computer.

If something goes wrong

Your program stops responding

If you are working with a program that suddenly freezes all operations,
chances are the program has stopped responding. You can exit the failed
program without shutting down the operating system or closing other
programs.
