Your electric lawn mower was built to be operated according to the rules for safe operation in this manual.
As with any type of power equipment, carelessness or error on the part of the operator can result in
serious injury. If you violate any of these rules, you may cause serious injury to yourself or others.

Read this owner’s manual carefully in its entirety before attempting to assem-
ble or operate this machine. Be completely familiar with the controls and
the proper use of this machine before operating it. Keep this manual in
a safe place for future and regular reference and for ordering replacement
parts.

. Your rotary mower is a precision piece of power equipment, not a plaything.

Therefore, exercise extreme caution at all times.

. Never allow children to operate a power mower. Only persons well acquainted

with these ruies of safe operation should be allowed to use your mower.

. No one should operate this unit while intoxicated or while taking medica-

tion that impairs the senses or reactions’

. Keep the area of operation clear of ail persons, particularly small children

and pets. Stop motor when they are in the vicinity of your mower. Although
the area of operation should be completely cleared of foreign objects, an
object may have been overlooked and could be accidently thrown by the
mower in any direction and cause serious personal injury to the operator
or any others allowed in the area.

EPARATION

Thoroughly inspect the area where the equipment is to be used. Remove
all stones, sticks, wire, bones and other foreign objects which could be
picked up and thrown by the mower in any direction and cause serious
personal injury to the operator or any others allowed in the area.

. Do not operate equipment when barefoot or wearing open sandals. Always

wear substantial footwear. Use of rubber gloves and footwear is recom-
mended when working outdoors.

. Do not wear loose fitting clothing or jewelry. They can get caught in mov-

ing parts.

. To prevent electric shock, do not operate this machine in damp or wet

locations or in rain.

. Disengage the seli-propelled mechanism or drive clutch on units so equipped

before starting the engine.

. The blade control switch is a safety device. Never attempt to bypass its

operation. Doing so makes the safety device inoperative and may result
in personal injury through contact with the rotating blade.

. Never attempt to make a wheel or cutting height adjustment while the motor

is running.

. Mow only in daylight or in good artificial light.
. Never operate the equipment in wet grass. Always be sure of your footing.

A slip and fall can cause serious personal injury. Keep a firm hold on the
handle and walk, never run. )

Warning—To prevent electric shock, use only with an extension cord suitable
for outdoor use. Use only UL approved outdoor extension cords of adequate
gauge (minimum 16 gauge recommended) which accept the lawn mower’s
plug. Extension cord is available from your dealer. Order part number
725-0960.

The use of any extension cord will cause some loss of power. To keep
this to a minimum and to prevent overheating and motor burn-out, use
the largest wire size (A.W.G.) extension cord avaifable from your dealer.
A minimum of 16 gauge wire (A.W.G.) is recommended for up to 100 feet.
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For longer lengths, 12 gauge wire (A.W.G.) must be used for best motor
performance.

Do not exceed a total of 200 feet in extension cord length.

. If extension cord is damaged in any manner while plugged in, pull exten-

sion cord from wall receptacle.

To prevent disconnection of extension cord from mower during operation,
be sure to use the cord restraint provided. Replacement cord restraints
are available through your dealer.

Fuses—The motor should be operated on a 15 AMP circuit. If difficulty
in starting is experienced with a standard 15 AMP fuse or circuit breaker,
a fuse stat or slow blowing fuse or circuit breaker may be used but should
not exceed the 15 Ampere rating. Do not use a higher rated fuse without
consulting your power company.

Always wear safety glasses or eye shields during operation or while per-
forming an adjustment or repair, to protect eyes from foreign objects that
may be thrown from the machine in any direction.

ERATION
Avoid unintentional starting. Don’t carry plugged-in lawn mower with finger
on switch. Be sure switch is off when plugged in.

. Don't abuse cord—never carry lawn mower by cord or yank it to discon-

nect from receptacle. Keep cord from heat, oil, and sharp edges.

. Do not put hands or feet near or under rotating parts. Keep clear of the

discharge opening at all times as the rotating blade can cause injury.

. Stop the blade when crossing gravel drives, walks or roads.
. After striking a foreign object, stop the motor, unplug power cord, and

thoroughly inspect the mower for any damage. Repair the damage before
restarting and operating the mower.

. If the equipment should start to vibrate abnormally, stop the motor and

check immediately for the cause. Vibration is generally a warning of trouble.

. Shut the motor off and wait until the blade comes to a complete stop before

removing the grass catcher or unclogging the chute. The cutting blade con-
tinues to rotate for a few seconds after the motor is shut off. Never place
any part of the body in the blade area until you are sure the blade has
stopped rotating.

. Before cleaning, repairing or inspecting, make certain the biade and all mov-

ing parts have stopped. Always disconnect electric mower fram power supply
before cleaning, repairing or adjusting.

