PREPARATION:

- Neverremovethe fuel cap of the fuel tank or add gasoling
to a running or hot engine or an engine that has not been
allowed to cool for several minutes after running Never
fill tank indoors Always clean up spilled gasoline.

- Open doors if the engine is run in the garage - exhaust
furnes are dangerous.

Do not operate the mower without the entire grass catcher,

on mowers so equipped, or the deflector shieid in place.

OPERATION:

Keep yeur eyes and mind on your vehicle, mower, and the
area being cut. Do not let other interests distract you
Disengage power to attachments and stop the engine before
lzaving the operator's postition

Disengage power to mower, stop the engine, and disconnect
spark plug wire(s) from spark piug{s) before cleaning, making
an adiustment, or repair. Be careful to avoid touching hot
muffler or engine componants.

Disengage power to attachments when transporting or not in
use

Take ail possible precautions when leaving the vehicle unat-
tended. Disengage the power take-off, lower the attach-
ments, shift into neutral, set the parking brake, stop the
engine, and remove the key.

Do not stop or start suddenly when going uphill or downhill
Mow up and down the face of slopes (not greater than 15%),
naver across the face.

Reduce spead on slopes and make turns gradually to prevent
tipping or loss of control, Exercise extreme caution when
changing direction on slopes.

While going up or dawn slopes, place gearshift control lever
in 1st gear position to negotiate the slope without stopping.

Never mow in wet or slippery grass, when traction is unsuire,
or at a speed which couid cause a skid.
Stay alert for hales in the terrain and other hidden hazards
Keep away from drop-offs.
Do not drive too close to creeks, ditches, and public high-
ways.
Exercise special care when mowing around fixed objects in
order to prevent the blades from striking them. Never detib-
erately run vehicle or mower into or over any foreign abjects,
Never shift gears untli vehicle comes to a stop
Never place hands or feet under the mower, in discharge
chute, or near any moving parts while vehicle or mower is
running. Always keep clear of discharge chute
Use care when pulling loads or using heavy equipment

Watch out for traffic when crossing or near roadways.
When using any attachments, never direct discharge of

Except for adjustments, do not operate engine if air cleaner
or cover directly over carburetor air intake is removed
Remaval of such part couid create a fire hazard.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR
PREPARE BATTERY (See Fig. 2)

CAUTION: Wear eye and face shield.

Wash hands or clothing immediately if
accidentally in contactwith battery acid.

Do not smoke. Fumes from charged
battery acld are explosive.

Read the instructions included withthe
battery vent caps. Always wear gloves,
clothing and goggles to protect your
hands, skin and eyes.

Your unit has a battery charging system which is sufficient
for normal use. However, periodic charging of the battery
with an automative charger wiil extend its fife.

«  See instructions packed with vent caps in parts bag.

+  Fill battery with acid. Fill each cell until it reaches the
bottom of the vent wells. Do not averfill,

+  Allow battery to stand and settle for at ieast thirty
minutes. After standing, check the level of acid. If
below the vent wells, add more acid until the correct
level is reached.

While battery is standing (after adding acid) and later, while
battery is being charged, continue with assembly of unit.

«  Tomaximize the life of your battery, it is necessary that
the battery be charged before use. Use a 12 volt battery
charger. Charge battery at a rate of 6 amperes for 1
hour. Observe all safety precautions required for bat-
tery charging. Failure to charge battery can resuitina
shortened battery life.

+  Check the acid level after the battery is charged. ifthe
acid has fallen below the correct level, add distilled or
iran free water.

.+ Install the vent caps to cover the vent wells. Wash the
top of the battery with water to remove any acid, then
wipe dry.

«  Check battery case for leakage to make sure that no
damage has occurred in handling.

«  Disposeofexcess battery acid. Neutralize acid for dis-
posal by adding it to four inches of water in afive gallon
plastic container. Stir with a wooden or plastic paddle
while adding baking soda until the addition of more
soda causes no more foaming.

+  Follow instructions on how to install battery.

CHECK DECK LEVELNESS

For best cutting resuits, mower housing should be properly
leveled See "TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING" in the
Service and Adjustments section of this manual.

CHECK FOR PROPER POSITION OF ALL

section of this manual. Verify that the belts are routed
correctly.

INSTALL BATTERY (See Figs. 4 & 5)

CAUTION: Do not short battery termi-
nals, Before installing battery, remove
metal bracelets, wristwatch bands,
rings, etc,

Positive terminal must be connected
first to prevent sparking from acciden-
tal grounding.

Lift seat to raised position.

Lower batiery into fender well with battery terminals
toward front of unit. Make sure battery rests in battery
fray.

Be sure battery drain tube has not come loose and Is
securely attached to drain in battery tray.

