Brush the lawn surface to disperse worm casts before mowing.

Spike compacted lawn areas with a fork. Fill the holes with sand to
improve aeration and drainage.

Mow lawns in a different direction to the previous cut.

As a general rule the grass clippings should be removed each time
you mow. If weather conditions are dry and hot and the grass is
weed free, leave the clippings on the lawn to help maintain ground

moisture.

Mow lawns twice a week when the grass is growing vigorously in
the summer.

Mow lawns once a week in spring, autumn and during prolonged
dry weather in the summer.

Prevent grass damage - DO NOT remove more than one
third of the grass height in one cut.

Take care to ensure that the control
cable does not become snagged at the pivot point and depress
the engine stop lever to prevent it being damaged through
contact with the engine.

Storage for long periods: To ensure your mower is main-
tained in good working order it is important that the following
procedure is adopted when the mower is stored for periods in
excess of one month. Refer to the maintenance section and
engine handbook as necessary.

Drain fuel from the engine by operating the engine until it
stops.

Disconnect the spark plug lead. Change the engine oil.

Remove the engine spark plug and pour 15ml of engine oil into
the engine cylinder and replace the spark plug. Do not exceed
the stated volume of oil as engine damage may occur on re-
starting. Operate the engine brake lever and slowly pull the
engine start - grip once tocrank the engine. This will distribute

the oil and help prevent engine corrosion.

Clean all areas of the mower and ensure that the grassbag is
clean.

Lubricate the mower.
