Read this owner’s guide carefully in its entirety before «ttempting
to assemble or operate this machine. Be completely fa niliar with
the controls and the proper use of this machine before operating
it. Keep this manual in a safe place for future and regula reference
and for ordering replacement parts.

Your rotary mower is a precision piece of power equif ment, not
a plaything. Therefore, exercise extreme caution at all ti nes. Your
unit has been designed to perform one job: to mow grass. Do
not use it for any other purpose.

. Never allow children under 14 years old to operate a pow er mower.

Children 14 years old and over should only operate mcwer under
close parental supervision. Only persons well acquainted with these
rules of safe operation should be allowed to use yoLr mower.

. Keep the area of operation clear of ali persons, particu arly small

children and pets. Stop engine when they are in the vicinity of
your mower to help prevent blade contact or thrown abject in-
jury. Although the area of operation should be complet:ly cleared
of foreign objects, an object may have been overlooked and could
be accidently thrown by the mower in any direction ind cause
srclerious personal injury to the operator or any others allowed in
the area.

PARATION

Thoroughly inspect the area where the equipment is th be used.

The blade control handle must operate easily in oth direc-
tions and automatically return to the disengaged postition when

. Never attempt to make a wheel or cutting height adjust nent while

UNPACKING
1. Remove the lawn mower from the carton by open-
ing the top flaps and lifting the unit out. Be careful
of the staples. Make certain all parts and literature
have been removed from the carton before the car-
ton is discarded.

2. Disconnect the spark plug wire and move away
from the spark plug.

3. Stretch out all control cables and place on the fioor.
Be careful not to bend or kink the cables at any
time during assembly.

4. Remove page four from this manual and lay the
contents of the hardware pack on the illustration
for identification.

ATTACHING THE LOWER HANDLE (Hardware A)
1. Attach the lower handle by placing the bottom
holes in the lower handle over the weld pins on the
handle mounting brackets on the rear of the deck.
The extra hole in the upper part of lower handle
must be on the right side of the unit.

2. Using a pair of pliers, squeeze one leg of the lower
handle against the handle mounting bracket. In-
sert the hairpin clip into the inner hole on the weld

-———pin. See figure 1. Repeat on other side.

NOTE: There are two (2) holes in the handle mounting
brackets. Place the hairpin clip in the inner hole for
operation. Outer hole is for storage.

ATTACHING THE UPPER HANDLE (Hardware B)
1. Place the upper handle in position over the lower
handle. The hole in the side of the blade control
handle (attached to the upper handie) must be on
the left side.

2. Secure the upper handle using the curved head
bolts, split washers and hex nuts as shown in figure
2. Tighten securely.

ATTACHING THE THROTTLE CONTROL (Hardware D)
The throttle control is attached to the engine. Attach
the throttle control to the left side of upper handle as

-«—follows. See figure 2.

1. Route the throttle control cable inside the handle
mounting bracket and beneath the lower handle.

2. Place cable bracket against left side of upper han-

~dle, lining up the hole in the bracket with the bot-
tom hole in upper handle. Place 1/4” hex bolt
through cable bracket and handle, from the inside
to the outside.

3. Place throttle control on the hex bolt (outside of
the upper handle), with the throttle lever facing up-
ward. Secure with spring washer (cupped side
against the throttle control) and hex nut.

ATTACHING THE BRAKE CABLE -

1. The brake cable is attached to the engine, and has
a ““Z” fitting on the loose end. Route the brake
cable below the lower handle. Place end of cable
through the hole in the bracket as shown in figure
-——— 3, Be careful not to bend or kink the cable at any
time. Push the plastic fitting until it locks into the

hole in the bracket.

WARNING: Brake cable must be assem-
Abled as shown for proper blade brake
operation.
2. Hook the “Z" end of the brake cable into the hole
in the blade control handle from the inside to the
outside as shown in figure 3.

ATTACHING THE DRIVE CLUTCH CONTROL CABLE
(Hardware F)

The drive clutch control cablie is attached to the deck.
Route the cable under the lower handle. Attach the
cable to the lever in the clutch control housing, located
in the middle of the upper handle, as follows.

