*  Read, understand, and foliow all instructions in the manual
and on the machine before starting.

Always furn off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove keys
before dismounting.

¢ Turn off blades when not mowing.

e Stop engine before removing grass catcher or unclogging
chute.

e Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

= Do not operate the machine while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs.

¢ Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

e Use extra care when loading or unioading the maching into
a trailer or truck.

. SLOPE OPERATION

Slopes are a major factor related o logs-of-control and tipover
accidents, which can result in severe injury or death. All slopes
require extra caution. fyoucannot backup the slope orif youfeel
uneasy on it, do not mow it.

DO:

= Mow up and down slopes, not across.

= Hemove obstacles such as rocks, tree limbs, etc.

= Waich for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terain could
overturn the machine. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

o Useslowspeed. Choose alow gear sothatyou will nothave
1o stop or shift while on the slope.

*  [Foliow the manufacturer’s recommendations for wheel
weights or counterweights 1o improve stability,

¢ Use exira care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machine.

= Keep all movement on the slopes slowand gradual. Do not
make sudden changes in speed or direction.

*  Avoid starting or stopping on a siope. I tires lose traction,
disengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slops.

DO NOT:

e Ponot turnon slopes unless necessary, andthen, wrn slowly
and gradually downhiil, if possible.

*  [Do not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments. The
mower could sudderiy turn over if a wheel is over the edge
of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in,

¢ Do not mow on wet grass. Reduced traction could cause
sliding. -

e Donottryto stabilize the machine by putting yourfooton the
ground,

¢ Do notuse grass catcher on steep slopes.

CHILDREN

- Use only an approved container.

- Never remove gas cap or add fuel with the engine
running. Allow engine o cool before refueling. Do not
smnoke.

- Never refuel the machine indoors.

- Never store the machine or fuel container inside where
there is an open flame, such as a water heater.

Mever run a machine inside a closed area.

Keep nuts and bolts, especially blade attachment bolts, tight

and keep equipment in good condition.

s Slideone (1) 1" washer onto battery bolt. Slide bolt up
through key hole, through terminal guard and thread
wing nut onto bolt. Do not tighten.

¢ Hepeat for opposite side.

»  Tighten wing nuts while making sure the sguare shafts
ofthe bolts are into the slots of keyholes. By handonly,
tighten securely.

¢ Be sure terminal access doors are closed.

Slowly push
knob in to disengage.

TO USE THROTTLE CONTROL (See Fig. 11)

Always operate engine at full throttle.

e Operating engine at less than full throttle reduces the
battery charging rate.

e Full throtile offers the best mower performance.

TO MOVE FORWARD AND BACKWARD
(See Fig. 11)

The direction and speed of movement is controlied by the
gearshift lever.

The cutting height range is approximately 1-1/4" to 3-3/4".
The heights are measured from the ground to the blade tip
with the engine not running. These heighis are approxi-
mate and may vary depending upon soil conditions, height
of grass and types of grass being mowed.

e The average lawn should be cut to approximately
2-1/2 inches during the cool season and to over 3
inches during hot months, For healthier and betier
looking lawns, mow often and after moderate growth.

= For best cutting performance, grass over 6 inches in
height should be mowed twice. Make the first cut
relatively high; the second to desired height.

s For cold weather operation you should change oil for
easier starting (See “OIL VISCOSITY CHART” in the
Customer Responsibilities section of this manual).

s To change engine oil, see the Customer Responsibili-
ties section in this manual.

ADD GASOLINE

e Fill fuel tank. Use fresh, clean, regular unleaded
gasoline. (Use of leaded gasoline willincrease carbon
and lead oxide deposits and reduce valve life).

IMPORTANT: WHEN OPERATING IN TEMPERATURES
BELOW 32°F(0°C), USE FRESH, CLEAN WINTER GRADE
GASOLINE TO HELP INSURE GOOD COLD WEATHER
STARTING.
WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or methanol) can
attract moisture which leads to separation and formation of
acids during storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied belore stor-
age of 30 days or longer. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run untii the fuel lines and carburetor are
empty. Use fresh fuel next season. See Storage Instruc-
tions for additional information. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or permanent
damage may occur.

CAUTION: Fil to botlom of gas tank
filler neck. Do notoverfill. Wipe offany
spilled cil or fuel. Do not store, spill or
use gasoline near an open flame.

TO START ENGINE (See Fig. 11)

When starting engine for the first time or if engine has
run out of fuel, # will take exira cranking time to move
fuel from the tank to the engine.

e Depress the cluich/brake pedal and set the parking
brake.

o Place gearshift lever in “NEUTRAL” position.
= Move attachment cluich to "DISENGAGED” positicn.

