2. SCART SOCKET

This is used to connect :

* a VHS, 8 mm, S-VHS or Hi-8 videorecorder or camcorder.
* a PAY-TV (VIDEQO) decoder.

In the case of an S-VHS or Hi-8 device, select S-VIDEO On in the Picture menu (p. 8).
To use the connected device :
