1. The freezer should be transported only in a vertical upright position.
The packing as supplied must be intact during transportation.

2. If during the course of fransport the appliance has to be transported horizontally,
the product must only be laid on its left hand side (when facing the door
front) and it must not be operated for at least 4 hours to allow the system to
settle after the appliance is brought back to upright position.

3. Failure to comply with the above instructions could result in damage occuring
to the freezer. The manufacturer will not be held responsible if these
instructions are disregarded.

4. The freezer must be protected against rain, moisture and other atmospheric
influences.

5. When positioning your appliance take care not to damage your flooring,
pipes, wall coverings etc. Do not move the appliance by pulling by the door
or handle.

STARTING
Final Check

Before you start using the freezer check that:

1. The feet have been adjusted for perfect levelling.

2. The interior is dry and air can circulate freely.

3. Clean the inferior as recommended under "CLEANING AND CARE."

4, Insert the plug into the wall socket and switch on the electricity supply.

5. You will hear a noise as the compressor starts up. The liquid and gases sealed
within the refrigeration system may also give rise to noise, whether the

compressor is running or not which is quite normal.

6. We recommend that you set the thermostat knob at 3 (three) and monitor the
temperature to ensure the appliance maintains desired storage temperatures (See

section Temperature Control and Adjustment).

7. Do not load the appliance immediately it is switched on. Wait until the correct
storage temperature has been reached. We recommend that you check the

temperature with an accurate thermometer (see; Temperature Control and Adjustment).

Important Notes :

1. If there is a power failure do not open the door. Frozen food should not be
affected if the failure lasts for less than 25 hours. If the failure is longer, then
the food should be checked and either eaten immediately or cooked and then
re-frozen.

2. Ifyou find the freezer door difficult to open just after you have closed it, don't

worry. This is due fo the Eressure difference which will equalise and allow the
door to open normally after a few moments.

3. You will hear a suction sound just after closing the door. This is quite normal.



TEMPERATURE CONTROL AND ADJUSTMENT

The operating temperature is regulated by the temperature control.

1 = Lowest cooling setting (Warmest setting)
Fast Freeze = Highest cooling setting (Coldest setting)

Please choose the sefting according to the desired temperature.

The interior temperature also depends on ambient temperature, the frequency with which
the door is opened and the amount of food kept inside.

Frequently opening the door causes the interior temperature to rise.

For this reason, it is recommended to close the door again as soon as possible after use.

The normal storage temperature of your appliance should be -18 °C (0 °F). If the
thermostat knob is turned counter clockwise from position 1. Lower temperatures can
be obtained by adjusting the thermostat knob towards position Fast Freeze.

We recommend checking the temperature with a thermometer fo ensure that the storage
compartments are kept to the desired temperature. Remember to take the reading
immediately since the thermometer temperature will rise very rapidly after you remove
it from the freezer.

STORING FROZEN FOOD

Prepacked commercially frozen food should be stored in accordance with the
frozen food manufacturer's instructions for a frozen food storage
compartment.

To ensure that the high quality achieved by the frozen food manufacturer and the
food retailer is maintained the following should be remembered:

1. Put packets in the freezer as quickly as possible after purchase.
2. Do not exceed "Use By", "Best Before" dates on the packaging.
3. For hygiene reasons, always wrap food using a suitable packaging material

before storing in your appliance to avoid contact with the appliance surface.



FREEZING FRESH FOOD

Freezing capacity of your appliance in a 24 hours period is 11 kg (24.2 Ib). Never
exceed this maximum capacity.

If |c:rge amounts of fresh food are going to be frozen, od]ust the control knob to
Fast Freeze. 24 hours before putting the fresh food in the fast freeze compartment.

It is strongly recommended to keep the knob at Fast Freeze position at least 24
hours to freeze maximum amount of fresh food declared as freezing capacity.

Take special care not to mix already frozen food and fresh food.
If the fast freeze compartment (2) is filled with fresh food, other
compartments can also be used to freeze fresh food. Ice-bank (3) has
been specially designed to obtain ice cubes (see making Ice Cubes).

Fill the ice-cube tray 3/4 full with water and place it on the special Ice Bank.
Store ice-cubes in the Ice Bank.

DEFROSTING

Defrost twice a year or when a frost layer of around 7 mm (1/4") has formed.
To start defrosting procedure switch off the freezer at the socket outlet and pull out
the mains plug.

All food should be wrapped in several layers of newspaper and stored in a cool

place (e.g. fridge or larder).

Remove all freezer baskets. Fold out the spout, place a bowl underneath the spout
to collect the water. Ensure you use a bowl large enough to contain the defrost
water. Normq”y the volume of the bowl should Ee about 4 (Four) litres. Leave the
reezer door open.

Containers full of warm water may be
p|c:ced ccrefu”y in the freezer to speed up
the defrosting.

Do not use pointed or sharp edged
objects such as knives, forks to
remove the frost.

Never use hairdryers, electrical N
heaters and other similar elecirical
appliances for defrosting.

When defrosting has finished, fold back the spout and dry the interior
thoroughly. Turn the setting knob to fast freeze. Remove the bowl and Empty it. Close
the freezer door. Insert the plug into the wall socket and switch on the electricity
supply. Don't forget to tape over the switch to avoid accidental disconnection.
FRememloer to turn the setting knob back to its previous position once food has
rozen.




CLEANING AND CARE
** We recommend that you switch off the freezer at the socket outlet and pull out
the mains plug before cleaning.

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REVERSING THE DOOR

We recommend that you reverse the door before switching on for the first time.

Tools required: Small and medium size flat and cross-headed screwdrivers, a pair of pliers.

Spare Parts supplied in the plastic bag: The following parts, which are exclusively for left hand side fitted hinge operation
are supplied in a plastic bag with the appliance:

- Door top trim hinge covers — there are 2 different parts, one for each side of top trim.

We suggest you keep all the parts supplied in the plastic bag and also parts, which have been removed when reversing
the door, in a safe place for possible future, re-use.

IMPORTANT: We suggest you ask somebody to help you when moving the appliance around and to hold the door when
removing / re-fitting hinges and the door to avoid any injury and damage to the product.

Remove all loose items and fittings and food inside the appliance.

Gently prise off plastic hinge covers on both sides of front top panel using a small flat-headed screwdriver. (1-2)
Unscrew the bolts of the top hinge and remove top hinge. (3)

Remove door carefully off the bottom hinge and stand door upright in a safe place.(4)

Gently prise off plastic hinge cover on door top trim. Fit the other door top trim plastic off hinge cover supplied in the
