To ensure that your digital image player continues to function properly,
please consider the following information:
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Before using this product for the first time, carefully read the user’s
manual included with the digital image player.

. Be sure to use the correct cable to charge this product. Using

another power source may destroy your digital image player.

Do not use the player near water as it may be damaged.

Do not press extremely hard on the player’s buttons. It is a delicate
product and could easily be damaged.

Handle the LCD display with care. Clean the screen with a soft,
damp cloth. Press lightly and wipe in a circular motion from the center
outwards.

. Do not touch the LCD screen with your fingers, as the oils can

damage the screen.

. Do not place heavies on top of the player, as this may cause the LCD

display break
This player is designed to be compatible with Microsoft Windows
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2000, XP, Vista, MAC OS, It supports JPG and BMP formats only.

Note: Player will not be recognized by your computer when
you just connect the player to your computer by USB cable,
but the player will turn on automatically, please press Menu
Key and select “USB Connected” , and then select “Yes” to
enable the connection. Your computer will detect the player
and will create a new disk in your computer “Nextar”, Once
double Click this disk, it will open the window for updating
the pictures in the player.

The software will launch itself after the two units communicate. This
will take a little longer the first time you connect it as the player installs
itself on your computer.

All Models:

1. Transferring pictures from PC

A. When the Nextar Software opens, you will see this screen. Below
it, the functions of the various buttons are described.



There are three main parts to the screen.

The left side 1s where you locate the images you wish to load onto the
player. You do this by using the upper“Explorer” window to find where
they are stored on the computer. Hint: Try creating a folder on your
desktop and store photos you want to edit/transfer there. An explore
example: My computer/c:/documents and  settings/”userID”/my
documents/my pictures....

Once you have located the folder, click on one image to start the
process. It will be displayed m the bottom preview window. Select
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“add” from the buttons to add it, Ensure that the part you wish 1s put
mto the centre of the pane (use your mouse to move the dark outline
frame to that area) ,then press “Save” to save it.

Repeat until the images have reached the player capacity or you have
finished selecting and adding

Press “download” and the images will transfer onto the player.

The right side is the command console and displays the images already
on the player as well as those you’ve added. Using the buttons, you can
rotate, select, remove, and add images. Pressing the “all” button selects
all of the images you have added as well as those on the player already.
You can use this to remove all the pictures by pressing all and then
“clear”. Only one 1mage at a time can be added since screen capacity
requires that you select the area of each image you want transferred.
Once you are finished, press download and watch the bar on the bottom
right to see the progress. You will see messages on the info bar at the
bottom letting you know status of your entries.

Button Glossary: (Order: Left upper, lower, centre, right upper, lower,
bottom.)

1. Preview: Displays photo images found using the explorer pane
below and allows area selection.

2. Explorer:  Allows navigation to the images you want to select for
transfer to the player.

: Increase the size of the image view in left preview

pane (zoom 1n)

: Decrease the 1mage size (zoom out)

: Zoom in the shrunken picture in preview area

: Rotate image to the right by 90 degrees

: Moves 1mage from left preview to player list (but does

not transfer).

: Allows some modification of font and back ground

colours on the player menu display

: Acts as an "individual save as" so you can store images

selected to a separate folder in your PC.

: Same but for all images in right player preview pane
: Select all images in right player preview pane
: Removes selected images from right player preview

pane.
Transfers images from the preview to the player
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6. Exit : Exits the program

Right Bottom  : Shows status of loading/downloading of images
