3. Attach the Inflator Hose to the valve stem of your tire or other inflatable.

4. If inflating something other then a tire, attach the desired attachment
(Inflator Nozzle or Sport Equipment Needle) to Inflator Hose.

5. To begin inflating, turn the compressor ON by pressing the ON/OFF switch
to the “1” (ON) position.

6. Turn the compressor OFF by pressing the ON/OFF switch to the “0O”
(OFF) position.

7. Place back the power cord and the hose to the storage.

e |f the tire is totally deflated, it is possible that the tire could separate from the
rim allowing air to leak out when trying to inflate. This usually happens only
on completely flat tires. In the event this situation occurs, you will have to
jack up the car prior to inflating the tire.

e The time necessary to inflate a tire will vary from tire to tire and will vary
depending on how deflated the tire is.
