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INTRODUCTION

This tool has many features for making its use more pleasant and enjoyable. Safety, performance, and dependability have
been given top priority in the design of this product making it easy to maintain and operate.

Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered
benches and dark areas invite accidents.

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord to carry the
charger.

PERSONAL SAFETY

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use
common sense when operating a power tool. Do not
use tool while tired or under the influence of drugs,
alcohol, or medication.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry.

Carrying tools with your finger on the switch or inserting
the battery pack into a tool with the switch on invites ac-
cidents.

Remove adjusting keys or wrenches before turning
the tool on. A wrench or a key that is left attached to a
rotating part of the tool may result in personal injury.

B Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance
at all times. Proper footing and balance enable better
control of the tool in unexpected situations.

B Use safety equipment. Always wear eye protection.
Dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing
protection must be used for appropriate conditions.

B Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Contain long
hair.

TOOL USE AND CARE

port the workpiece to a stable platform. Holding the
work by hand or against your body is unstable and may
lead to loss of control.

Use the correct tool for your
application. The correct tool will do the job better and
safer at the rate for which it is designed.

B Do not use tool if switch does not turn it on or off.
A tool that cannot be controlled with the switch is
dangerous and must be repaired.

B Disconnect battery pack from tool or place the switch
in the locked or off position before making any adjust-
ments, changing accessories, or storing the tool. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the
tool accidentally.

B Store idle tools out of reach of children and other
untrained persons. Tools are dangerous in the hands
of untrained users.

B When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from
other metal objects like: paper clips, coins, keys, nails,
screws, or other small metal objects that can make
a connection from one terminal to another. Shorting
the battery terminals together may cause sparks, burns,
or afire.

B Maintain tools with care. Keep cutting tools sharp
and clean. Properly maintained tools with sharp
cutting edges are less likely to bind and are easier to
control.

B Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts, and any other condition that may
affect the tool’s operation. If damaged, have the tool
serviced before using. Many accidents are caused by
poorly maintained tools.

B Use only accessories that are recommended by the
manufacturer for your model. Accessories that may be
suitable for one tool may create arisk of injury when used
on another tool.

B Keep the tool and its handle dry, clean and free from
oil and grease. Always use a clean cloth when clean-
ing.

Know your power tool. Read operator’s manual care-
fully. Learn its applications and limitations, as well
as the specific potential hazards related to this tool.

Use of an attachment not recommended or sold by the
battery charger manufacturer may result in a risk of
fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

NOTE: AWG = American Wire Gauge

Do not operate charger with a damaged cord or
plug, which could cause shorting and electric shock. If
damaged, have the charger replaced by an authorized
serviceman.

Do not operate charger if it has received a sharp blow,
been dropped, or otherwise damaged in any way. Take
it to an authorized serviceman for electrical check to
determine if the charger is in good working order.

Do not disassemble charger. Take it to an authorized
serviceman when service or repair is required. Incorrect
reassembly may result in a risk of electric shock or fire.

Unplug charger from outlet before attempting
any maintenance or cleaning to reduce the risk of
electric shock.

LED FUNCTIONS OF CHARGER

LED WILL BE ON TO INDICATE STATUS OF

CHARGER AND BATTERY PACK:

B Red LED on = Fast charging mode.

B Green LED on = Fully charged and in maintenance charge
mode.

B Green LED on = When battery pack is inserted into
charger, indicates hot battery pack or that battery pack
is out of normal temperature range.

B Yellow and Green LEDs on = Deeply discharged or
defective battery pack.

B No LED on = Defective charger or battery pack.

CHARGING THE BATTERY PACK

Battery packs for this tool are shipped in a low charge con-
dition to prevent possible problems. Therefore, you should
charge it until the green LED on the front of the charger
comes on.

NOTE: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time they
are charged. Allow several cycles (operation followed by
recharging) for them to become fully charged.

CHARGING A COOL BATTERY PACK

If battery pack is within normal temperature range, the red
LED on charger will come on.

NOTE: If the charger does not charge the battery pack
under normal circumstances, return both the battery pack and
charger to your nearest Ryobi Authorized Service Center for
electrical check.

B Charge the battery pack only with a recommended
charger.

B Make sure the power supply is normal household
voltage, 120 volts, 60 Hz, AC only.

B Connect the charger to the power supply.

B Place the battery pack in the charger aligning raised rib
on the battery pack with the groove in the charger.

B Press down on the battery pack to be sure contacts on
the battery pack engage properly with contacts in the
charger.

B Normally the red LED on charger will come on. This
indicates the charger is in fast charging mode.

B Red LED should remain on for approximately 1 hour
then the green LED will come on. Green LED on
indicates battery pack is fully charged and charger is
in maintenance charge mode.

NOTE: The green LED will remain on until the
battery pack is removed from the charger or charger is
disconnected from the power supply.

B |f both yellow and green LEDs come on, this indi-
cates a deeply discharged or defective battery pack.

Allow the battery pack to remain in the charger for 15
to 30 minutes. When the battery pack reaches normal
voltage range, the red LED should come on. If the
red LED does not come on after 30 minutes, this may
indicate a defective battery pack and should be
replaced.

After normal usage, a minimum of 1 hour of charging time
is required to fully recharge battery pack.

The battery pack will become slightly warm to the
touch while charging. This is normal and does not
indicate a problem.

Do not place the charger and battery pack in an area of
extreme heat or cold. They will work best at normal room
temperature.

NOTE: The charger and battery pack should be placed
in a location where the temperature is more than 50°F
but less than 100°F.

When batteries become fully charged, unplug the
charger from power supply and remove the battery
pack.

