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Connect

1. Connect the right satellite to the AUDIO OUTPUT/R port of the subwoofer.
2. Connect the left satellite to the AUDIO OUTPUT/L port of the subwoofer.
3. Connect the black plug of the wired remote control to the AUDIO INPUT

port of the subwoofer.
4. Connect the green plug of the wired remote control to the corresponding port of your

audio source (for example, your computer).
5. Connect the power cable from the AC IN socket of the subwoofer to a power supply.
