Connecting an Antenna or Cable to Your TV

Your TV will provide you with the best performance if you connect it to an external antennaor
cable system. Follow the directions below to make this connection. Please note that you will nor-
mally only have to make one of the connections shown below, not al of them.

All connectionswill be made to the antennaterminal on the back of your TV. The antennatermina
isasilver metal post partiadly surrounded by two plastic tabs. For help in locating the antenna termi-
nal, see“Your TV'sBack Panel” on page 5.

Connecting an Antenna

If your antenna endsin a single coaxial lead, simply
press or screw the cable onto the antennaterminal on the
back of your TV.

If your antenna endsin a pair of 300 ohm twin leads, you must use a 300-ohm/75-ohm
adapter(available at your local electronics store). Place the leads underneath the screws on the
adapter, tighten the screws, then press the adapter onto the antennaterminal on the back of the TV.
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Antennas with two sets of leads

Y ou might have two sets of leads from your antenna system, especially if you have one antennafor
VHF signads and one antenna for UHF signals.

If your antenna system has both a coaxial lead and twin 300-ohm |eads, you must obtain a combin-
er (available at your loca eectronics store). Press or screw the coaxial lead onto the combiner; place
the twin leads underneath the screws on the combiner and tighten the screws. Press the cable from
combiner onto the antenna terminal on the back of your TV.

If your antenna system has two sets of twin 300-ohm leads, you must obtain a combiner (available
at your local electronics store). Place one set of twin leads underneath the screws on the combiner
and tighten the screws. Do the same with the other set of twin leads. Press the cable from the com-
biner onto antenna terminal on the back of your TV.

Connecting a cable system

If your cable set-up is not described below, please
contact your cable company for more information.

If your cable system doesnot requiretheuseof a
cablebox, smply press or screw the incoming
cable onto the antennaterminal on the back of
your TV.
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If your cable system requiresyou to use a converter box for all channels, connect the incoming cable
totheIN terminal on the converter box. Connect another cable between the OUT termina on the con-
verter box and the antennaterminal on the TV. Y ou will need to keep your TV tuned to channel 3 or 4
and change channels using the converter box.

If your cable system only requiresyou to use a converter box for some channels (i. e. pay-TV chan-
nels), follow these steps: Find the primary incoming coaxial cable. Plug this cableinto asplitter (avail-
able at your local electronics store). Connect one coaxia cable between one OUT termina on the
splitter and the IN terminal on the converter box. Connect another coaxia cable between the other
OUT terminal on the splitter and the B-IN terminal on an A/B switch (available at your local electron-
ics store.) Connect athird coaxial cable between the OUT terminal on the converter box and the A-IN
termina on the A/B switch. Finally, connect a coaxia cable between the OUT termina on the A/B
switch and the antennatermina on the back of your TV.

When the A/B switch isin the A position, you need to change channels on the converter box (and
your TV should be tuned to channel 3 or 4); when the A/B switch isin the B position you can change
channelsonthe TV.

The contrast setting controls the relation between the light and black areas of the screen. If thelight
areas are too bright and are losing details, pressthe CVOL button; if the picture is gray and lacks
contrast, press the VOL B button.

The brightness setting controls the overall amount of light in the picture. If the picture istoo bright,
pressthe CVOL button; if the picture istoo dark, pressthe VOL B button.

Sharpness controls how the TV displays edges of objects on-screen. If the TV shows multiple verti-
cal lines at the edges of an object, pressthe CVOL button; if the vertical edges of on-screen objects
arefuzzy, pressthe VOL B button.
