MACHINE CHECK LIST

The following list should be acknowledged
before a new machine is put into service:

1. Check engine o0il 1level (See
engine manual for recommen-
dations).

2. Check wvil level in hydrostatic
system. The oil reservoir on the
Regular Models (Plastic Reser-
voir) should be kept 1/2 full
when o0il is cold. On Commercial
Model {with Metal Reservoir
behind gas tank} oil level should
be between 1" and 1 !/2" below
top of tank when cold.

DRIVING

After starting engine, place parking brake
in run and unlock lever lock.

BREAK-IN SERVICES

A new engine requires special break-in
maintenance services. Read the appropriate
section of the owner's manual. Engine oil
and filter should be changed after the
first 5 hours of operation.

Hydraulic o0il filter should be changed
after the first 50 hours of operation.
After changing the hydraulic filter, refill
the hydraulic oil reservoir to proper
level. See HYDRAULIC SYSTEM Section (page
9) for oil level.

ENGINE OIL SYSTEM

Check engine o0il level at the start of
each day and again after 4 ‘hours of
operation. ©Oil must always be between the
marks on the dipstick.

Change engine ¢il after the first 5 hours
of operation. Refer to engine manual for
oil change intervals after the initial
change.

To change o0il, park tractor on level
surface, remove ignition key, Jlock the
lever lock and apply parking brake.
Remove drain plug from bottom of engine.

Change the hydraulic system fiiter element,
located under the reserveir tank, after
first 50 hours ovf operation. Change filter
every 500 hours of operation or annually.
Use a 10 micron filrter element only.
Before installing a new element, apply a
light coat of oil to the element gasket.
Tighten filter hand tight only.

When a leak is detected in the hydraulic
system, stop the machine at once and repair
the leak, Once repaired, refill hydraulic
reservoir.

AWarning

Hydraulic oil escaping under pressure can
penetrate skin. Before applying pressure
to hydraulic system, make sure all
connections are tight and all hoses and
lines are in good condition. To {ind a
leak under pressure, use a piece of
cardboard or wood - NEVER use your hands.
Lower all attachments, shut engine off and
remove key before opening any hydraulic
lines. Eye protection should be worn when
servicing hydraulic system.

It is important to keep the transmission
pump's fins and cooling fans clean at all
times. If a cooling fan becomes damaged it
should be replaced with a new one.

LUBRICATION

There are 9 grease zerks on the machine.
The deck gauge wheel axles (2 zerks) and
tail wheel axie (! zerk) should be greased
every 8 hours. The spindles (3 zerks),
gauge wheel fork tubes (2 zerks) and tail
wheel fork tube (1 zerk) should be greased
every 40 hours.

ELECTRICAL SYSTEM

The electrical system is 12 volt, negative
ground. Factory installed battery is a
size U1L9, 235 CCA. The battery is located
under tail cover of the tractor.

Check battery connections every 40 hours to

ensure they are clean and tight. At the
same time check for proper electrolyte
level.

A\Narning

When charging battery, keep away from open

flame or sparks. Do not breathe the
battery fumes. Avoid skin contact with
battery acid. Wear. eye protection. 1f

contact does occur, flush area with cold
water and consult a physician.

AWarning

When jump starting a low or dead battery,
follow these procedures to avoid sparks
that could cause battery gases to explode:

1. Attach the first jumper cable
from the positive {(+) terminal
of the good battery to the
positive (+) terminal of the
dead battery.

2. Attach the second jumper cable

from the negative (-} terminal
of the good battery to the FRAME

A 30 amp fuse, located under the seat lid
next to the starter solenoid on the back
of the engine compartment, protects the
electrical system. 1f there is an
overload on the circuit, the fuse will
blow. The cause of the blown fuse should
be located and fixed before a new fuse is
installed.

EXTERIOR SURFACE

Exterior surface of tractor should be
washed regularly (a minimum of monthly)
but more often in corrosive environments.
Spray paint is available from your dealer
to cover scrapes and chips and to protect
against rust.

Mower deck should be cleaned after each
cutting for best cutting results. 1f
cleaned before clippings have dried, water
pressure from a garden hose can be used to
clean underside of deck housing. If
clippings have dried, a putty knife may be
used to remove daccumulation from under the
deck.

Every 40 hours remove the deck covers and
clean debris from pulley box, Do not
operate machine without covers in place.
To tilt the deck for cleaning, see Machine
Operation  Section, TILTING DECK  FOR
SERVICE.

TIRES AND WHEELS

Visually inspect tires daily.
pressure with gauge every 100 hours or
whenever tires appear low. Tire pressure
in both drive tires should be equal and set
at 10 to 14 PSI. Tail wheel tire pressure
should be 10 to 18 PSI. The deck gauge
wheel tire pressure may vary depending on
ground conditions -~ a minimum of 8 PSI to a
maximum of 14 PSI may be used. Always keep
pressure equal in gauge wheels to maintain
even cutting.

STEERING CABLE ADJUSTMENT

Tractor has been preadjusted at the factory
so that it will not creep forward or
backward when engine is running and lever
lock engaged. However, if tractor should
begin to creep, the situation may be
corrected as follows:

A\Narning

Do not attempt to adjust steering cables
until you have read this entire section.
Stop engine while placing the tractor on
blocks,

2. Check thoroughly for any worn or
damaged parts that need
replacing - order them from your
dealer.

3. Thoroughly lubricate  machine
according to lubrication in-
structions.

4. Lightly o©il the wunder
deck to prevent rusting.

5. Drain fuel tank and run engine
to remove all pgas from the
carburetor.

6. Perform separate engine ©pre-

parations as outlined in engine
owner's manual.

7. Protect battery from freezing
temperatures.
