OPERATING YOUR APPLIANCE

SETTING THE TEMPERATURE CONTROL

? You can set the temperature as you desire by pushing the UP or DOWN button. When you push
the two buttons for the first time, the LED readout will show the original temperature set at
previous time (the temperature preset at the factory is 50°F).

? The temperature that you desire to set will increase 1°F or 1°C if you push the UP button once, on
the contrary the temperature will decrease 1°F or 1°C if you push the DOWN button once.

Cleaning Your Appliance

? Turn the switch control to "OFF", unplug the appliance, and remove the food, shelves, and
trays.

? Wash the inside surfaces with a warm water and baking soda solution. The solution should be
about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

? Wash the shelves and trays with a mild detergent solution.

? The outside of the appliance should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.

?  Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth before cleaning the area of the controls, or any
electrical parts.

? Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rinse well and wipe dry
with a clean soft cloth.

POWER FAILURE
