How Does The Microwave Work?

Microwawvas are a lorm of high frequency radio waves simitar
to those used by a rad ingluding AW, FM and CB. They are.
however, much sharter than radio waves, approximately live
inches long. Electricity is converted info microwave enengy by
tha magnetron tube. From the magnetran tube, miciowave
energy is ransmitted and absorbed

Reflection

Microwaves are reflected by metal jusl as a ball is bounced
off a wall. A combination of stationany {inlerior walls) and
reiating antenna, leealed undermeath the bottlom shell assure
thal the microwaves are well distibuted within the oven cawty
1o proeduce even heating or cogking of loods.

Transmission
Microwayes pass through some materials such as paper,

glass and plasbec much fike sunlight shining through 2 window.

Bacause these subslancas do not absark ar rellect the
micrewayve energy. they are ideal materials for micrawave
oven healing containers.

Absorption

urring heating, microwaves wll be absorbed by food. They
penetrate (o a8 depth of abowl ¥ to 1':-mches. Microwave
energy exciles ihe molecules in the focd (especially waler, ai
and sugar molecules), and causes themn o vibrate at a rate of
2.450,000,000 fimes per second. This vipratior causes
fricticon, and heat is produced jus! as you will lee! heat
produced it you vigarously rub your hands 1ogether. The
inlernal heabng of larger loods 15 done by conduction, The
heal which is proeduced by Ingtion fravels by conduclion te the
center ol the lood. Foods alsoe continue 1o heat by conduction
during standing bme,

Because microwaves disstpale, much ke sunlight as it
reaches the Earth’s surface, they are not stored in food.

Radio Interference
