Placement of your Microwave Oven

This microwave oven can be placed almost anywhere (kitchen
work surface or shelf, movable trolley, table).

Install the oven on a flat, level, stable surface. Make sure there is adequate
ventilation for your oven by leaving at least 10cm(four inches) of space
behind and on the sides of the oven and 20cm(eight inches) above.

Cleaning the Microwave Oven

Unplug the oven from the electrical socket before cleaning.

Clean the inside of the oven. Wipe up all spills with a damp cloth. Kitchen
detergent solution may be used if the oven gets too dirty. Do not use harsh
detergents or abrasives.
