ICE CRUSHER

IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

When using this electrical appliance, safety precautions
should always be observed, including the following:

Read all of the instructions before using appliance.
Make sure that the supply voltage is the same as the
vo|tctge marked on the ice crusher (see rafing label).

Do not leave appliance when plugged in.

Do not use outdoors or on a wet surface.

Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention is
necessary when used by or near children.

Use only as described in this manual.

Unp|ug from outlet when not in use, before c|eaning
and before attaching or taking off parts.

Do not use with damaged cord or plug. If the appliance
is not working properly, has been dropped, damaged,
left outdoors, or drl?opped into water, return it to Keystone
Manufacturing Company, Inc. for proper service,
replacement or repair immediately.

Do not do the following: pull or carry by the cord, use
cord as a handle, close a door on cord or pull cord
around sharp edges or corners. Do not operate appliance
over cord. Keep cord away from heated surface. Do not
let cord hang over edge of the table or counter.

Do not place the ice crusher on or near a hot gas or
electric Fl)aurner or in a heated oven.

Never place fingers or other utensils into feed or
discharge areas. And never place your finger or other
utensils into the ice crushing chamber.

Prior to use, wash all parts that will be in contact with food.
The ice crusher shou|<f be placed on a level and non-
slippery surface, as the device vibrates while in operation.
Make sure that the ice container is in place before operating
crusher.

To protect against electrical shock, do not put in water or

other liquid.

Only use the provided accessories for operation. We do not

accept any liability for damage caused Ey using improper

accessories.

B Do not use an extension cord with this unit. However, if one
is used, it must have a rating equal to or exceeding the
rating of this appliance.

B Do not unplug by pulling on cord. To unplug, grasp the
plug, not the cord. Do not handle plug or app(ﬁqnce with
wet hands.

B Check the ice crushing chamber for presence of foreign
objects, make sure there are nothing inside the ice crushing
chamber before using.

B This appliance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider
than the other). To reduce the risk of electrical shock, this
plug will fit in a polarized outlet only one way. If the plu
does not fit, contact a qualified electrician. Do not modif?/
the plug in any way.

M This unit is recommended for household, indoor use only.

AVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS
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BEFORE FIRST USE & ]L Scoop

1. Wash all parts in warm soapy water. -
2. Read all instructions.

US'NG THE ICE CRUSHER
. Place the unit on a dry, flat surface. Plug the unit in. (The blue
power indicator will illuminate. The light will stay on as long
as the unit is plugged in.)

2. Place the ice container (with lid on) under the ice chamber.

3. Check the ice crushing chamber for presence of foreign
objects, make sure there is nothing inside the ice crushing
chamber before using.

o

Turn on the motor and let it run for a few seconds.
Take off the protective lid.

Place an ice cube on the metal ice inlet door. Push up on the ice
inlet door lever until the ice cube falls into chamber.

Put the protective lid back into place and hold into position. Once,
the ice cube is crushed repeat, steps 4-5.

NOTE: Ice Crusher crushers 14 oz. of ice per minute.

When complete, pull out the ice container and remove lid to
retrieve ice.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Unplug the ice crusher before cleaning it. Never immerse this
appliance into water or any other liquid.

Simply wipe the ice crusher exterior with a damp cloth.

Wash ice container with lid and scoop with warm soapy water.
Avoid the use of abrasives or steel wool.

If crushing flavored ice cubes, the crushing chamber can be
cleaned by crushing plain ice cubes, until clean. Do not attempt to
clean the ice chamber with hands. The ice chamber houses the
crushing blades. Use extreme caution.

Do not disassemble the unit for cleaning purposes.
All parts should be thoroughly dried before storing away.
Cord storage is located beneath the base.
