Opening the oven door does not stop the Minute Timer countdown; however, it
does stop any cooking or defrosting. Close the door and touch START to continue
cooking or defrosting.

Important things to remember to get the best cooking results.

o ALWAYS cook food for the minimum recommended cooking time. If necessary, add time
in one or two minute periods, then check for doneness to avoid overcooking the food.

o Stir, turn or rearrange the food being cooked about halfway through the cooking time

for most even doneness with all recipes.

« If @ glass cover is not available, use waxpaper, paper fowels or microwave approved
plastic wrap. Turn back a corner to vent steam during cooking.

For best results, some recipes call for lower Cook Powers. The lower the Cook Power, the

slower the cooking. Each Number Pad also stands for a different percentage of Cook Power.
Many recipes in your MICRO MENUS* Cookbook teil you, by number, which Cook Power to use.
Recipes in other books and magazines may tell you by name (HI, MED, LO, etc.) or

percentage (10%, 50%, 80%, etc.).

Hints for cooking with more than one cycle.

You can program the cooking cycles in any order. However, when the microwave oven
is started, it will automatically go through the cycles in order — AUTO SET TIME — COOK 1
— COOK 2 (or QUICK DEFROST — STANDING TIME — COOK 1— COOK 2, COOK 1—- COOK 2 -
AUTO SET TEMP or PROBE TEMP)

Changing or adding instructions

You can change times, Cook Powers, or add cycles any time before touching START or during
oven operation.

¢ Touch the Cook cycle you wish to change or add (COOK 10or 2).

¢ Touch numbers for new time, if desired.

¢ Touch COOK POWER, if change is desired.

¢ Touch number for new Cook Power, or touch COOK POWER again if high is desired.

* Touch in new cycle and time, if desired.

¢ Touch START.

Using AUTO SET

Auto Set TIME and TEMP are preset cooking cycles which store commonly used cooking
times and probe temperature seftings.

Auto Set TIME

Auto Set TIME is a provides ten preset times. One to nine minutes at HIGH cook power can
be set by touching TIME and the corresponding number pad1-9. This provides a short-cut
method for setting commonly used cooking times.

The AUTO SET chart included with your microwave oven and the AUTO SET guide on the
inner door panel help you use TIME to cook various food items without having to look up

the cooking times.

A preset time of 2 minutes, 30 seconds at HIGH cook power is available by touching just
the TIME pad. The time may be changed to any time from 0-99 minutes, 0-99 seconds
allowing you to store your favorite cooking time and Cook Power. See page 12 for
instructions.

One hundred ten (110) to
one hundred ninety (190) degrees at 70% cook power can be set by touching TEMP and
the corresponding number pad1-9. This provides a short-cut method for setting com-
monly used probe temperatures. The AUTO SET chart included with your microwave oven
and the AUTO SET guide on the inner door panel help you use TEMP to cook various food
items without having to look up the temperature.

A preset temperature of 165°F at HIGH cook power is available after inserting the probe,
by touching just the TEMP pad. This temperature may be changed to any temperature
from 90°F to 200°F allowing you fo store your favorite cooking temperature and cook
power. See page 16 for instructions.

Replacing the light bulb

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How your microwave oven works

Microwave ovens are safe. Microwave energy is not hot. It causes food to make its own
heat, and it's this heat that cooks the food.

Microwaves are like TV
waves or light waves. You
can't see them, but you can
see what they do.

A magnetron in the micro-
wave oven produces micro-
waves. The microwaves
move into the oven where
they are scaftered or stirred
by a mode mixer (like a fan).
Microwaves bounce off
metal oven walls and are
absorbed by food.

Microwaves pass through
glass, paper and plastic with-
out heating them so food ab-
sorbs the energy. Microwaves
bounce off metal pans so
food does not absorb the

energy.

Microwaves may notf reach
the center of a roast. The heat
around the outside is what
cooks the roast all the way
through. This is one of the rea-
sons for letting some foods
(roasts, baked potatoes)
stand for a while after cook-
ing, or for stirring some foods
during the cooking time.

Metal Floor

The ceramic boftom of your
microwave oven lets micro-
waves through. Then they
bounce off a metal floor,
back through the ceramic
bottom and are absorbed
by the food.

The microwaves disturb
water molecules in the food.
As the molecules bounce
around bumping into each
other, heat is made, like rub-
bing your hands together.
This is the heat that cooks.

Steam build-up in whole
eggs may cause them to
burst and burn you, and
possibly damage the oven.

Cover poached eggs and
alliow a standing time of one
minute before cutting into
them.

USE HOT PADS. Microwave
energy does not heat contain-
ers, but the hot food does.
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Liquids heated in certain
containers (especially
cylindrical-shaped containers)
may become overheated. The
liquid may splash out with a
loud noise during or after
heating or when adding
ingredients (coffee, efc.)
