Hardware Installation
Connect the Mouse to Your PC System

1. Turn off your PC system. Remember to turn off your PC system before you connect or disconnect
the mouse unless you use a USB device in Windows 98, Windows 2000 or Windows ME.
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PS2 Mouse Port USB Mouse Port Combo Adapter (USB to PS2 Mouse Port)

2. For PS/2 model, you can connect the mouse to the PS/2 port.

3. For the USB model, connect the mouse to the USB port on your PC system.

4. For the Combo (USB & PS/2) model, you will find a USB to PS/2 6-pin adapter is attached. This
adapter helps you alot on solving the USB to PS/2 port issue.

5. Turnonyour PC system.

Software Installation:

1. Insert thedisk labelled 'KeyMaestro Input Device Driver' into your disk drive.

2. Open File Explorer to find 'Setup.exe' from the disk.

3. Double-click the 'Setup.exe'.

4. Thenfollow the instruction on the screen to install the driver. The default install path is set to
c:\MMaestro. Y ou have the option to change the install path during setup.

5. Set up will indicate when installation has successfully completed. The driver isloaded when you see
the driver icon E|_-_';| the system tray (lower right corner of the screen). The operating system needsto
restart.

Note: Beforeinstalling the KeyMaestro input device driver for USB or Combo optical mouse, you
have to make surethat the USB devicedriver hasbeen installed and the USB optical mouseis
recognized by Windows oper ating system. You may press any button to seeif it is correspondently,
and thusto know the mouse works well.

Change the Replaceable Color-Cover (Top Button Pad):

The replaceable color-cover for customers is another one special characteristic of this optical mouse.
Asyou like, you may change the different color-cover easily.

1. Pressthe hook on the up center of mouse bottom.

2. Release and remove the replaceable cover smoothly and horizontally.
3. Put the replaceable cover back as drawing 3 marked.

4. Make sure that three hooks are in locked position.
