Playing a disc
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Press OPEN•CLOSE to open the disc tray and load up to two
discs on the individual disc trays. To load the third disc, press DISC

CHANGE.
➜ Make sure the label side of each loaded disc is facing up.

Press OPEN•CLOSE again to close the disc tray.

Use DISC 1/2/3 (or CD 1/2/3 on the remote control) to select a
disc for playback.

To stop playback, press 9 .
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Programming and tuning to radio
stations
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Press TUNER repeatedly to select the tuner source.

Press PROG/CLOCK (or PROGRAM on the remote control) for
more than two seconds to program all available stations in order of
waveband.

Press ALBUM/PRESET +/- (or TITLE - / + (í /ë) on the
remote control) until the desired preset station is displayed.
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Insert the USB device’s USB plug into the socket  on the set.

Press USB to select the USB source.

Play the USB’s audio files as you do with the albums/tracks on a CD,
