2 Press and hold the OPTIONS button while your player is
connecting to the PC.

3 Keep holding the key until the Philips Device Manager
acknowledges your player and goes into recovery mode.

4 Click the Repair button and follow the instructions given by the
Device Manager.

5 After the player has been repaired, disconnect it from your PC
and re-start.
