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Transferring media files to the player
To copy and transfer your music to the player follow the steps below:
1. Connect the MP3 Player to the USB port of your computer.
2. Open the “Windows Explorer” or click on “My Computer”, and locate “MP3”.
3. Select the files on your computer and simply move it into “MP3” in the usual way
(drag and drop, or copy and paste). After copying is completed, the data will
be available on the player.

3. When the “Stop a Hardware device”
appears, click “OK” to disconnect the
USB mass storage device, and unplug
the player safely.

Basic operation

Turning on/off

e To turn on the player, press and HOLD the [m{]] button until the display turns on.
o To turn off the player, press and HOLD the ] button until the display turns off.

Adjusting the volume
e To increase the volume, press the [VOL+] button.

e To decrease the volume, press the [VOL-] button.
e Press and HOLD [ M ] button to return to the main music screen.

Main menu

1. Use the [l44] or [PM] button to select : “Music”, “Record”, “Voice”,“SYS Setup”,
“E-Book”.

Voice Recording and Playback

Recording

1. Press the [ M ] button to select “ RECORD”.
2. Press the [ REC] button to start recording.
While in recording mode you can:

e Pause/Resume Recording: Press the [ REC ] button to pause or resume
recording.

e Save and start a new recording: Press and HOLD the [ REC] button to save
the recording and start a new recording.

e Save and exit the recording mode: Press and HOLD the [ M] button to
save the recording and return to the main menu.

Playing back voice recordings

1. Select “VOICE” from the main menu, and press the [ M ] button.
2. Use the [144] or [ M button to select the recorded file you wish to listen to.
3. Press the [ml] button to begin playback.

While playing back voice recordings you can:

o Pause/Resume Playing: Press the [#] button to pause or resume playback.

e Skipping Tracks: Use the [I44] or [PM] button to skip to the previous or next
track.

e Adjust Volume: Use the [V +] or [V -] button to increase or decrease volume.

e Main Menu: Press and HOLD the [ M ] button to return to the main menu.

Changing the player’s settings
In the “SYS Setup” mode you can customize and configure your MP3 player.
1. Select “SYS Setup” from the main menu, and press the [ M ] button.

2. Use the [I44] or [P ] button to select an option, and press the [ M ] button.

3. Use the [I44] or [P ] button to select a value, and press the [ M ] button.
4. Select “Exit” and press the [ M ] button to return to the main menu.
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While the music is in the PLAYING MODE, press the [ M] button to access
Music Menu #2.

1. Use the [l44] or [PM] button to select among “Repeat”, “Equalizer”,
“SRS WOW mode”, “Tempo rate”, “Replay”, “Replay times”,“Replay gap”,
and “Exit”.

2. Press the [ M ] button to enter, and confirm your selections.

e Repeat: Set the music repeat mode. Use the [I44] or [PM] button to select:
“Normal”, “Repeat One”, “Folder”, “Repeat Folder”, “Repeat All”,
“Random”, or “Intro”, and press the [ M] button.

e Equalizer: Set the equalizer of the player. Use the [I44] or [PM] button to select:
“Natural”, “Rock”, “Pop”, “Classic”, “Soft”, “Jazz”, and “DBB”, and press
the [ M] button.

e SRS WOW mode:
1. SRS WOW: Used to improve the timbre of music in the MP3 format.
2. User setting: SRS 3D (0-10), TruBass (0-10), FOCUS (0-10), Exit.

e Tempo rate: Set the music playing rate. Use the [44] or [PM] button to adjust
the tempo of the music from -8 to +8.

e Replay (A-B Repeat Function):

Use this feature to loop play a certain section of a song.
1. While listening to a song or audio press the [ M ] button, select “Replay”
and press[ M ] button again.
2. Press the [P ] button to set the “A” point (E will appear in the display) and
press the [P ] button again to set the “B” point.
3. Press the [M] button to resume normal playback.

e Replay times: Set playing time from A to B. Use the [I44] or [PM] button to adjust
the time from 1 to 10.

o Replay gap: Set the replay break time. Use the [I44] or [PM] button to adjust
the time from 1 to 10 second (S).
