b. The power switch is located on the front of the tower.

Il Steps for the Copying Process
Note: may not able to copy-protected Blu-ray, DVD or CD.
Step 1 Turn on the DigiCopier | by pressing the power switch.

Step 2 Insert media you wish to duplicate into the source tray on the top.

Step 3 Populate the destination trays with blank CDs, DVD or Blu-ray
media. A rewritable Blu-ray or DVD containing old data can also be use,
but the old data will be automatically erased.

Step 4 After the Blu-ray or DVD-ROM and DVD writers detect DVDs, press ENT to start copying.

When copying is in progress, MB and time will decrease while the percentage of completion will increase.
“MB” means the size of data that you want to copy.
