• Check if there are MP3 or WMA files on the player.
• Check if the audio files are corrupted.
The device can not appear on the computer as a drive.
• Check if the USB cable is correctly connected.
• Check the USB control in BIOS and ensure it is enabled.
Heavy noise
• Check if plug of the earphone is clean. Dirty plug may cause the noise.
• Check the music file. If the file data is damaged, heavy noise or skipping

may result. Try another music file to confirm.
The unit appears locked up after unplugging the USB cable:
