Connection to the mains supply in the United Kingdom. DO NOT cut off the mains plug from
this equipment. If the plug fitted is not suitable for the power points in your home or the cable is
too short to reach a power point, then obtain a proper safety approved extension lead/adapter or
consult your dealer.
In the unlikely event of the plug fuse failing be sure to replace the fuse only with an identical
approved type, as originally fitted, and to replace the fuse cover. If the fuse fails again consult
your nearest JVC dealer.

� When you are not using the recorder for a long period of time, it is recommended that you
disconnect the power cord from the mains outlet.

� Dangerous voltage inside. Refer internal servicing to qualified service personnel. To prevent
electric shock or fire hazard, remove the power cord from the mains outlet prior to connecting or
disconnecting any signal lead or aerial.
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The STANDBY/ON o button does not completely shut off mains power from the unit, but switches
operating current on and off. “y ” shows electrical power standby and “ z” shows ON.

Video tapes recorded with this video recorder in the LP (Long Play) mode cannot be played back on
a single-speed video recorder.

When the equipment is installed in a cabinet or a shelf, make sure that it has sufficient space on all sides
to allow for ventilation (10 cm or more on both sides, on top and at the rear.)

When discarding batteries, environmental problems must be considered and the local rules or laws
governing the disposal of these batteries must be followed strictly.

It is
normal for one transmitter to give you a better quality picture than the other; to
delete those stations which have a poor picture � Delete A Channel on page 51.

• manual station setting  If any of the above problems occur, refer to
pages 51 – 52 to input station names (� Set Stations). You can also change
station preset positions (� Change Station Preset Position).

• rf connections  In certain reception conditions, the Video Channel may not
be set correctly and interference may appear in the TV picture while the VCR’s
power is on.

Playback is the most basic operation possible with your VCR. Audio-visual
information recorded on a cassette will be played back on your TV screen
just like a broadcast programme.

    Load a Video Cassette

Make sure that the window side of the cassette is facing up and the spine label is
facing away from the VCR. Insert the cassette as shown in the diagram below;
don’t use too much force. If the VCR was turned off before you inserted the
cassette, the power will come on automatically.

The counter on the TV screen will reset to read
‘0:00:00’. If the record safety tab on the video
cassette has been removed, playback begins
automatically.

    Play

If the cassette that you inserted does not start playing automatically, press the .
button on the VCR or the Remote Control. ‘bESt’ appears blinking in the display
panel during automatic tracking (� pg. 31).

    Stop & Eject

stop  Press the § button on the VCR or the S button on the Remote
Control once to stop playback.

eject  Press the § button on the VCR a second time to eject the cassette
from the VCR. The cassette will take about 6 seconds to appear once the §
button has been pressed.

Manual Tracking

• When L-2 SELECT is set to SAT, it is possible to view a satellite broadcast with
the TV set to its AV mode even if the VCR is turned off. When the VCR is in
the stop mode or recording, press TV/VCR on the Remote Control to turn off
the VCR indicator on the display panel.
If you turn on the VCR when the satellite receiver’s power is off, nothing
appears on the TV screen. In this case, turn of the satellite receiver, or set the
TV to its TV mode, or press TV/VCR on the Remote Control to set the VCR to
the video mode.

• When L-2 SELECT is set to SAT, SAT appears on the TV screen or SAt on the
display panel instead of L-2.

• If you have a satellite receiver or a decoder connected to the AV2 (L-2) IN/
DECODER connector, be sure to set L-2 SELECT back to appropriate mode after
editing.

• If you’re not connecting a satellite receiver or a decoder to the AV2 (L-2) IN/
DECODER connector, leave L-2 SELECT set to A/V.

• The default setting is A/V; if the VCR’s memory backup has expired due to a
power cut or because the AC was removed from the VCR, A/V will be auto-
matically selected when the power is restored to the VCR. If you are using a
satellite receiver or a decoder, be sure to set L-2 SELECT back to appropriate
mode.

