DESCRIPTION
The ACT-31D and ACT-34D are TRANS PROX devices that
contain a radio transmitter as well as a proximity tag. Access
can be requested by pressing a TRANS PROX button to send
a wireless signal to a Linear MegaCode receiver, or by
moving the unit within two inches of a proximity reader.

The ACT-31D is a single-button miniature TRANS PROX
that sends one wireless code. The ACT-34D is a four-button
miniature TRANS PROX that sends four different wireless
codes, depending on which button is pressed.

In addition to each unit's MegaCode radio transmission
capabilities (factory setfrom over a million possible ID codes),
both units contain a built-in proximity tag. The proximity tag
is factory programmed to the same ID and facility code as
the transmitter using card access 26-bit Wiegand format.

The unit’s proximity tag functions with Linear’s Model AM-PR
proximity reader.

The TRANS PROXs are powered by two Type 2016 “coin cell”
batteries. A 2-part key ring is supplied with the units.

Refer to the receiver instructions for details on how
to program the block and facility code numbers.

For non Block Coded single learning receivers, press
the desired TRANS PROX button while the receiver is in
programming mode to program that button into the receiver.

Refer to the access system instructions for details on how to
program the proximity tag into the system.
