Your pager alerts and shows @ in the left column of
the display. The time and date are shown at the bottom
of the display.

Turning Your Pager Off

0 Press ® to display the function menu.
O Press & to move the cursor to i,
O Press ® twice to turn the pager off.
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Receiving and Reading Your Messages
.___________________________________________________________________|
When a message is received, your pager alerts and
displays a flashing * symbol.

O Press any button to stop the alert.

0 Press == tg display your message.

The pager automatically stores the message and the
time and date it is received.

A flashing arrow ¥ at the bottom right corner of the
screen indicates the message you are reading contin-
ues beyond the four lines of the display.

Press = to advance to the next screen of the mes-
sage.

Press Y to read your message line by line.

Press and hold == to rapidly scroll through your mes-
sage, screen by screen.

If more than one message exists, press <4 or B to
select the message you want to read. The symbol 5
indicates the location of the message. Press ®=» to
display your message. While reading your messages,
you can press ~= or B to view the previous or next
message.

A flashing ® symbol indicates you have a message
that has not been read. The pager alerts at predeter-
mined intervals to remind you of any unread mes-
sages.

ADVISOR Il pagers store up to 19 personal messages
in memory.

Using the Function Menu

Press ® to display the function menu.

The function menu gives you access to the many features
of your pager through a series of symbols and prompts.
For example, when the function menu screen is first dis-
played, the 44 symbol flashes, indicating the present
position of the cursor. You can now press < or B to
move the cursor within the function menu.

NOTE: To exit from any menu without making changes,
press =
Backlighting

The pager’s backlight illuminates in low-light condi-
tions when any button is pressed. You can manually
activate or deactivate the backlight at any time by
pressing and holding ® for two seconds. If no other
buttons are pressed, the backlight automatically turns
off when the pager returns to the standby mode.

Locking and Unlocking Messages

Up to 10 messages can be locked in memory, preventing
them from being replaced when memory is full (indicated
by the * symbol).

is converted to a 2-line display. The characters are
enlarged vertically, increasing message readability.

Setting the Alarm

The alarm on your pager can be set for a specific time
and date, or it can be used as a daily alarm.

To set the alarm for a specific time and date:

Setting the Message Alarm

This feature allows you to set a one-time or a daily
alarm for a particular personal message. You can set
an alarm for up to five personal messages.

To set a one-time message alarm:

0 Press ® to display the set-message-alarm screen.

To set a daily message alarm:
Follow the instructions above to set the alarm time,
then follow the instructions in “To set the alarm to alert
daily” under Setting the Alarm.

At the selected time, your pager vibrates or emits a 12-
second alert, depending on the current alert mode.
Press == to display the message for which the alarm is
set.

Setting the Alert Mode

The alert can be set as either audible or silent.

O Press @ to display the function menu.

O Press —a to move the cursor to & or & .

The & symbol is displayed if the pager is in the silent alert
mode (prompting you to enter the audible mode, if
desired). The 8 symbol is displayed if the pager is in the
audible alert mode (prompting you to enter the silent
mode, if desired).

0 Press ® to select the desired alert mode.

If the selected mode is audible (#), your pager emits a
short chirp. If the selected mode is silent (&) and your
pager is equipped with a vibrator, your pager vibrates.

Setting the Alert Pattern
]

NOTE: The pager must be in the audible alert mode to
select the alert pattern.

Your pager has a standard alert (1), seven different pleas-
ing alerts (2 through 8), and a chirping alert (I‘), allowing
you to select and change the alert. You can also select no
alert ().

To change your alert:

Other Features

Battery Gauge: The battery gauge indicator is located
on the status screen and keeps you informed of the
battery energy level. The five indicators range from full
to low: gy (full), cmE (3/4), M= (1/2), @= (1/4),
and == (low).

Key Click: When this feature is enabled, and the
pager is in the audible mode, a “click” is emitted when-
ever a button is pressed. The click is not heard when
the pager is in the silent mode.

Duplicate Message: If the same message is received
more than once, OUFLICATE MESSAGE is displayed
at the beginning of the new message. The new mes-
sage contains the latest time and date stamp.

Out of Range: With this option enabled, F T is dis-
played whenever you are out of range of the paging trans-
mitter. Your pager can also alert you of this if this feature is
enabled. The symbol T F is no longer displayed when
you return to your transmitting area.

Errored Data Indicator: The # symbol displays when
potentially corrupt data is received. The indicator alter-
nates with the corrupted character.

Maildrop History: When this option is enabled, the
pager stores up to five history files per maildrop (infor-
mation services) slot selected. When a new maildrop
message is received on a specific slot, the existing
message is “pushed” into the history area and the new
message is stored in the maildrop slot. When a sixth
history file is received, the oldest history file is deleted.

Battery Information
________________________________________________________________|]
Your pager is designed to operate with a single AA-size
alkaline battery (carbon zinc batteries are not recom-
mended). See the diagram on the following page for the
battery door location.

To install or replace the battery, place the pager face
down and proceed as follows:

0 Unlock the battery door by sliding the door latch
away from the battery door.

0 Slide the battery door in the direction of the arrow
(toward the outer edge).

0 Lift the battery door away from the housing to
remove it. Lift the battery out of the battery compart-
ment, taking note of the positive (+) and negative (-)
markings on the battery and the pager housing.
