If you have a cellular phone, give your beeper number instead of your cellular number.

Then you can decide who to call back on your cellular phone without paying for
incoming calls.

If this option is enabled, and if 1 is displayed at the end of the message, either the
message was too long, or there was not enough memory to store the message.

Battery Information

alkaline battery. When the battery is low, the low-battery icon & is displayed between
the time and date on the standby screen. Change your battery within five days of
receiving a low-battery indication.

Note: Messages are not retained when replacing the battery. Please transcribe
any information that you may wish to retain.
