Step 1: Charging your Sony CLIE Handheld

Before you use your CLIE handheld for the first time, make sure to charge it.

You can charge your CLIE handheld by connecting the supplied AC
adapter directly to your CLIE handheld. The AC adapter requires a
110-240 V AC power supply.

It takes about 3 hours for your CLIE handheld to be fully charged for the
first time. Subsequent charges, if it is charged frequently, will require less

time.
