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How to avoid damage to the

e Do not line the oven with aluminium
foil and do not place baking trays,
pots, etc. on the oven floor, as the
heat that builds up will damage the
oven enamel.

e Fruit juices dripping from the baking
tray will leave stains, which you will
not be able to remove. For very moist
cakes, use a deep tray.

e Do not put any strain on the oven
door when open.

e Never pour water directly into the
oven when it is hot. This could cause
damage to or discolouration of the
enamel.

¢ Rough handling, especially around
the edges of the front panel, can
cause the glass to break.

e Do not store any flammable materi-
als inside the oven. These could ig-
nite when the oven is switched on.

e Do not store any moist foods inside
the oven. This could damage the
oven enamel.

e After switching off the cooling fan, do
not keep uncovered dishes in the ov-
en. Moisture may condense in the
oven interior or on the glass doors
and may get into the units.

necessary, for example, if a deeper
browning is required, or baking time
is too long, selecting a higher tem-
perature.

e |f you cannot find the settings for a
particular recipe, look for the one
that is most similar.

e |f baking cakes on baking trays or in
tins on more than one level, baking
time may be extended by 10-

15 minutes.

e Moist recipes (for example, pizzas,
fruit flans, etc.) are baked on one lev-
el.

e (Cakes and pastries at different
heights may brown at an uneven rate
at first. If this occurs, please do not
change the temperature setting.
Different rates of browning even out
as baking progresses.

e Your new oven may bake or roast dif-
ferently to your previous appliance.
So adapt your normal settings (tem-
perature, cooking times) and oven
shelf levels to the recommendations
in the following tables.

Any heat-resistant ovenware is suita-
ble to use for roasting (please read
the manufacturer's instructions).
Large roasting joints can be roasted
directly in the roasting tray or on
the oven shelf with the roasting
tray placed below it.

For all lean meats, we recommend
roasting these in a roasting tin
with a lid. This will keep the meat
more succulent.

All types of meat, that can be
browned or have crackling, can be
roasted in the roasting tin without
the lid.

Tips on using the roasting chart

The information given in the follow-
ing table is for guidance only.

We recommend cooking meat and
fish weighing 1 kg and above in
the oven.

To prevent escaping meat juices or
fat from burning on to the pan, we
recommend placing some liquid in
the roasting pan.

If required, turn the roast (after 1/2 -
2/3 of the cooking time).

Baste large roasts and poultry with
their juices several times during
roasting. This will give better roasting
results.

You can switch the oven off

about 10 minutes before the end of
the roasting time, in order to utilise
the residual heat.
