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Ergonomic Considerations

You will be using your computer as a portable device in a variety of environments. Whenever possible, you should attempt
to take account of the following ergonomic considerations for both stationary and portable environments:

Q Position of your computer — Place the computer directly in front of you (1). Keep your forearms horizontal (2), with your
wrists in a neutral, comfortable position (3) while using the keyboard, touch pad, or external mouse. Let your upper arms
hang naturally at your sides. Take frequent breaks while using your computer. Excessive use of the computer may strain

eyes, muscles, or tendons.

Q Furniture and posture — Sit in a chair with good back support. Adjust the level of the chair so your feet are flat on the
floor. A footrest may make you more comfortable. Sit in a relaxed, upright posture and avoid slouching forward or leaning

far backwards.
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O Viewing angle of the computer's display — Use the display's tilting feature to find the best position. You can reduce eye

strain and muscle fatigue by adjusting the tilt of the display to the proper position. Adjust the brightness level of the display
as well.

Q Lighting — Choose a location where windows and lights do not cause glare and reflection on the display. Use indirect
lighting to avoid bright spots on the display. Proper lighting adds to your comfort and work efficiency.

Q Positioning an external display — When using an external display, set the display at a comfortable viewing distance.
Make sure the display screen is at eye level or slightly lower when you are sitting in front of the monitor.

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About the Indicator Lights

Your computer is equipped with the following indicator lights:

Indicator Functions

Power () llluminates in green when the computer is on, blinks slowly in orange while the computer is in Sleep mode, and
turns off when the computer is off or in Hibernate mode.

Charge »{ ] llluminates while the battery pack is charging. See Charging the Battery Pack (page 23) for more information.

Built-in MOTION EYE camera llluminates while the built-in MOTION EYE camera is in use.

Media Access llluminates while data is being read from or written to a memory card. (Do not place the computer into Sleep

mode or turn it off when this indicator is lit.) When the indicator is unlit, the memory card is not in use.

llluminates while the drive is reading or writing data. Do not place the computer into Sleep mode or turn it off

Hard disk drive 8 when this indicator is lit.

Press the Fn+Num Lk keys to activate the numeric keypad. Press it a second time to deactivate the numeric

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Charging the Battery Pack

The battery pack supplied with your computer is not fully charged at the time of delivery.

To charge the battery pack
1 Install the battery pack.

2 Connect the computer to a power source with the AC adapter.
The charge indicator light turns on while the battery pack is charging. When the battery pack charges close to the
maximum charge level you selected with the battery charge functions, the charge indicator turns off. To select your desired
maximum charge level, see Using the Battery Charge Functions (page 25).

Lit in orange The battery pack is charging.

Blinks along with the green power The battery pack is running out of power. (Normal

Charge the battery pack as described in this manual from your first battery charge.
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Keep the battery pack in your computer while it is directly connected to AC power. The battery pack continues to charge while you are using the
computer.

If the battery charge level falls below 10%, you should either connect the AC adapter to recharge the battery pack or shut down your computer and
install a fully charged battery pack.

Your computer is supplied with a lithium ion battery pack and can be recharged any time. Charging a partially discharged battery pack does not affect
the life of battery.

While some software applications or peripheral devices are in use, your computer may not enter Hibernate mode even when the remaining battery life
is short. To avoid loss of data when using battery power, you should save your data frequently and manually activate a power management mode, such
as Sleep or Hibernate.

If the battery pack wears out when the computer enters Sleep mode, you will lose all unsaved data. Going back to the previous work state is impossible.
To avoid loss of data, you should save your data frequently.

When your computer is directly connected to AC power and has a battery pack installed, it uses power from the AC outlet.
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Using the Battery Charge Functions

You can customize the current battery charging method using the Battery Charge Functions: the battery care function and
the quick charge function. The battery care function makes the life of battery longer, and the quick charge function allows you
to charge your battery pack quickly.

The quick charge function is intended to speed up battery charging while your computer is in Sleep or Hibernate mode or off. It does not reduce the
battery charge time while the computer is in Normal mode.

To enable the battery care function and the quick charge function

Click Start, All Programs, and VAIO Control Center.

Click Power Management and then Battery Charge Functions.

Click to select the Enable Quick Charge Function check box in the right pane and click Apply.
Click Advanced.

Click to select the Enable Battery Care Function check box.

Select the desired maximum charge level.

Click OK.

To check the battery charge capacity

Follow steps 1 and 2 in To enable the battery care function and the quick charge function above, click Advanced, and
check detailed information. If the battery charge capacity is low, replace the battery pack with a new genuine Sony battery
pack.

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Using the Keyboard

Your keyboard is very similar to a desktop computer keyboard, but has additional keys that perform model-specific tasks.

Combinations and Functions with the Fn Key

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Using the Pointing Device

The keyboard contains a cursor-pointing device, the pointing stick (1). You can point to, select, drag, and scroll objects on
the screen using the pointing stick in combination with the buttons located below the space bar.

The pointer (2) moves in the direction that you push the pointing stick. The stronger you push the pointing stick, the faster
moves the pointer.

