When not using your camcorder for a
long time

If moisture starts to condense, your camcorder
sometimes cannot detect condensation. If this
happens, the cassette is sometimes not gected
for 10 seconds after the cassette lid is opened.

Note on moisture condensation

Moisture may condense when you bring your

camcorder from a cold place into awarm place

(or vice versa) or when you use your camcorder

in a humid place as shown below.

How to prevent moisture condensation
When you bring your camcorder from a cold
place into awarm place, put your camcorder in
aplastic bag and sedl it tightly. Remove the bag
when the air temperature inside the plastic bag
has reached the surrounding temperature (after
about 1 hour).
