Precautions

On safety

« Should any solid objects or liquid fall into the CD player,
unplug it and have it checked by qualified personnel
before operating it any further.

* Do not put any foreign objects in the DC IN 4.5V
(external power input) jack.

On power sources

* When you are not using the CD player for a long time,
disconnect all power sources from the CD player.

On the AC power adaptor

« Use only the AC power adaptor supplied. .
