Assembling your phone
Insert the SIM card, attach and charge the battery to use your
phone.

SIM card

When you register as a subscriber with a network operator,
you get a SIM (Subscriber Identity Module) card. The SIM
card contains a computer chip that keeps track of your phone
number, the services included in your subscription, and your
phonebook information, among other things.

)2) Save contacts to your SIM card before you remove it
from another phone. Contacts may have been saved in
the phone memory W 17 Phonebook.
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To insert the SIM card and charge the battery
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Slide the cover open and lift it off.

2 Insert the SIM card. Make sure the SIM card is placed
under the silvery holders.

3 Place the battery in the phone with the label side up and
the connectors facing each other.

4 Place the cover on the phone and slide it into place.

5 Connect the charger to the phone at the flash symbol.
The flash symbol on the charger plug must face
upwards.

6 It may take 30 minutes for the battery icon to appear.

7  Wait approximately 4 hours or until the battery icon

indicates that the battery is fully charged. For an
indication of charging, press (—) to activate the screen.
8  Remove the charger by tilting the plug upwards.

1" Some functions use more battery power than others
and may cause a need for more frequent re-charging.
However talk-time or standby time may become
noticeably shorter due to wear and you may have to
replace your battery. Only use approved batteries from
Sony Ericsson W 73 Battery Use and Care.

PIN (Personal Identification Number)

You may need a PIN (Personal Identification Number) from
your network operator to activate the services in your phone.
Each PIN digit appears as *, unless it starts with emergency
number digits, for example 911 or 112. This is so that you can
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see and call an emergency number without entering a PIN mp
17 Emergency calls. Press to correct mistakes.

@ If you enter the wrong PIN three times in a row, the
SIM card is blocked and the message PIN blocked
appears. To unblock it, you need to enter your PUK
(Personal Unblocking Key) W 61 SIM card lock.

To turn the phone on and off

Enter your SIM card PIN, if you have one.

T9™ Text Input

The T9™ Text Input method uses a built-in dictionary to
recognize the most commonly used word for each sequence
of key presses. This way, you press each key only once, even
if the letter you want is not the first letter on the key.

To enter letters using T9 Text Input
1 » Messaging » Write new » Text message.
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For example, if you want to write the word “Jane”, press
&), @, ®, 3.

If the word shown is the one you want, press to
accept and add a space. To accept a word without adding
a space, press (G . If the word shown is not the one you
want, press &) or (@) repeatedly to view alternative
words. Accept a word and add a space by pressing 2.
Continue writing your message. To enter a period or
other punctuation marks, press (D and then @) or @
repeatedly. Accept by pressing Z=).

Emergency calls

Your phone supports the international emergency numbers,
112,911 and 08. This means that these numbers can normally
be used to make an emergency call in any country, with or
without a SIM card inserted, if a GSM network is in range.

Calling from the phonebook

To call a SIM number

1 » Phonebook. If SIM numbers is the default phonebook,
select the name and number from the list » Call.

» SIM numbers and select the number » Call.

To edit a contact
1 » Phonebook and select a contact » More » Edit contact.
2 Scroll to a tab and edit the information » Save.

To edit SIM numbers
1 If SIM numbers is default, » Phonebook or if contacts is
default, » Phonebook » Options » SIM numbers.
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2 Select the name and number you want to edit.
3 » More » Edit and edit the name and number.

To delete a contact or a SIM number
» Phonebook select a contact or number, press » Yes.

To delete all contacts

1 » Phonebook » Options » Advanced » Delete all
contacts.

2 » Yes and enter the phone lock code » OK. The default
phone lock code is 0000. Names and numbers that are
saved on the SIM card are not deleted.

Default number for contacts
Set the phone number to be displayed first for each contact.

To set the default item for a contact
» Phonebook and scroll to a contact » More » Default number.

Call list
Information about the last 30 calls is saved in the call list.

To call a number from the call list
1 » Calls from standby and select a tab.
2 Scroll to the name or number you want to call » Call.

To clear the call list
» Calls and scroll to the tab with all calls » More » Delete all.
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Speed dialing
Save phone numbers for speed dialing in a list of numbers
from 1-9 in your phone and on your SIM card.

To set or replace speed dialing numbers

1 » Phonebook » Options » Speed dial.

2 Scroll to a number in the list » Add or Replace. Select a
phone number.

To speed dial
From standby, enter a speed dial number (from 1-9) » Call.

