1. When attaching the exhaust outlet elbow to the turbocharger turbine outlet, tighten the nuts in a criss-cross pattern.  This will
evenly compress the gasket.  Tighten the nuts in a few increments until the gasket is fully compressed.

2. Torque the 8mm x 1.25 nuts to 190 inch/lbs. (approximately 16 ft/lbs).
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
