* Before connecting the Wine/Beverage Cooler to the power source, let it stand upright
for approximately 2 hours. This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the
cooling system from handling during transportation. '

 Clean the interior surface with lukewarm water using a soft cloth.

3 Installation of Your Wine/Beverage Cooler

e This appliance is designed to be free standing only, and should not be recessed or
built —in (fully recessed).

» Place your Wine/Beverage Cooler on a floor that is strong enough to support it when
it is fully loaded. To level your Wine/Beverage Cooler, adjust the front legs at the
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bottom of the unit.

e Allow 5 inches of space between the back and sides of the unit, which allows the
proper air circulation to cool the compressor.

¢ | ocate the Wine/Beverage Cooler away from direct sunlight and sources of heat
(stove, heater, radiator, etc. ) . Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and
heat sources may increase electrical consumption. Extreme cold ambient tempera-
tures may also cause the unit not to perform properly.

* Avoid locating the unit in moist areas.

The solution
should be about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

» Wash the shelves and trays with a mild detergent sclution.

* The outside of the Wine/Beverage Cooler should be cleaned with mild detergent and
warm water. |

* Wring excess water out of the sponge or cloth when cleaning area of the controls, or
any electrical parts.

» Wash the outside cabinet with warm water and mild liquid detergent. Rlnse well and
wipe dry with a clean soft cloth.

* Short vacations: Leave the Wine/Beverage Cooler operating during vacations of
less than three weeks.

* Long vacations: If the appliance will not be used for severali months, remove ail
items and unpiug the power cord.
