of 0.01% or less (caused by a missing pixel or a pixel that is always lit).

. When the same image is displayed for hours on end, its afterimage may remain after

switching to anew image. When this happens, the screenwill recover slowly by changing

the image. Turning the LCD monitor off for several hours will also correct this

problem.