. Don’t force fawn mower. It will do the job better arld safer at the rate for

which it was designed. Do not use iawn mower for any job except that
for which it is intended.

Mow across the face of slopes, never up-and-down. Exercise extreme caution
when changing direction on slopes. Do not mow excessively steep slopes.
Always be sure of your footing. A slip and fall can cause serious personal
injury.

Never operate mower without proper guards, plates or other safety pro-
tective devices in piace.

The blade/motor controi on this mower is instalied to minimize the risk
of blade contact injury and is required by federal regulations. Do not
under any circumstances attempt to defeat the function of the blade/motor
control.



SAFE OPERATION

A MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE

. Check the blade and motor mounting bolts at frequent interva s for proper
tightness.

2. Keep all nuts, bolts, and screws tight to be sure the equipment is in safe
working condition.

3. Keep biade sharp.

4. Use identical replacement parts only. Repair or replace dan:aged cord.

5. To reduce fire hazard, keep the motor free of grass, leaves, or excessive
grease.

6. Check the grass catcher bag frequently for wear or deterioraticn. For safe-
ty protection, replace only with new bag meeting origina equipment
specifications.

7. Store idle lawn mower indoors when not in use. Lawn mowe r should be
stored indoors in dry, high or locked-up place, out of reach of children.

8. Maintain lawn mower with care. Keep cutting edges sharp ad clean for
best and safest performance. Follow instructions for lubricating e nd changing
accessories.

UNPACKING
1. Remove the lawn mower from the carton by open-
ing the top flaps and lifting the unit out. Be careful
of the staples. Make certain all parts and literature
have been removed from the carton before the car-
ton is discarded.

2. Check beneath the deck for any cardboard
packaging. Remove if present.

3. Stretch out control cables and place on the floor.
Be careful not to bend or kink the cables at any
time during assembly.

4. Remove page four from this manual and lay the
contents of the hardware pack on the illustration
for identification.

PREPARATION

The chute deflector on your mower is held in an upright

position by a ““V"’ block for shipping purposes only. This

“V” block must be removed and discarded before the
~——mower is assembled and operated. See figure 1.

To remove the V"’ block, pull the spring-loaded chute
toward the engine. Remove the V"’ block and carefully
lower the chute into operating position, keeping fingers
out of the way.

ATTACHING THE LOWER HANDLE (Hardware A)

The left leg of the lower handle is the leg which has
a bracket attached. Attach the lower handle as follows.

-—See figure 2.

1. Insert the right leg of the lower handle (leg without
a bracket attached) into the slot in right hand han-
dle bracket. Place the left leg inside of the left han-
dle bracket.

2. Insert one shoulder bolt through the right handle
and handle bracket. Start hex nut on shoulder bolt
(washer on the hex nut goes against the handle
bracket) before pushing shoulder bolt all the way
through the handle and bracket.

3. Secure the left leg of the lower handle to the left
handle bracket with the other shoulder bolt and hex
nut. It may be necessary to push down on the han-
dle to align the holes in the lower handle and han-
dle bracket. Tighten both nuts and bolts securely.

ATTACHING THE UPPER HANDLE (Hardware B)
1. Place the cord restraint onto the upper handle as

Handle <——shown in figure 5.

2. Place the upper handle in position over the lower
handle. The motor/blade control must be on the
right side (chute side) of mower. Secure the up-
per handle using hex bolts and hex nuts (with
washers attached). The head of the bolts should
be to the outside of the handle. The washer on hex
nut goes against the handie.

3. Secure the control cord to the upper and lower
handles using the cable ties provided.

4. Place the flip handle control in position on the left
side of upper handie. Secure with hex bolt, cupped
washer and acorn nut. Cupped side of washer
goes against the handle.

FINAL ASSEMBLY (Hardware C)

1. Assemble the plastic knobs to the wheel height ad-
justment levers by pressing on or tapping lightly

-+———with a soft hammer. See figure 4.

2. Make certain all nuts and bolts are tightened
securely.

Cord Restraint

Attach extension cord (not provided with unit) to the
cord restraint as follows. Form a small loop in the ex-
tension cord. Aliow enough excess cord to make the
connection to the motor/blade control (approximately
20 inches). Slip the loop through the slot on the bot-
tom of the cord restraint, and up over the tab, to pre-
vent disconnection from the motor/blade control during
operation. Keep the cord restraint as close to the
motor/blade control as possible. See figure 7.

Connection to the Motor/Blade Control

To attach extension cord to the mower, swing open the
spring-loaded plug retainer located beneath the
motor/blade control. Connect the plug on the extension
cord fully onto the plug on the mower. The mower is
equipped with a polarized AC power plug (one blade
of the plug is wider than the other), which will fit into
the plug on the extension cord only one way. See figure
7, inset. If unable to make a full connection, try revers-
ing the plug on the extension cord. Should the plugs
still fail to fit, contact your service dealer for assistance.
Do not defeat the safety purpose of the polarized plug.