First connect RED battery cable to positive (+} battery
terminal with hex bolt, flat washer, lockwasher and hex
nut as shown. Tighten securely.

Connect BLACK grounding cable to negative (-} bat-
tery terminal with remaining hex bolt, flat washer, lock-
washer and hex nut, Tighten securely.

Slide the two battery bolts through the terminal guard
and start the wing nuts onto the threads.

Position lerminal guard over the hattery as shown,
lower bolts into key holes and slide square shafis of
bolts into slots of key holes.

Tighten wing nuts by hand making sure battery bolis
remain in slots of the key holes in the battery support.

Be sure terminal access doors are closed.

The position of the attachment lift lever determines the
cutting height

+  Grasp lift lever.

*  Press plunger with thumb and move lever to desired
position.

The engine in your unit has been shipped, from the
factory, already filled with summer weight oil.

Remave oil fill dipstick and wipe clean, replace and
screw cap tight, wait for a few seconds, remove and
read oif level. If necessary, add oil until "FULL" mark
on dipstick is reached. Do not overfill

For cold weather operation you should change oil for
easier starting (see "OIL VISCOSITY CHART" in the
Maintenance section of this manual).

To change engine oil, see the Maintenance section in
this manual.

ADD GASOLINE (See Fig. 16)

Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular unleaded gaso-
line. (Use of leaded gasoline will increase carbon and
lead oxide deposits and reduce valve life).

IMPORTANT: WHEN OPERATING IN TEMPERA-

TURES BELOW 32°F (0°C), USE FRESH,
CLEANWINTER GRADE GASOLINE TO
HELP INSURE GOOD COLD WEATHER
STARTING.

WARNING: Experience indicates that alcoho! blended
fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can

attract moisture which leads to separation and formation of
acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-

of 30 days or longer, Drain the gas tank, start the

engine and let it run until the fuel lines and carburetor are

CAUTION: Fill to bottom of gas tank
filler neck.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 7)

When starting engine for the first time or if engine has run
out of fuel, it will take extra cranking time to move fuel from
the tank to the engine.

¥

Depress the clutch/brake pedal and set the parking
brake.

Place motion control lever in "NEUTRAL" position.
Move attachment clutch to "DISENGAGED" position.

Move throttle controliever to "CHOKE" position for cold
engine start. For warm engine start, move throtile
control to "FAST" position.

Turn ignition key clockwise to "START" position and
release key as soon as engine starts. Do not run
starter continuously for more than fifteen seconds per
minute. If engine does not start after several attempts,
move throttle control to "FAST" positicn, wait a few
minutes and try again

When engine starts, siowly move throttle control lever
to desired running speed.

Allow engine to warm up for a few minutes before
engaging motion control or attachment clutch

NOTE: If at a high altitude (above 3000 feet) or in cold
temperatures (below 32° F), the carburetor fuel mixture
may need to be adjusted for best engine performance. See
"TO ADJUST CARBURETOR® in the Service and Adjust-
ments section of this manual.

OWING TIPS

Tire chains cannot be used when the mower housing
is attached to unit.

Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See"TOLEVELMOWER HGUSING"in
the Service and Adjustments section of this manual

Use the runner on the right hand side of mower as a
guide. The blade cuts approximately an inch cutside
the runner (See Fig. 8).

Tt}e left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.
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Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area to the right of the
machine. This will result in 2 more even distribution of
clippings and more uniform cutting

When mowing large areas, start by turning to the right
so that clippings will discharge away from shrubs,
fences, driveways, etc. After one or two rounds, mow
in the opposite direction making left hand turns until
finished (See Fig. 9).

If C?rass is extremely tall, it shouid be mowed twice to
reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried clip-
pings. Make first cut relatively high; the second to the
desired height.

Do not mow grass when it is wet. Wet grass will plug
mower and ieave undesirable clumps. Allow grass to
dry before mowing.

Always operate engine at full throttie when mowing to
assure better mowing performance and proper dis-
charge of material. Regulate ground speed by select-
ing a low enough speed to give the mower cutting
performance as well as the quality of cut desired

When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment being used.

described below before loosening cable 1f adjustment is
necessary, proceed as follows:

However, minor adjust-
ment may be required to compensate for differences in fuel,
temperaiure, aftitude or load. If the carburetor does need
adjustment, procead as follows:

In general, turning the mixture screws in (clockwise) de-
creases the supply of fuel to the engine giving aleaner fuel/
airmixture Turning the mixture screws out (counterclock-
wise) increases the supply of fuel to the engine giving a
richer fuel/air mixture

IMPORTANT: DAMAGE TO THE NEEDLES AND THE
SEATS INCARBURETOR MAY RESULT
IF SCREWS ARE TURNED IN TOO
TIGHT.

Immadiately prepare your tractor for storage at the end of
the season orif the unitwill not be used for 30 days or more,