1. Place the lead ball end of the cable into the fitting
provided in the end of the clutch control lever. Slip
the braided wire into the vertical slot as shown in

-+—figure 4.

2. Slide the braided wire around in the horizontal slot.
See figure 5.

Make certain the adjustment wheel is threaded
onto the cable as far as possible as shown in figure
4. Place the adjustment wheel into the clutch con-
trol housing.

Secure the plastic cap to the clutch control hous-
ing using the two Phillips head screws. See figure
~—05,

SECURING THE CABLES (Hardware E)

Secure all cables to the left side of the handle as

follows.

ATTACHING THE STARTER ROPE (Hardware C)
1. The starter rope is inside the top of the engine. Ad-
ditional rope may be wound around the starter han-
dle. If so, unwind the rope from the handle.

2. With the spark plug wire disconnected and
grounded, depress the blade control handle and
pull the rope out of the engine.

-—3. Place the rope guide around the starter rope, so
the rope guide is positioned as shown (bends
downward slightly). Insert the rope guide through
the right side of the lower handle, and secure with
hex lock nut. See figure 7.

INSTALLATION OF HUB CAPS (Optional)

1. If your mower is equipped with hub caps which
have four tabs, line up the tabs on the hub caps
with the holes in the wheels. Push to lock in
position.

2. If your mower is equipped with 2” wide tires, place
hub caps in position against the inner hub of the
wheel. Press firmly around the center portion of
hub cap in a circular motion, similar to installing

-———a lid on a round, plastic container. See figure 8.
The hub caps are flexible and will snap over the
312" diameter wheel hubs.

NOTE: /t may be helpful to place the hub caps in hot
tap water for several minutes to make them pliable
before installing, especially if the temperature is less
than 60° F.

FINAL ASSEMBLY OF MOWER

Make certain all nuts and bolts are tightened securely.

ASSEMBLY OF GRASS CATCHER (Hardware G)
There are two different types of grass catchers, those
with soft grass bags and those with hardtop grass bags.
Follow the instructions which pertain to your unit.

NOTE: Make certain the grass bag is turned right side
out before assembling (warning label will be on the
outside).

Models 462R through 469R (Soft Grass Bags):

1. Join the rear frame and front frame assembly as
-———shown in figure 9A.

2. Place bag over frame (black plastic side is the bot-
tom of bag). Hooks on the front frame go toward
the top of the bag.

3. Secure front of bag to frame by working the plastic
channels on bag over frame. See figure 9B.

4. Place the grass catcher handie in position on top
of the grass bag and frame as shown in figure 9C.
Secure with four self-tapping screws.



Models 472R through 479R (Hardtop Grass Bags):
1. There are three holes in the rear frame. With the
-+———holes on the upper side as shown in figure 10A,
insert one end of the rear frame into the cloth chan-
nel on the edge of the grass catcher bag. Feed all
the material on one side of the frame, then work

it around the frame. See figure 10B.

-———ends of the rear frame as shown in figure 11A.

3. Secure front of bag to front frame by slipping
plastic channels on sides and bottom of bag over
frame. See figure 11B.

4. Attach the hardtop cover to the grass catcher as
~<+———follows. See figure 12.

a. Place the cover in position on top of the grass
Self-Tapping catcher. Press the rear frame into the channel
on the rear of the cover (beneath the rear
handle).

b. Slide the notches on the sides of the cover over
the front catcher frame.

c. Attach rear of cover to frame using the flat
washer and one self-tapping screw as shown
in figure 12. Attach the sides of the cover to
frame with the other two self-tapping screws.

5. Assemble the locking lever as follows:

a. Place wave washer on shoulder bolt (crowned
side of washer goes against the head of bolt).

b. Insert shoulder bolt up through hole in hardtop
<+————cover as shown in figure 13. Place ‘“‘star”
washer over shoulder bolt.

¢. Thread shoulder bolt into the grass catcher
locking lever, using a 9/16" socket wrench. Do
not overtighten. Locking lever must be able to
pivot.

ATTACHING BAG TO MOWER

Lift the rear deflector on the mower. Place the loops

on the grass catcher frame over the pins on the back
-«—0f the mower. See figure 14. Release the rear deflec-

tor. Turn the locking lever to the locked position to

secure the rear deflector (hardtop grass bags only). See

figure 14, inset.