»  Pull choke control out to “CHOKE” position for cold
engine start. For warm engine start do not use choke
control.

= Allow engine to warm up for a few minutes before
engaging clutch/brake pedal or attachment clutch
switch.

NOTE: If at a high altitude (above 3000 feet) or in cold
temperatures (below 32° F), the carburetor fuel mixiure
may need to be adjusted for best engine performance.
See “TO ADJUST CARBURETOR” in the Service and
Adjustments section of this manual.

OWING TIPS

Tire chains cannot be used when the mower housing
is attached fo fractor.

Mower should be properly leveled for best mowing
performance. See “TO LEVEL MOWER HOUSING”
in the Service and Adjustments section of this
manual.

Use the runner on the right hand side of mower as
a guide. The blade cuts approximately an inch out-
side the runner (See Fig. 12).

The left hand side of mower should be used for trim-
ming.

Drive so that clippings are discharged onto the area
that has been cut. Have the cut area fo the right of
the tractor. This will result in a more sven distribu-
tion of clippings and more uniform cutting.

When mowing large areas, start by turning to the
right so that clippings will discharge away from
shrubs, fences, driveways, eic. Afler one or iwo
rounds, mow in the opposite direction making left
hand turms until finished (See Fig. 14).

If grass is exiremely tall, it should be mowed twice
to reduce load and possible fire hazard from dried
clippings. Make first cut relatively high; the second
to the desired height.

Do not mow grass when it is wet.
plug mower and leave undesirable clumps.
grass o dry before mowing.

Always operate engine at full throttle when mowing
to assure betier mowing performance and proper
discharge of material. Regulate ground speed by
selecting a low enough gear {c give the mower cut-
ting performance as well as the quality of cut de-
sired.

When operating attachments, select a ground speed
that will suit the terrain and give best performance of
the attachment being used.

TO CLEAN BATTERY AND TERMINALS -

Corrosion and dirt on the battery and terminals can cause
the battery to “leak” power.

¢« Remove terminal guard.

s Disconnect BLACK battery cable first, then RED bat-
tery cable and remove battery from fractor.

e Wash battery with solution of four tablespoons of
baking soda to one gallon of water.

SERVICE AND ADJUSTMENTS

FRONT-TO-BACK ADJUSTMENT (See Figs. 25 and 26)
To obtain the best cutting results, the mower housing should
be adjusted so the back is approximately 7/8" to 1-1/8"
higher than the front when the mower is in height adjustment
position.

The carburetor has been present at the factory and adjust-
ment should not be necessary. However, minor adjust-
ment may be required to compensate for differences in fuel,
temperature, altitude or load. If the carburetor does not
need adjustment, see the engine manual packed with your
tractor.

»  Fully charge the battery for storage.

¢  After a period of time in storage, battery may require
recharging.

« To help prevent corrosion and power leakage during
long periods of storage, battery cables should be
disconnected and battery cleaned thoroughly (see “TO
CLEAN BATTERY AND TERMINALS” in the Cus-
tomer Responsibilities section of this manual).

»  After cleaning, leave cables disconnected and place
cables where they cannot come in contact with battery
terminals.

»  Be sure battery drain {ube is securely attached.

FUEL SYSTEM
IMPORTANT: IT IS IMPORTANT TO PREVENT GUM

DEPQOSITS FROM FORMING IN ESSENTIAL FUEL
SYSTEM PARTS SUCH AS CARBURETOR, FUEL FILTER,
FUEL HOSE, OR TANK DURING STORAGE. ALSO,
EXPERIENCE INDICATES THAT ALCOHOL BLENDED
FUELS (CALLED GASOHOL OR USING ETHANOL OR
METHANOL) CAN ATTRACT MOISTURE WHICH LEADS

This warranty covers only parts of new Power Train Components which are found upon examination to be defective in material or
workmanship as delivered to the original purchaser. This warranty does not cover defects caused by depreciation or damage caused by
normal wear, accidents, improper maintenance, improper use or abuse of the product, failure to follow the instructions contained in an
Instruction Manual for the operation of the Power Train Component and parts.

The purchaser shall pay any charges formaking service
calls and/or for transporting the product to and from the place where e inspection and/or warranty work is performed. The purchaser
shall be responsible for any damage or loss incurred in connection with thc transportation of Power Train Components and/or part(s) of
the Power Train Components submitted for inspection and/or warranty work.

The seller or dealer of part(s) of a Power Train
Component has no authority, whatsoever, to make any representations or promises on behalf of Tecumseh or to modify the terms or
limitations of Tecumseh’s warranty in any way.