OPERATION

INSTALLING BATTERY PACK ~ A

See Figure 6. BATTERY PACK

B Place battery pack on the speed saw.

B Align raised rib on battery pack with groove in saw’s bat-
tery port.

B Make sure the latches on each side of the battery pack
snap in place and that battery pack is secured on the tool
before beginning operation.

REMOVING BATTERY PACK

B |ocate latches on side of battery pack and depress both
sides to release battery pack from the speed saw.
B Remove battery pack from the speed saw.

When placing battery pack in the tool, be sure raised
rib on battery pack aligns with the bottom of the tool
and latches into place properly. Improper installa-
tion of the battery pack can cause damage to internal
components.

STARTING/STOPPING SPEED SAW
See Figure 7.

Follow these directions when starting and stopping the
speed saw.

To start: Depress switch to the On (1) position.
To stop: Depress switch to the Off (O ) position.

CAUTION:

We suggest that you practice with your speed saw before
installing a bit and making cuts.

OPERATING THE SPEED SAW
See Figure 8.

B Hold speed saw firmly with both hands.

B Start speed saw.

B Tilt speed saw at a 45° angle.

B Plunge bit into material using guide ring as a pivot.
B Raise speed saw slowly to a 90° angle.

B Begin cutting.

A DANGER:

Do not cut electrical outlet openings with live electrical
wires. Do not cut walls that may have live electrical
wiring behind them. Shut off breakers or remove fuses
to disconnect the circuit. Always hold the tool by its
motor housing.

USING CIRCLE CUTTER 4 A

B Assemble circle cutter if necessary. Refer to “Assembling
Circle Cutter” in this manual.

B Attach circle cutter to speed saw if necessary. Refer to
“Attaching Circle Cutter” in this manual.

Adjust depth of cut if necessary. Refer to “Adjusting
Depth Of Cut” in this manual.

Loosen pivot point knob.

Move pivot point knob to desired diameter dimension.
Tighten pivot point knob.

Start speed saw.

Cut a pilot hole in the center of the intended circle.
Line up pivot point knob with the lead hole.

Begin cut, applying moderate, steady pressure.

Hold the speed saw firmly with one hand and the handle
with the other.

CAUTION:

Too much force causes heat build up, which can shorten
the life of the bit.

B Work in a clockwise direction, continuing back to the
starting position.

B Stop speed saw.

ADJUSTMENTS

WARNING: To prevent accidental starting that
could cause serious personal injury, always remove
the battery pack from the tool when making adjust-
ments.

INSERTING/REMOVING BITS
See Figure 10.

B Remove battery pack from speed saw. TO TIGHTEN
CAUTION:To prevent damage to the spindle or
spindle lock, always allow motor to come to a
complete stop before engaging spindle lock.
B Depress spindle lock. Fig. 10

B Loosen collet nut by turning counterclockwise with the
wrench provided.

WARNING: If you are changing a bit immediately
after use, be careful not to touch the bit or collet
with your hands or fingers. They will get burned
because of the heat buildup from cutting.

Always use the wrench provided.

B To insert bit: Insert shank end of bit into collet.
B To remove bit: Remove bit once collet nut is loose.

NOTE: The collet is machined to precision toler-
ances to fit bits with 1/4 in. diameter shanks. To use
bits with 1/8 in. shank bits, insert the 1/8 in. adaptor
into the 1/4 in. collet.

B Tighten collet nut securely by turning clockwise with the
wrench provided.

WARNING: If the collet nut is not securely tightened,
the bit may detach during use causing serious

personal injury. =

B Move depth adjustment ring to desired position.
B Tighten adjusting knob by turning clockwise.

MAINTENANCE

A WARNING:

When servicing, use only identical Ryobi replacement
parts. Use of any other parts may create a hazard or
cause product damage.

A WARNING:

Always wear safety goggles or safety glasses with side
shields during power tool operation or when blowing
dust. If operation is dusty, also wear a dust mask.

A WARNING:

To avoid serious personal injury, always remove the
battery pack from the tool when cleaning or performing
any maintenance.

GENERAL MAINTENANCE

Avoid using solvents when cleaning plastic parts. Most
plastics are susceptible to damage from various types of
commercial solvents and may be damaged by their use. Use
clean cloths to remove dirt, dust, oil, grease, etc.

A WARNING:

Do not at any time let brake fluids, gasoline, petroleum-
based products, penetrating oils, etc., come in contact
with plastic parts. Chemicals can damage, weaken or
destroy plastic which may result in serious personal
injury.

Only the parts shown on the parts list are intended to be
repaired or replaced by the customer. All other parts should
be replaced at a Ryobi Authorized Service Center.

BITS

Get faster and more accurate cutting results by keeping bits
clean. Remove all accumulated build-up from bits after each
use. Replace bits when they become dull.

CAUTION:

The bit flutes are sharp and should be handled with
caution.

COLLET

From time to time, it also becomes necessary to clean the
collet and collet nut. To do so, simply remove collet nut
and collet from the shaft and clean the dust and chips that
have collected. Then return collet nut to its original position.
Tighten collet nut on collet without a bit installed.

BATTERIES

The battery pack for this tool is equipped with nickel-cadmium
rechargeable batteries. Length of service from each charging
will depend on the type of work you are doing.

The batteries in this tool have been designed to provide
maximum trouble-free life. However, like all batteries, they
will eventually wear out. Do not disassemble battery pack
and attempt to replace the batteries. Handling of these
batteries, especially when wearing rings and jewelry, could
result in a serious burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

B Remove the battery pack from the charger once it is fully
charged and ready for use.

For battery storage longer than 30 days:

B Store the battery pack where the temperature is below
80°F.

B Store battery packs in a “discharged” condition.