Notes on Just Clock

Some TV stations transmit a time signal with their broadcasts. This VCR has the ability to use
this signal to update its internal clock (including the adjustment for British Summer Time). It will
do this every hour except for 23:00, 00:00, 01:00 and 02:00. By setting Just Clock to ON, you are
enabling the VCR to do this.
Just Clock is not effective in the following circumstances:
• when the VCR is powered on
• when the VCR is in Timer or Auto Satellite Programme Recording modes
• when a difference of more than 3 minutes between the internal clock and the time signal exists.
• when reception conditions are poor.

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Question and Answers
PLAYBACK

Q: What happens if the end of the tape is
reached during playback or search?
A: The tape is automatically rewound to the
beginning.

Q: Can the VCR indefinitely remain in the
still mode?
A: No. It stops automatically after 5 minutes
to protect the heads.

Q: During search, slow, still and frame-by-
frame playback, I can’t hear any audio.
What’s the problem?
A: This is normal.

Q: When returning from variable-speed
search to normal playback, the picture is
disturbed. Should I be concerned about
this?
A: No, it is normal.

Q: Noise bars appear during variable-speed
search. What’s the problem?
A: This is normal.

Q: Sometimes, during Index Search, the
VCR can’t find the programme I want to
see. Why not?
A: There may be index codes too close
together.

RECORDING

Q: When I pause and then resume a
recording, the end of the recording before
the pause is overlapped by the beginning of
the continuation of recording. Why does
this happen?
A: This is normal. It reduces distortion at the
pause and resume points.

Q: Can the VCR indefinitely remain in the
Record-Pause mode?
A: No. The VCR shuts off automatically after
5 minutes to protect the heads.

Q: What happens if the tape runs out
during recording?
A: The VCR automatically rewinds it to the
beginning or, if Timer Recording, the cassette
is ejected.

TIMER RECORDING

Q: U and c remain lit on the display panel.
Is there a problem?
A: No. This is a normal condition for a timer
recording in progress.

Q: Can I programme the timer while I’m
watching a tape or a TV broadcast?
A: You won’t see the picture as it is replaced
by the on-screen menu, but the audio from
the program or tape you’re viewing can be
heard.
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Troubleshooting

Re-perform the clock and/or timer
settings.
Press c and confirm that c is
displayed on the display panel.

Timer programming can’t be
performed while a timer recording
is in progress. Wait until it
finishes.

Load a cassette with the record
safety tab intact.

Remove the cassette and cover
the hole with adhesive tape, or
insert a cassette with the record
safety tab intact.
The programme may not have
been recorded in its entirety. Next
time make sure you have enough
time on the tape to record the
entire programme.

OTHER PROBLEMS

1. Whistling or howling is heard
from the TV during camcorder
recording.

2. When scanning channels, some
of them are skipped over.

4. Channel settings that were
made manually seem to have
changed or disappeared.

5. No channels are stored in the
VCR’s memory.

• The camcorder’s microphone is
too close to the TV.

• The TV’s volume is too high.

• Those channels have been
designated to be skipped.

• Recording is in progress.

• After the manual settings were
made, Auto Channel Set was
performed.

• The TV aerial cable was not
connected to the VCR when
Auto Set Up was performed.

• The fully-wired 21-pin SCART
cable was not connected
between TV and the VCR when
Preset Download was per-
formed.

Position the camcorder so its
microphone is away from the TV.
Turn the TV’s volume down.

If you need the skipped channels,
restore them.

Press | to pause the recording,
change presets, then press . to
resume recording.

Perform manual setting again.

Turn off the VCR once and connect
the TV aerial cable to the VCR
properly, then turn on the VCR
again. Then perform Auto Setup
again (� pg. 10).
Turn off the VCR once and connect
the fully-wired 21-pin SCART cable
to the VCR properly, then turn on
the VCR again.