Point Push the pointing stick to place the pointer on an item or object.

Click Press the left button (3) or tap on the pointing stick once.

Right-click Press the right button (5) once. In many applications, this action displays a shortcut menu.

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Using the Built-in MOTION EYE Camera

Turning on the computer activates the built-in MOTION EYE camera. Video conference is possible with the appropriate
software.

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The communication speed varies depending on the distance between communication devices, existence of obstacles between such devices, the device
configuration, the radio conditions, and the software in use.

The communication range varies depending on the actual distance between communication devices, existence of obstacles between such devices, the
radio conditions, the ambient environment that includes existence of walls and materials of such walls, and the software in use.

Actual communication speed may not be as fast as the one displayed on your computer.

Deploying IEEE 802.11b and IEEE 802.11g products on the same wireless network may reduce the communication speed due to radio interference.

Taking this into consideration, the IEEE 802.11¢ products are designed to reduce the communication speed to ensure communications with
IEEE 802.11b products. When the communication speed is not as fast as expected, changing the wireless channel on the access point may increase
the communication speed.

The noise canceling headphones are equipped with a built-in microphone that catches ambient noise and outputs an

antiphase sound to reduce the noise.

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Before You Use the Noise Canceling Headphones

O You can enable the noise canceling function only when the supplied noise canceling headphones are connected to the
headphones jack that supports this function.

Q The noise canceling function does not work on sound output with the following devices:
Q External speakers
a Headphones without the noise canceling function
A Sound output devices connected to your computer via a Bluetooth connection

Q The noise canceling function cannot be fully in effect unless you properly wear the headphones. Be sure to fit earpieces
of the headphones tightly into your ears.

If you feel that the noise canceling function has little effect, adjust the earbud position in the earpieces of the noise
canceling headphones or replace the earbuds with a pair in another size. A pair of medium-size earbuds is attached to
the earpieces by default and there should be an extra pair in each small and large sizes supplied with the headphones.

Once you have set the power-on password, you will be prompted to enter the password after the VAIO logo appears to start
your computer.

There are two types of the power-on passwords: the machine password and the user password. The machine password is
provided for users with administrative rights on the computer to change all the setup options in the BIOS setup screen, as
well as to start the computer. The user password is provided for the standard users to allow for changing some of the BIOS
setup options, as well as starting the computer. To set the user password, you must first set the machine password.

Once you have set the power-on password, you cannot start your computer without entering the password. Be sure not to forget the password. Write
down your password and keep it safe and private from other people.

If you forget the power-on password and need assistance to reset it, a password reset fee will be charged, and your computer may need to be sent in
for service to reset the password.

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Handling the LCD Screen

Q Do not leave the LCD screen facing the sun. This could damage the LCD screen. Be careful when using your computer
near a window.

Q Do not scratch the surface of the LCD screen or exert pressure on it. This could cause a malfunction.

Q Using your computer in low temperature conditions may produce a residual image on the LCD screen. This is not a
malfunction. When the computer returns to normal temperature, the screen returns to normal.

Q A residual image may appear on the LCD screen if the same image is displayed for a long period of time. The residual
image disappears after a while. You can use a screen saver to prevent residual images.

Q The LCD screen becomes warm during operation. This is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

Q The LCD screen is manufactured using high-precision technology. You may, however, see tiny black points and/or bright
points (red, blue, or green) that continuously appear on the LCD screen. This is a normal result of the manufacturing
process and does not indicate a malfunction.

Q Avoid rubbing the LCD screen. This could damage the screen. Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe the surface of the LCD screen.

Q Do not change the LCD screen orientation setting in the Tablet PC Settings window even when there are change options
available for selection, as this may make your computer unstable. Sony assumes no liability for any malfunctions arising
from changes to the settings.

Q See the online specifications to check the power operation of your model.
Q Do not share the AC outlet with other power-consuming equipment, such as a photocopier or a shredder.

QO We advise not to use your computer while you are standing or walking as it may cause the computer to slip out of your
hands, resulting in damage.

Q Provide adequate air circulation to prevent internal overheating. Do not place your computer on porous surfaces such as
rugs, blankets, couches, or beds, or near materials such as curtains or draperies that may block its air vents. In case you
use the computer on your lap, make sure that the air vents are free for optimal cooling efficiency and performance.

O Your computer uses high-frequency radio signals and may cause interference to radio or TV reception. If this occurs,
relocate the computer a suitable distance away from the set.

Q Do not open the shutter manually and touch the internal components of the floppy disk.
O Keep floppy disks away from magnets.

O Keep floppy disks away from direct sunlight and other sources of heat.

Keep floppy disks away from any liquid. Do not let them get wet. When you are not using your floppy disk, always remove
it from the floppy disk drive and put it in a storage case.

If the floppy disk comes with a label, make sure that the label is properly affixed. If the edge of the label is curled up, the
label may stick to the inside of the floppy disk drive and cause a malfunction or damage your floppy disk.