Voicemail
If your subscription includes an answering service, callers
can leave a voice message when you cannot answer a call.

To enter your voicemail number
Press and hold » Yes enter the number.

To call your voicemail service
If you have saved your voicemail number, press and hold
(D. You get the number from your service provider.

To check your voicemail number
» Messaging » Settings » Voicemail number.

Voice control

Manage calls with your voice and a handsfree. Create voice
commands to voice dial, answer or reject calls. Recording
time for a voice command is up to 2 seconds with a limit of
up to 50 voice commands. Voice commands cannot be saved
on the SIM card.
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To set up voice dialing and record names

1 » Settings » General tab » Voice control » Voice dialing
» Activate » Yes » New voice. Select a contact.

2 Select the phone number to add the voice command to.
Record a voice command such as “John mobile”.

3 Instructions appear. Lift the phone to your ear, wait for
the tone and say the command that you want to record.
The voice command is played back to you.

4 If the recording is ok » Yes. If not » No. Repeat step 3.

To record another voice command for a contact » Edit names

» New voice again and repeat steps 2-5 above.

The magic word

Record and use a voice command as a magic word to activate
voice control without pressing any keys. The magic word can
only be used with a handsfree.

Conference calls

A conference call is started by joining an ongoing call and a
call on hold. You then put the conference on hold to call and
add up to five participants or just to make another call.

To join the two calls into a conference call
Press @) » Join calls.

To add a new patrticipant

1 » Hold to put the joined calls on hold.

2 Press @ » Add call and call the next person.
3 Press @ » Join calls.

4 Repeat steps 1-3 to include more participants.
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To release a participant
Press (@ » Release part and select the participant.

To have a private conversation
1 Press @ » Talk to and select the participant.
2 » Join calls to resume the conference call.

Two voice lines
Separate business and private calls on two lines with different
numbers if your subscription supports alternate line service.

To select a line
» Settings » Calls tab and select line 1 or 2.

To change the name of a line
» Settings » Display tab » Edit line names and select one of
the lines to edit the name.

My numbers
View, add and edit your own phone numbers.

To check your phone numbers
» Phonebook » Options » Special numbers » My numbers and
select one of the options.

Accept calls
Receive calls from certain phone numbers only.

To add numbers to the accepted callers list

1 » Settings » Calls tab » Manage calls » Accept calls »
Only from list.

2 » Edit» New » Add. Select numbers you want to edit.
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To accept all calls
» Settings » Calls tab » Manage calls » Accept calls » All
callers.

Restricted dialing
Restrict outgoing and incoming calls when at home or
abroad. You need a password from your service provider.

@ If you forward incoming calls, you cannot activate
some Restrict calls options.

The following calls can be restricted:

« All outgoing — all outgoing calls.

« Outgoing intl — all outgoing international calls.

« Outgoing intl roam. — all outgoing international calls except
to your home country.

¢ Allincoming — all incoming calls.

 Inc. when roaming — all incoming calls when you are
abroad (when roaming).

To activate or deactivate a call restriction

1 » Settings » Calls tab » Manage calls » Restrict calls and
select an option.

2 Select Activate or Deactivate, enter your password » OK.

Fixed dialing

The fixed dialing function allows calls to be made only to
certain numbers saved on the SIM card. The fixed numbers
are protected by your PIN2.

(D You can still call the international emergency number
112 or 911, even when the fixed dialing function is
activated.
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Partial numbers can be saved. For example, saving 0123456
allows calls to be made to all numbers starting with 0123456.

When fixed dialing is activated, you cannot view or
manage any phone numbers saved on the SIM card.

To activate or deactivate fixed dialing

1 » Phonebook » Options » Special numbers » Fixed
dialing.

2 Select Activate or Deactivate.

3 Enter your PIN2 » OK and then » OK again to confirm.

To save a fixed number
» Phonebook » Options » Special numbers » Fixed dialing »
Fixed numbers » New number and enter the information.

Call time and cost

During a call, the duration of the call is shown. If you
subscribe to cost information, you can check the duration of
your last call, outgoing calls and the total time. You can also
check the cost of your last call and the total cost of your calls.

If you subscribe to cost information, you must enter
your PIN2 to reset the cost or time counter.

To check the call time
» Settings » Calls tab » Time & cost » Call timers.

To reset the call time meter