Connection to the Electric Power Source

Plug the extension cord into any convenient 110-120
volt 60 cycle A.C. outlet or receptacle for your source
of power. This outlet may be located either out-of-doors
or indoors. If an inside receptacle is used, the exten-
sion cord can be taken out either through the doorway



or a window. To avoid blowing fuses, pick an outlet that
is not overioaded. Your mower will operate satisfactorily
on a circuit that is fused for 15 amperes. Do not use
oversize fuses without consulting your power company.

TO START MOTOR AND ENGAGE BLADE

Standing behind the unit, lift the motor/blade control
handle with the left forefinger, then pull handle up and
hold it against the upper handle with right hand. See
figure 8.

If
motor does not come to an immediate
stop when the motor/blade control handle -
is released, contact an authorized service
center.

2. Disconnect the power source to prevent acciden-
tal starting while equipment is unattended.

USING YOUR ROTARY MOWER

Be sure that lawn is clear of stones, sticks, wires, or
other objects which could damage lawn mower or
engine. Such objects could be accidently thrown by the
mower in any direction and cause serious personal in-
jury to the operator and others.

To prevent electric shock, do not operate the mower
in damp or wet locations.

Never mow around the lawn in circles. Always travel
back and forth across the lawn, beginning at the point
nearest the electric outlet where cord is connected. See
figure 9. Cut grass moving away from the outlet so the
cord lies in the cut portion of the lawn, out of the way.
Clippings should be discharged on the cut portion of
the lawn.

Do not allow extension cord to wrap
around trees, shrubs or other
obstacles. When picking up the exten-
sion cord, wind the cord in a series of
equal loops on each side of your hand
to prevent snarling. See illustration at
right.

To cut heavy grass, reduce walking speed to allow
more effective cut and distribution of the clippings. For
best results, cut off one-third or less of the total length
of the grass. The average lawn should be approximate-
ly 112 to 2 inches during the cool season, and over 2
inches during hot months. For a healthier and better
looking lawn, cut more often and after moderate growth.
The lawn should be cut in the fali as long as there is

growth.
B IMPORTANT

If you strike a foreign object, stop the
motor. Disconnect the power source,
thoroughly inspect the mower for any
damage, and repair the damage before
restarting and operating the mower.
‘Extensive vibration of the mower during
operation is an indication of damage.
The unit should be promptly inspected
and repaired.




CUTTING HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

A height adjustment lever at each wheel provices cut-
ting height adjustment.

Simply depress the lever toward:; wheel
and move wheel and lever assembly to desired posi-
tion. See figure 10.

For rough or uneven lawns, move the wheels to a posi-
tion which will give a higher cutting height.

LUBRICATION

Chute Deflector—The torsion spring and pivct point
should be lubricated periodically with light oil to pre-
vent any rust or binding. Deflector must work freely.

Wheels—Wheels require no lubrication. However, if the
wheels are removed for any reason, lubricate t1e sur-
face of the axle and the inner surface of the wheel with
light oil. A 4 oz. plastic bottle of light oil lubrizant is
available. Order part number 737-0170. Engine oil may
also be used.

Always protect hands by wearing heavy
gloves and/or wrapping cutting edges
with newspapers or other materials when
performing any blade maintenance. Be
certain to disconnect the power supply.

After each use, check blade for sharpness and replace
if worn. The blade must be balanced to run smoothly.
Your blade has been checked at the factory.
Resharpening is not recommended.

To remove the blade, turn the lawn mower on its side.
Remove the two hex nuts. Open the blade insulator.
Remove the cotter pin, blade nut, flat washer, bolt re-
tainers, blade insulator and carriage bolts. See figure
11.

‘When reassembling the blade, ali parts must be
assembled in the exact order as shown in figure 11.
Tighten the blade mounting nut securely (35-40 ft.
pounds of torque). Make certain slot in blade mounting
nut is aligned with hole in motor shatt (tighten slightly
more if necessary). Re-insert the cotter pin, bending
ends in opposite directions to secure. Check blade at
frequent intervals to be certain it is tightened properly.

To insure safe operation of your unit, all nuts and bolts
must be checked periodically for correct tightness.

Remove any buildup of grass and leaves on or around
the motor cover (do not use water). Wipe mower clean
with a dry cloth occasionally.



The underside of mower deck should be cleaned after
each use as grass clippings, leaves, dirt and other mat-
ter will accumulate. This accumulation of grass clip-
pings, etc., is undesirable as it will invite rust and
corrosion and may cause an uneven discharge of grass
clippings at the next cutting.

Disconnect the power source. Tilt the mower forward
or on its side and scrape clean with a suitable tool.