To remove the grass catcher, turn the locking lever to
the unlocked position and lift the rear deflector on the
mower. Lift the grass catcher up, over the pins on the
back of the mower. Release the deflector.

WARNING: This control mechanism is a
safety device. Never attempt to bypass its
operations.

The blade control handie is located on the upper han-
dle of the mower. See figure 15. The blade control han-
dle must be depressed in order to operate the unit.
Release the blade control handle to stop the engine and
blade.

WARNING: The blade will be rotating
whenever the engine is running.
THROTTLE CONTROL

The throttle control is located on the side of the upper
handle. It is used to regulate the engine speed.

A WARNING: The throttle control cannot be
used to stop the engine.

RECOIL STARTER

The recoil starter handle is attached to the handle. See
figure 15. Stand behind the unit in the operating posi-
tion to start the unit.

DRIVE CLUTCH CONTROL

Squeezing the drive clutch control engages the drive
mechanism to the rear wheels. Releasing the clutch
control stops the rear wheels from driving. Release the
drive clutch control to slow down when negotiating an
obstacle, making a turn or stopping. See figure 15.

NOTE: For shipping purposes your mower is set with
the wheels in a low cutting height position. Fo- best
results raise the cutting position until it is deter nined
which height is best for your lawn.

GAS AND OIL FILL-UP

Service the engine with gasoline and oil as instiucted
in the separate engine manual packed with your
mower. Read instructions carefully.

WARNING: Never fill fuel tank incloors,

with engine running or until the engine has

been allowed to cool for at least two
minutes after running.

BEFORE STARTING

1. Attach spark plug wire to spark plug. If unit is
equipped with a rubber boot over the end of the
spark plug wire, make certain the metal loop on
the end of the spark plug wire (inside the rubber
boot) is fastened securely over the metal tip on the
spark plug. See figure 17.

2. Open fuel shut-off valve (if so equipped). Refer to
separate engine manual.

3. Before each use, check for proper drive clutch
operation by performing the following before start-
ing the engine:

With the drive clutch control released, push mower
forward. It should move freely.

If it does not and the rear wheels tend to lock up,
the clutch may not be releasing completely. Do not
start the engine until corrections have been made.
Check the control cable for severe bend, kinks and
binding, or grass build-up in the pulley groove. Cor-
rect and adjust as required.

TO START ENGINE AND ENGAGE BLADE

WARNING: When starting the unit for the
A first time, face the mower against a solid
object such as a wall, fence, etc. Start the
unit, and if it shows any signs of motion

with the drive clutch control disengaged,
shut the engine off immediately.

1. Move throttle control lever all the way forward.

2. Tecumseh engines only: Prime engine as in-
structed in the separate engine manual packed
with your unit.

3. Standing behind the unit, depress the blade con-
trol handle and hold it against the upper handle
as shown. See figure 18.

4. Grasp the recoil starter handle and pull back rapid-
ly, extending rope fully. Return it slowly to the rope
guide.

5. After engine starts, move throttle control to desired
engine speed.

NOTE: /f any problems are encountered, refer to the
Trouble Shooting Guide on page 20.

3. Disconnect the spark plug wire and ground it
against the engine to prevent accidental starting
while equipment is unattended.

USING YOUR ROTARY MOWER

WARNING: Never operate your unit without
either the rear deflector or entire grass
catcher assembly in place.

Be sure that lawn is clear of stones, sticks, wire, or other
objects which could damage lawn mower or engine.
Such objects could be accidently thrown by the mower
in any direction and cause serious personal injury to
the operator and others.

For the best resuits, do not cut wet grass because it
tends to stick to the underside of the mower, prevent-
ing proper discharge of grass clippings, and could
cause you to slip and fall. New grass, thick grass or
wet grass may require a narrower cut. Blade speed
should be adjusted to the condition of the lawn.

For best results, cut off one-third or less of the total
length of the grass. Lawn should be cut in the fall as
long as there is growth.

This mower is designed to be operated at full throttle
to give you the best cut and do the most effective job
of bagging the cut grass.