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Handling Discs

QO Do not touch the surface of the disc.

Q Fingerprints and dust on the surface of a disc may cause read errors. Always hold the disc by its edges and central hole,
as shown below:

Q Proper care of the disc is essential to its continuous reliability. Do not use solvents (such as benzine, thinner, alcohol,
commercially available cleaners, or anti-static spray) which may cause damage to the disc.

Q For normal cleaning, hold the disc by its edges and use a soft cloth to wipe the surface from the center out.

Q If the disc is badly soiled, moisten a soft cloth with water, wring it out well, and use it to wipe the surface of the disc from
the center out. Wipe off any remaining moisture with a dry soft cloth.

O Never affix an adhesive label to a disc. This will affect the use of the disc and may result in irreparable damage.

Q Do not leave battery packs in temperatures above 140°F (60°C), such as in a car parked in the sun or under direct
sunlight.

Q Battery life is shorter in a cold environment. This is due to decreased battery efficiency at low temperatures.

Q Charge battery packs at temperatures between 59°F to 86°F (15°C to 30°C). Lower temperatures require longer charging
time.

Q For safety reasons, battery charging may be suspended at higher or lower temperatures.
O Do not charge the battery pack in any way other than as described in this user guide or as designated by Sony in writing.

Q For your safety, Sony recommends using the genuine Sony battery pack and AC adapter that are provided with this
product.

What should | do if my computer does not start?

Q Make sure your computer is securely plugged into a power source and turned on and the power indicator light is lit.
O Make sure the battery pack is installed properly and charged.

Q Disconnect all connected USB devices, if any.

If your computer is plugged into a power strip or an uninterruptible power supply (UPS), make sure the power strip or UPS
is plugged into a power source and turned on.

If you are using an external display, make sure it is plugged into a power source and turned on. Make sure the brightness
and contrast controls are adjusted correctly. See the manual that came with your display for more information.

Q Unplug the AC adapter and remove the battery pack. Wait three to five minutes. Reinstall the battery pack, plug the AC
adapter, and then slide the power switch (in the direction of I> on the switch) to turn on your computer.

@ Condensation may cause your computer to malfunction. If this occurs, do not use the computer for at least one hour.

O Check that you are using the supplied Sony AC adapter. For your safety, use only the genuine Sony rechargeable battery
pack and AC adapter, which are supplied by Sony for your VAIO computer.
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What should | do if the green power indicator light turns on but my screen remains blank?
Q Press the Alt+F4 keys several times to close the application window. An application error may have occurred.
Q Press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and Restart.

Q Slide (in the direction of I> on the switch) and hold the power switch for more than four seconds to shut down your
computer. Unplug the AC adapter and leave the computer for about five minutes. Then plug the AC adapter and turn on
the computer again.

!
Turning off your computer with the power switch or the Gtrl+Alt+Delete keys may cause loss of unsaved data.
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What should | do if my computer or software stops responding?

Q If your computer stops responding while a software application is running, press the Alt+F4 keys to close the application
window.

Q If the Alt+F4 keys do not work, click Start, the arrow next to the Lock button, and Shut Down to turn off your computer.

0 If your computer does not turn off, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow @ next to the Shut down button

and Shut Down.
If the Windows Security window appears, click Shut Down.

!
Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys or the power switch may cause loss of unsaved data.

Q If your computer still does not turn off, slide (in the direction of I> on the switch) and hold the power switch until the
computer turns off.

Q Unplug the AC adapter and remove the battery pack. Wait three to five minutes. Reinstall the battery pack, plug the AC
adapter, and then slide the power switch (in the direction of I> on the switch) to turn on your computer.

Q Try reinstalling the software.
Q Contact the software publisher or designated provider for technical support.
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Why doesn't my computer enter Sleep or Hibernate mode?

Your computer may become unstable if the operating mode is changed before the computer completely enters Sleep or
Hibernate mode.

To restore your computer to Normal mode
1 Close all open programs.
2 Click Start, the arrow next to the Lock button, and Restart.

3 If your computer does not restart, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and
Restart.

4 |If this procedure does not work, slide (in the direction of > on the switch) and hold the power switch until the computer
turns off.

!
Turning off your computer with the power switch may cause loss of unsaved data.

What should | do if the charge indicator light is blinking fast and my computer does not
start?

Q This problem could be due to the battery pack not being installed properly. To resolve this problem, turn off your computer
and remove the battery pack. Then reinstall the battery pack to the computer again. For details, see Installing the
Battery Pack (page 21).

Q If the problem persists after performing the above, it means the installed battery pack is not compatible. Remove the
battery pack and contact an authorized Sony Service Center. To find the nearest center or agent, see Sony Support
Information (page 159).
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What should | do if a message appears notifying of either incompatibility or the improper
installation of the battery pack and my computer then enters Hibernate mode?

QO This problem could be due to the battery pack not being installed properly. To resolve this problem, turn off your computer
and remove the battery pack. Then reinstall the battery pack to the computer again. For details, see Installing the
Battery Pack (page 21).