WARNING: If you strike a foreign object,
stop the engine. Remove wire from spark
plug, thoroughly inspect the mower for
any damage, and repair the damage before
restarting and operating the mower. Exten-
sive vibration of the mower during opera-
tion is an indication of damage. The unit
should be promptly inspected and
repaired.

ADJUSTMENTS

WARNING: Do not at any time make any
adjustment to lawn mower without first
stopping engine and disconnecting spark

plug wire.

CUTTING HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

The height adjustment handle is located on the left side
of the deck. The handle may be placed in one of nine
cutting height positions. Push the handle to the left and

L

then either forward to lower the cutting height or
backward to raise the cutting height. See figure 19.

For rough or uneven lawns, move the height adjustment
handle to a position which will give a higher cutting
height.

Use the adjustment wheel located in the clutch control
housing to tighten the drive beit if mower does not self-
propel with the drive clutch control engaged, or if drive
belt is slipping (unit hesitates while engine maintains
the same speed). See figure 20.

In addition, the adjustment wheel may also be used to
determine the position in which the drive clutch con-
trol is engaged. If it is more comfortable to have the
drive engaged with the lever further away from the han-
dle, tighten the drive belt.

Make certain to retest the unit for neutral as instructed
in the Operation Section. Move the adjustment wheel
in the opposite direction to loosen the drive belt if
necessary.

THROTTLE CONTROL ADJUSTMENT

If the throttle control requires adjustment or if it has
been replaced, adjust the throttle control as follows.

CARBURETOR ADJUSTMENTS

WARNING: If any adjustments are made to

A the engine while the engine is running (e.g.
 carburetor), keep clear of all moving parts.

Be careful of heated surfaces and muffler.

Minor carburetor adjustments may be required to
compensate for differences in fuel, temperature,
altitude and load. To adjust carburetor, refer to the
separate engine manual packed with your mower.

NOTE: A dirty air cleaner will cause an engine to run
rough. Be certain air cleaner is clean and attached to
the carburetor before adjusting carburetor. Refer to the
separate engine manual.

LUBRICATION

WARNING: Always stop engine and

A disconnect spark plug wire before clean-
ing, lubricating or doing any kind of work
on lawn mower.

Blade Control—Lubricate the pivot points on the blade
control handle and the brake cable at least once a
season with light oil. See figure 23. The blade control
must operate freely in both directions.

Discharge Chute Deflector—The torsion spring and
pivot point should be lubricated periodically with light
oil to prevent any rust or binding. Deflector must work
freely.

Wheels—Mower may be provided with ball bearing
wheels. Lubricate at least once a season with light oil.
Also, if the wheels are removed for any reason,
lubricate the surface of the axle bolt and the inner sur-
face of the wheel with light oil. A 4 oz. plastic bottle
of light oil lubricant is available. Order part number
737-0170. Engine oil may also be used.

Engine—Follow engine manual for lubrication in-
structions.

Throttle—Periodically [ubricate throttle control lever
and throttle wire assembly with a few drops of light oil
for ease of operation.

Transmission—The transmission is pre-lubricated and
sealed at the factory. It does not require checking. If
disassembled for any reason, fill with 2 ounces of
Alvania grease, part number 737-0168.

NOTE: When tipping the unit, empty the fuel tank and
keep engine spark plug or muffler side up.

TROUBLE SHOOTING
Refer to page 20 of this manual for trouble shooting
information.

CUTTING BLADE

When removing the cutting blade for sharpening or
replacement, protect hands by using heavy gloves or
a rag to grasp the cutting blade. Remove the bolt and
bell washer which hold the blade and adapter to the
engine crankshaft. Remove the blade and adapter from
the crankshatft.

If the blade or blade adapter needs replacing, remove
the two small bolts, lock washers and nuts which hold
the blade to the adapter.

WARNING: Periodically inspect the blade

adapter for cracks, especially if you strike

a foreign object. Replace when necessary.
When sharpening the blade, follow the original angle
of grind as a guide. It is extremely important that each
cutting edge receives an equal amount of grinding to
prevent an unbalanced blade. An unbalanced blade will
cause excessive vibration when rotating at high speeds,

may cause damage to the mower and could break,
causing personal injury.