Q If the problem persists after performing the above, it means the installed battery pack is not compatible. Remove the
battery pack and contact an authorized Sony Service Center. To find the nearest center or agent, see Sony Support
Information (page 159).

Why does the System Properties window display a slower CPU speed than the
maximum?

This is normal. Because your computer's CPU utilizes a type of CPU speed controlling technology for power conservation
purposes, System Properties may display the current CPU speed instead of the maximum speed.

What should I do if Windows does not accept my password and returns a message, Enter
Onetime Password?

If you enter a wrong power-on password three times consecutively, the Enter Onetime Password message appears and
Windows will not start. Slide (in the direction of B> on the switch) and hold the power switch for more than four seconds to
check that the power indicator light turns off. Wait for 10 or 15 seconds, then restart your computer and enter the correct
password. When entering the password, check that the Num lock and Caps lock indicators are unlit. If both or either of the
lights is lit, press and hold the Fn key and press the Num Lk key or simply press the Caps Lock key to turn off the indicator
before entering the password.
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What should | do if my game software does not work or it keeps crashing?
Q Check the web site of the game if there are any patches or updates to download.
QO Make sure you have installed the latest video driver.

@ On some VAIO models, the graphics memory is shared with the system. The optimal graphic performance in this case is
not guaranteed.

What should | do if | cannot remember the power-on password?

If you have forgotten the power-on password, contact an authorized Sony Service Center to reset it. A reset fee will be
charged. To find the nearest center or agent, see Sony Support Information (page 159).

How can | change the boot device order?

You can use one of the BIOS functions to change the boot device order. Follow these steps:
1 Turn on your computer.

2 Press the F2 key when the VAIO logo appears.
The BIOS setup screen appears. If not, restart the computer and press the F2 key several times when the VAIO logo
appears.

Press the <= or =p key to select Boot.
Press the 4 or ¥ key to select the drive whose boot device order you want to change.
Press the F5 or F6 key to change the boot device order.
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Press the <= or = key to select Exit, select Exit Setup, and then press the Enter key.
At the confirmation prompt, press the Enter key.
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Why doesn't my screen turn off after the automatic turn-off time has passed?

The VAIO original screen saver disables the timer setting, which you can select using the Windows power options, for your
screen to turn off.
Select a screen saver other than the VAIO original screen saver.

What should I do if | cannot boot my computer from the external device connected to the
computer?

To boot your computer from the external device, for example the USB floppy disk drive and the USB optical disc drive, you
need to change the boot device.

Turn on your computer and press the F11 key when the VAIO logo appears.
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How do | reduce the volume of the recovery partition?

Your built-in storage device™ contains the recovery partition where data for the system recovery is stored. If your computer
includes a built-in flash memory storage drive, you might want to reduce the volume of the recovery partition by following
these steps:

See the online specifications to find out about your storage device configuration.

1 Insert the recovery disc into an external optical disc drive (not supplied) while your computer is on, turn off the computer,
and then turn it on once again.

2 Press the F11 key when the VAIO logo appears during the startup process.

Select your keyboard layout from the drop-down list and click Next.
Select your operating system and click Next.

How can | protect my computer against security threats, such as viruses?

The Microsoft Windows operating system is preinstalled on your computer. The best way to protect your computer against
security threats, such as viruses, is to download and install the latest Windows updates regularly.

You can get important Windows updates by doing the following:

Your computer must be connected to the Internet to download the updates.

1 Connect to the Internet.
2 Double-click the Windows Security Alerts icon on the taskbar.
3 Follow the on-screen instructions to set up automatic or scheduled updates.

How do | keep my antivirus software updated?

You can keep the Microsoft Windows Live OneCare software program current with the latest updates from Microsoft
Corporation.

To download and install the latest security updates, follow these steps:

Your computer must be connected to the Internet to download the updates.

Click Start, All Programs, and Windows Live OneCare.
Click Check for Updates in the Protection Plus section.
The Windows Live OneCare Updates balloon appears on the taskbar.
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Follow the on-screen instructions to download updates.
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Battery

How do | find the battery charging status?
See Charging the Battery Pack (page 23).

When is my computer using AC power?
When your computer is directly connected to the AC adapter, it uses AC power, even if the battery pack is installed.

When should | recharge the battery pack?

Q When the battery charge level falls below 10%.

O When both the charge and power indicator lights blink.

Q When you have not used the battery pack for a long period of time.

When should | replace the battery pack?
If the battery pack quickly runs out of power after fully charged, it may be reaching the end of its life and should be replaced.
To check the battery charge capacity, see To check the battery charge capacity (page 25).
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Should | be concerned that the installed battery pack is warm?

No, it is normal for the battery pack to be warm when it is powering your computer.

Can my computer enter Hibernate mode while using battery power?

Your computer can enter Hibernate mode while using battery power, but some software programs and peripheral devices
prevent the system from entering Hibernate mode. If you are using a program that prevents the system from entering
Hibernate mode, save your data frequently to avoid losing data. See Using Hibernate Mode (page 99) for information on
how you can manually activate Hibernate mode.
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Built-in MOTION EYE Camera

Why does the viewer window show no images or poor-quality images?