MAINTENANCE

WARNING: Be sure to disconnect and
ground the spark plug wire before per-
forming any repairs or maintenance.
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It is recommended that the blade always be removed
from the adapter for the best test of balance.

The blade can be tested by balancing it on a round shaft
screwdriver. Remove metal from the heavy side until
it balances evenly.

Before reassembling the blade and the blade adapter
to the unit, lubricate the engine crankshaft and the inner
surface of the blade adapter with light oil. Lubricating
the bolt holes, bolts and inner surface of the nuts with
light oil is also recommended. A 4 oz. plastic bottle of
light oil lubricant is available. Order part number
737-0170. Engine oil may also be used.

When replacing the blade, be sure to install the blade
with the side of the blade marked *‘Bottom” (or with
part number) facing the ground when the mower is in
the operating position.

To insure safe operation of your unit, all nuts and bolts
must be checked periodically for correct tightness.

DECK

The underside of the mower deck should be cleaned
after each use to prevent a buildup of grass clippings,
leaves, dirt or other matter. If this debris is allowed to
accumulate, it will invite rust and corrosion, and may
cause an uneven discharge of grass clippings at the
next cutting.

The deck may be cleaned by tilting the mower and
scraping clean with a suitable tool (make certain the
spark plug wire is disconnected).

ENGINE

Refer to the separate engine manual for engine
maintenance instructions.

Maintain engine oil as instructed in the separate
engine manual packed with your unit. Read and follow
instructions carefully.

Service air cleaner every 25 hours under normal con-
ditions. Clean every few hours under extremely dusty
conditions. Poor engine performance and flooding
usually indicates that the air cleaner should be ser-
viced. To service the air cleaner, refer to the separate
engine manual packed with your unit.

The spark plug should be cleaned and the gap reset
once a season. Spark plug replacement is recom-
mended at the start of each mowing season; check
engine manual for correct plug type and gap
specifications.

Clean the engine regularly with a cloth or brush. Keep
the cooling system (blower housing area) clean to per-
mit proper air circulation which is essential to engine
performance and life. Be certain to remove all grass,
dirt and combustible debris from muffler area.



BELT REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT

. Disconnect the spark plug wire and ground it
against the engine.

2. Drain the fuel tank or place a piece of plastic
beneath the cap to prevent gasoline leakage.

3. Tip the mower back on its handle. Block securely.

4. Remove the rear belt baffle by removing th:2 lock
washer and hex nut shown in figure 24. Then
remove one Torx bolt, using a #27 Torx driver. A
9/64” Allen wrench may also be used. Then
remove one carriage bolt, lock washer and nut as
shown.

7. Reassemble in reverse order with the new belt.

NOTE: When reassembling the rear belt baffle, make
certain the belt keeper is outside of the belt, and the
edge of the rear belt baffle is between the rear chute
baffle and the rear panel as shown in figure 24. Make
certain to tighten all nuts and bolts securely. If plastic
was placed under the gas cap, be certain to remove it.

OFF-SEASON STORAGE

The following steps should be taken to prepare lawn
mower for storage.

1. Clean and lubricate mower thoroughly as de-
scribed in the lubrication instructions.

2. Refer to engine manual for correct engine storage
instructions.

3. Coat mower’s cutting blade with chassis grease
to prevent rusting.

4. Store mower in a dry, clean area.

NOTE: When storing any type of power equipment in
an unventilated or metal storage shed, care should be
taken to rust-proof the equipment. Using a light oil or
silicone, coat the equipment, especially cables and all
moving parts.

HANDLE STORAGE

The handle may be placed in an upright position for
storage. Move hairpin clips to outer hole on weld pins.
See figure 1. Press outward on the bottom of the iower
handle and push forward. The handle will lock in this
position.

To place the handle in the operating position, remove
the starter rope from the rope guide. Grasp the lower
handle at the bottom, press outward slightly and tip the
handle backward. Place the hairpin clips in the inner
holes. With the spark plug wire disconnected and
grounded, depress the blade control handle and pull
the starter rope out from the engine. Slip the starter
rope into the rope guide.