Q The built-in MOTION EYE camera cannot be shared by more than one software application. If another software
application is using the camera, exit the application before using the built-in MOTION EYE camera.

Q The viewer window may show some noise, for example horizontal streaks, if you view a rapid-moving object. This is
normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

Q If the problem persists, restart your computer.

Why are captured images poor in quality?
Q The images captured under the fluorescent light may show reflections of light.
Q A dark portion in captured images may appear as a noise.

Q If the lens protection cover is dirty, you cannot take a clear shot. Clean the cover. See Handling the Built-in MOTION
EYE Camera (page 110).

Why do captured images contain dropped frames and audio interruptions?

Q The effect settings on your software application may cause dropped frames. See the help file included with your software
application for more information.

O There may be more software applications running than your computer can handle. Exit the applications that you are not
currently using.

Q The power management function of your computer may be active. Check the CPU performance.
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Why does movie playback show dropped frames when my computer is running on the
battery?

The battery pack is running out of power. Connect your computer to an AC power source.

Why do the images captured by the built-in MOTION EYE camera flicker?

This problem occurs when you use the camera under fluorescent lights due to the mismatch between lighting output
frequency and shutter speed.

To reduce flicker noise, change the direction of the camera or the brightness of camera images. In some software
applications, you can set an appropriate value to one of the camera properties (e.g. light source, flicker, etc.) to eliminate
flicker noise.

Why is the video input from the built-in MOTION EYE camera suspended for a few
seconds?

The video input may be suspended for a few seconds if:

Q a shortcut key with the Fn key is used.

Q the CPU load increases.

This is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

What should | do if my computer becomes unstable when it enters a power saving mode
while the built-in MOTION EYE camera is in use?
Q Do not place your computer into Sleep or Hibernate mode while you are using the built-in MOTION EYE camera.

Q If your computer automatically enters Sleep or Hibernate mode, change the corresponding power saving mode setting.
To change the setting, see Using the Power Saving Modes (page 96).
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Networking

What should | do if my computer cannot connect to a wireless LAN access point?

QO You need to connect the display/LAN adapter (supplied with selected models only) to your computer before configuring
or accessing your network.

@ Connection capability is affected by distance and obstructions. You may need to move your computer away from
obstructions or closer to any access point you may be using.

Q Make sure the WIRELESS switch is on and the WIRELESS indicator light is lit on your computer.
O Make sure power to the access point is on.
O Follow these steps to check the settings:
1 Click Start and Control Panel.
2 Click View network status and tasks under Network and Internet.
3 Click Connect to a network to confirm that your access point is selected.
Q Make sure the encryption key is correct.

O Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting
any other option may result in a communication failure. To change the settings, follow these steps:

Right-click the power status icon on the taskbar and select Power Options.
Click Change plan settings under the current power plan.

Click Change advanced power settings.

Select the Advanced settings tab.

Double-click Wireless Adapter Settings and Power Saving Mode.
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Select Maximum Performance from the drop-down list both for On battery and Plugged in.
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What should | do if | cannot access the Internet?

O Check the access point settings. See the manual that came with your access point for more information.
Make sure your computer and the access point are connected to one another.

Move your computer away from obstacles or closer to any access point you may be using.

Make sure your computer is properly configured for Internet access.

Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should | do if my computer cannot
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 136) to change the settings.

Why is the data transfer speed slow?

Q The wireless LAN data transfer speed is affected by distance and obstructions between devices and access points. Other
factors include device configurations, radio conditions, and software compatibility. To maximize the data transfer speed,
move your computer away from obstacles or closer to any access point you may be using.

Q If you are using a wireless LAN access point, the device may be temporarily overloaded depending on how many other
devices are communicating via the access point.

Q If your access point interferes with other access points, change the access point channel. See the manual that came with
your access point for more information.

QO Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should | do if my computer cannot
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 136) to change the settings.
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How do | avoid data transfer interruptions?

Q When your computer is connected to an access point, data transfer interruptions may occur if a large file is exchanged or
the computer is placed in close proximity to microwaves and cordless telephones.

Move your computer closer to the access point.
Make sure the access point connection is intact.
Change the access point channel. See the manual that came with your access point for more information.

Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should | do if my computer cannot
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 136) to change the settings.

What are channels?

Q Wireless LAN communication uses divided frequency bands known as channels. Third-party wireless LAN access point
channels may be preset to different channels from Sony devices.

Q If you are using a wireless LAN access point, see connectivity information contained in the manual that came with your
access point.

Why does the network connection stop when | change the encryption key?

Two computers with the wireless LAN function may lose a peer-to-peer network connection if the encryption key is changed.
You can either change the encryption key back to the original profile or re-enter the key on both computers so the key
matches.
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Bluetooth Technology

What should | do if other Bluetooth devices cannot find my computer?

O Make sure both devices have the Bluetooth function enabled.
Q If the WIRELESS indicator light is unlit, turn on the WIRELESS switch.

Q You cannot use the Bluetooth function when your computer is in a power saving mode. Bring the computer back to Normal
mode, then turn on the WIRELESS switch.

Q Yourcomputer and the device may be too far apart. Wireless Bluetooth technology works best when the devices are within
33 feet (10 meters) of each other.

Why can't my computer find other Bluetooth devices?

If the connected device is also connected to other devices, it may not appear in the Bluetooth Devices window or you may
not be able to communicate with the device.

What should | do if | cannot find the Bluetooth device | want to communicate with?

@ Check that the Bluetooth function of the device you want to communicate with is on. See the other device's manual for
more information.

Q If the device you want to communicate with is already communicating with another Bluetooth device, it may not be found
or it may not be able to communicate with your computer.

Q To allow other Bluetooth devices to communicate with your computer, follow these steps:
1 Click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, Bluetooth Devices, and Bluetooth Settings.
2 Click the Options tab and select the Allow Bluetooth devices to find this computer check box.

What should | do if other Bluetooth devices cannot connect to my computer?

O Make sure the other devices are authenticated.

Q To allow other Bluetooth devices to communicate with your computer, follow these steps:
1 Click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, Bluetooth Devices, and Bluetooth Settings.
2 Click the Options tab and select the Allow Bluetooth devices to find this computer check box.

Q The data transfer distance can be shorter than 33 feet (10 meters) depending on existing obstacles between the two
devices, on radio wave quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move your computer and Bluetooth
devices closer to each other.

Q If the device you want to communicate with is already communicating with another Bluetooth device, it may not be found
or it may not be able to communicate with your computer.

@ Check that the Bluetooth function of the device you want to communicate with is on. See the other device's manual for
more information.
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Why is my Bluetooth connection slow?

Q The data transfer speed depends on the obstructions and/or the distance between the two devices, on the radio wave
quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move your computer and Bluetooth devices closer to each
other.

Q The 2.4 GHz radio frequency used by Bluetooth and wireless LAN devices is also used by other devices. Bluetooth
devices incorporate technology that minimizes interference from other devices using the same wavelength, however,
communication speed and connection range may be reduced. Interference from other devices may also stop
communications altogether.

@ Connection capability is affected by distance and obstructions. You may need to move your computer away from obstacles
or closer to the device to which it is connected.

Q Identify and remove obstacles between your computer and the device to which it is connected.

O Note that large files may occasionally be corrupted during continuous transfer due to limitations of the Bluetooth standard
and electromagnetic interference in the environment.

Why can't | use the services supported by the connected Bluetooth device?

Connection is only possible for services also supported by the computer with the Bluetooth function. For more details, search
for Bluetooth information using Windows Help and Support. To open Windows Help and Support, click Start and Help
and Support.

Can | use a device with Bluetooth technology on airplanes?

With Bluetooth technology, your computer transmits a radio frequency of 2.4 GHz. Sensitive locations, such as hospitals and
airplanes, may have restrictions on use of Bluetooth devices to avoid radio interference. Check with facility staff to see if use
of the Bluetooth function on the computer is permitted.
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Why can't | use the Bluetooth function when | log onto my computer as a user with a
standard user account?

The Bluetooth function may not be available to a user with a standard user account on your computer. Log onto the computer
as a user with administrative rights.

Why can't | use the Bluetooth devices when | switch users?

If you switch users without logging off your system, the Bluetooth devices will not work. Be sure to log off before switching
users. To log off your system, click Start, the arrow next to the Lock button, and Log Off.

Why can't | exchange business card data with a mobile phone?

The business card exchange function is not supported.
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Display
Why did my screen go blank?

Q Your computer screen may go blank if the computer loses power or enters a power saving mode (Sleep or Hibernate). If
the computer is in LCD (Video) Sleep mode, press any key to bring the computer back into Normal mode. See Using the
Power Saving Modes (page 96) for more information.

O Make sure your computer is securely plugged into a power source and turned on and the power indicator light is lit.

Q If your computer is using battery power, make sure the battery pack is installed properly and is charged. See Using the
Battery Pack (page 21) for more information.

Q If the display output is directed to the external display, press the Fn+F7 keys. See Combinations and Functions with
the Fn Key (page 30) for more information.
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Why doesn't my screen display a video?

Q If the display output is directed to the external display and the external display is disconnected, you cannot display a video
on your computer screen. Stop video playback, change the display output to the computer screen, and then restart video
playback. See Selecting Display Modes (page 75) for changing the display output. Alternatively, you can press the
Fn+F7 keys to change the display output. See Combinations and Functions with the Fn Key (page 30) for more
information.

Q The video memory of your computer may be insufficient for displaying high resolution videos. In this case, lower the
resolution of the LCD screen.

To change the screen resolution, follow these steps:

1 Right-click on the desktop and select Personalize.

2 Click Display Settings.

3 Move the slider under Resolution to the left to reduce or to the right to increase the screen resolution.

You can check the total amount of the graphics and video memory available. Right-click on the desktop, select Personalize, and click Display Settings,
Advanced Settings, and the Adaptor tab. The displayed value may be different from the actual amount of memory on your computer.

What should | do if my screen is dark?

Press the Fn+F6 keys to brighten your computer screen.
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What should | do if the LCD brightness of my screen changes?

The LCD brightness setting, adjusted with the Fn+F5/F6 keys, is temporary and may be restored to the original setting when
your computer returns to Normal mode from Sleep or Hibernate mode. To save your preference for the brightness, follow
these steps:

1 Right-click the power status icon on the taskbar and select Power Options.
Click Change plan settings under the current power plan.

Click Change advanced power settings.

Select the Advanced settings tab.

Double-click Display.

Adjust the LCD brightness setting in the item for brightness adjustment.

What should | do if the external display remains blank?

If you cannot change the display output with the Fn+F7 keys, you need to change the settings for the external display with

the VAIO Control Center. To change the settings, launch the VAIO Control Center, select the control item for the external
display, and then click to select the check box for changing the options to detect the external display. Then, use the Fn+F7
keys to change the display output.

Why isn't Windows Aero running?

The Windows Aero features are disabled by default on your computer. Performance of your computer will not be guaranteed
if you enable the features.
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Printing

What should | do if | cannot print a document?
0 Make sure your printer is on, and the printer cable is securely connected to the ports on the printer and your computer.
O Make sure your printer is compatible with the Windows operating system installed on your computer.

O You may need to install the printer driver software before you use your printer. See the manual that came with your printer
for more information.

Q If your printer is not functioning after your computer resumes from a power saving mode (Sleep or Hibernate), then restart
the computer.

Q If the bidirectional communication functions are provided with your printer, disabling the functions on your computer may
enable printing. Follow these steps:

Click Start and Control Panel.

Click Printer under Hardware and Sound.

Right-click the printer icon and select Properties.

Click the Ports tab.

Click to cancel the Enable bidirectional support check box.
Click OK.

This disables the bidirectional communication functions of the printer, such as data transfer, status monitoring, and
remote panel.
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Microphone

What should | do if my microphone does not work?

Q Your computer is not equipped with the microphone jack. You cannot use an external microphone.

Q Your sound input device may have been incorrectly configured. To configure the sound input device, follow these steps:
1 Close all open programs.

Click Start and Control Panel.

Click Hardware and Sound.

Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

On the Recording tab, select the desired device for sound input and click Set Default.
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How can | prevent microphone feedback?

Microphone feedback occurs when the microphone receives the sound from a sound output device, such as a speaker.
To prevent this problem:

Q Keep the microphone away from a sound output device.

Q Turn down the volume of the speakers and the microphone.

What should | do if my computer does not recognize my mouse?

0 Make sure your mouse is securely plugged into the port.
Q Restart your computer with your mouse connected.

What should | do if the pointer does not move when | use my mouse?

Q Make sure another mouse is not connected.
Q Ifthe pointer does not move while a software application is running, press the Alt+F4 keys to close the application window.

Q If the Alt+F4 keys do not work, press the Windows key once and then the =¥ key several times, select Restart with the
4 or ¥ key, and press the Enter key to restart your computer.

Q If your computer does not restart, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys, select the arrow next to the Shut down button with the
¥ and =» keys and then Restart with the 4 or ¥ key, and press the Enter key to restart your computer.

What should | do if my external speakers do not work?

Q If you are using a program that has its own volume control, make sure the volume control is properly set. See the
program's help file for more information.

Make sure your speakers are properly connected and the volume is turned up loud enough to hear sound.
Make sure your speakers are designed for computer use.

If your speakers have a muting button, set the button to off.

The volume may have been turned off by the Fn+F2 keys. Press them once again.
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The volume may have been minimized by the Fn+F3 keys. Keep pressing the Fn+F4 keys to turn up the volume loud
enough to hear sound.
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If your speakers require external power, make sure the speakers are connected to a power source. See the manual that
came with your speakers for more information.

Q Check the Windows volume controls by clicking the volume icon on the taskbar.

Q Your sound output device may have been incorrectly configured. To change the sound output device, see How do |
change the sound output device? (page 154).
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What should | do if | do not hear sound from the built-in speakers?

Q If you are using a program that has its own volume control, make sure the volume control is properly set. See the
program's help file for more information.

Q The volume may have been turned off by the Fn+F2 keys. Press them once again.

Q The volume may have been minimized by the Fn+F3 keys. Keep pressing the Fn+F4 keys to turn up the volume loud
enough to hear sound.

Q Check the Windows volume controls by clicking the volume icon on the taskbar.

Q Your sound output device may have been incorrectly configured. To change the sound output device, see How do |
change the sound output device? (page 154).
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Pointing Device

What should | do if my pointing device does not work?

Q You may have disabled the pointing device before connecting a mouse to your computer. See Using the Pointing Device
(page 32).

Make sure that a mouse is not connected to your computer.

If the pointer does not move while a software application is running, press the Alt+F4 keys to close the application window.
If the Alt+F4 keys do not work, click Start, the arrow next to the Lock button, and Restart to restart your computer.

If your computer does not restart, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and
Restart.
If the Windows Security window appears, click Restart.

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Keyboard

What should | do if the keyboard configuration is wrong?

The language layout of your computer's keyboard is labeled on the packaging box. If you choose a different regional keyboard
when you complete the Windows setup, the key configuration will be mismatched.
To change the keyboard configuration, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.
2 Click Clock, Language, and Region, and click Regional and Language Options.
3 Change the settings as desired.

What should | do if | cannot enter certain characters with the keyboard?

If you cannot enter U, I, O, P, J, K, L, M, and so on, the Num Lk key may be activated. Check that the Num lock indicator
light is unlit. If the Num lock indicator is lit, press the Num Lk key to turn it off before entering these characters.
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Floppy Disks

Why doesn't the Safely Remove Hardware icon appear on the taskbar when the drive is
connected?

Your computer does not recognize the floppy disk drive. First, make sure the USB cable is properly connected to the USB
port. If you need to secure the connection, wait a few moments for the computer to recognize the drive. If the icon still does
not appear, follow these steps:

1 Close all programs that are accessing the floppy disk drive.

Wait for the indicator light on the floppy disk drive to turn off.

Push the eject button to remove the disk, and disconnect the USB floppy disk drive from your computer.
Reconnect the floppy disk drive by plugging the USB cable into the USB port.
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Restart the computer by clicking Start, the arrow next to the Lock button, and Restart.

What should | do if | cannot write data to a floppy disk?
O Make sure the floppy disk is properly inserted in the drive.

Q If the disk is inserted properly and you are still unable to write data to it, the disk may be full or write-protected. You can
either use a floppy disk that is not write-protected or disable the write-protect feature.
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Audio/Video

How do | turn off the Windows startup sound?
To turn off the Windows startup sound, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

Click Hardware and Sound.

Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

On the Sounds tab, click to cancel the Play Windows Startup sound check box.
Click OK.
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How do | change the sound output device?

If you do not hear sound from the device connected to a port, such as the USB port, HDMI output port, optical output port, or
headphones jack, you need to change the device for sound output.

1 Close all open programs.

Click Start and Control Panel.

Click Hardware and Sound.

Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

On the Playback tab, select the desired device for sound output and click Set Default.

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What should | do if | find dropped frames during video playback?

If the video playback window is overlaid with another window, you may encounter dropped frames or find playback
performance degraded. Move the video playback window to where it will be unlikely to be overlaid with another window or
maximize the video playback window.

What should | do if | do not hear the sound from the sound output device connected to the
HDMI output port, optical output port, or headphones jack?

O You need to change the sound output device if you want to hear sound from the device connected to a port, such as the
HDMI output port, optical output port, or headphones jack. For the detailed procedure, see How do | change the sound
output device? (page 154).

Q If you still hear no sound from the sound output device, follow these steps:
1 Follow steps 1 to 4 in How do | change the sound output device? (page 154).
On the Playback tab, select the HDMI or S/PDIF icon and click Properties.
Click the Advanced tab.
Select the sample rate and bit depth (for example, 48000 Hz, 16 bit) which the device supports.
Click OK.
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Why do sound interruptions and/or dropped frames occur when | play high-definition
videos, such as those recorded with the AVCHD digital video camcorder?
Playing high-definition videos requires substantial hardware resources, such as CPU, GPU, or system memory performance

on your computer. During the video playback, some operations and/or functions may become unavailable, and sound
interruptions, dropped frames, and playback failure may occur depending on your hardware specifications.
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Memory Card

What should | do if | cannot find any memory card icons in the Computer window?

The Memory Stick Duo icon and the SD / MMC icon do not appear in the Computer window before you insert either of the
media. Insert a Memory Stick or a memory card. It may take some time but both icons eventually appear in the Computer
window.

What should | do if | cannot use a Memory Stick that was formatted on a VAIO computer
on other devices?
You may need to reformat your Memory Stick.

Formatting a Memory Stick erases all data, including music data previously saved on it. Before you reformat a Memory Stick,
back up important data and confirm that the Memory Stick does not contain files you want to keep.

1 Copy the data from the Memory Stick onto your built-in storage device to save data or images.
2 Format the Memory Stick by following the steps in To format a Memory Stick (page 43).

Why can't | save music files onto my Memory Stick?
Copyright protected music can only be checked out to the Memory Stick with the MagicGate logo.

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Can | copy images from a digital camera using a Memory Stick?

Some versions of the Memory Stick are equipped with an erasure prevention switch to protect data from accidental erasure
or overwriting. Make sure the erasure prevention switch is off.

For example, if you are using a digital
camera, check if the battery is charged. If you are using a printer, check if the power cable is connected properly to the
AC outlet.

The driver could be installed to the specific port you used the first time you
connected the device.

Q See the manual that came with your USB device for more information. You may need to install software before you connect
the device.

Q Try connecting a simple, low-powered device such as a mouse to test if the port is working at all.
