The installer may not operate correctly if the CD-ROM or the lens of your CD-ROM drive is dirty. Use
a commercially available CD cleaner or lens cleaner to clean the disc or lens.

Are you attempting to install from a networked CD-ROM drive?
The driver cannot be installed from a CD-ROM drive on the network.

A warning or error appears during the installation (Windows)

Could you have connected the UA-25EX to your computer before installing the driver?

If you connect the UA-25EX to your computer before installing the driver, an error message may
appear when you begin the installation.

Uninstall the UA-25EX driver as described in “Removing the driver” (p. 40), and then install the
UA-25EX driver once again as described in “Driver Installation and Settings” (p. 15).

Could you be using a bus-powered USB hub (a hub that does not require a power supply)?

Could a USB device other than a mouse or keyboard be connected?

Could the UA-25EX have been connected when the computer started up?

This is not a malfunction.

Connect your headphones or audio playback system (external monitors) to the UA-25EX.

Sound played by your computer is inaudible or too soft

Can you hear sound by connecting headphones?
If you can hear sound through headphones connected to the UA-25EX’s headphone jack, check
that you have correctly connected your audio playback system (external monitors), and adjust the
volume of your equipment.
If the sound in your headphones is inaudible or too soft, check the other troubleshooting items.

Are the volume settings of the UA-25EX itself set appropriately?
Use the UA-25EX’s front panel output volume and direct monitor volume knob to adjust the
volume.

Could the UA-25EX’s digital input switch be turned on (digital input mode)?
If the UA-25EX is set to digital input mode (p. 11), the audio signal being received at the digital
input jack will be output.
The audio signal from your computer will not be output.

Could the sample rate select switch be to set to “96R"?
If you want to play back at 96 kHz, set the sample rate select switch to “96P.”

Could the Windows or Macintosh system volume be turned down?
— “System volume settings” (p. 44)
Insufficient volume from your guitar

Are you using the correct connector?
Connect your guitar to the INPUT 2 combo input jack.

Is the input impedance select switch set correctly?
Set the input impedance select switch to the Hi-Z position.

Also check the contents of “Insufficient volume from a device connected to the combo input jack.”
— “Insufficient volume from a device connected to the combo input jack” (p. 51)
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Insufficient volume from your microphone

Are you using the correct connector?
Connect your microphone to the XLR type connector of the combo input jack.

Also check the contents of “Insufficient volume from a device connected to the combo input jack.”
— “Insufficient volume from a device connected to the combo input jack” (p. 51)

Insufficient volume from a device connected to the combo input jack

Is the direct monitor volume knob raised appropriately?
Turn the direct monitor volume knob toward the right to adjust the volume.

Is the input level appropriate?
Try turning the UA-25EX’s input sensitivity knob toward the right to increase the input level.

Could you be using a cable that contains a resistor?

Make connections using a cable that does not contain an internal resistor (such as one from the
Roland PCS series).

Distorted sound from a device connected to the combo input jack

Is the peak indicator lit?
Try turning the UA-25EX's input sensitivity knob toward the left to decrease the input level.

Playback contains clicks, dropouts, or other problems

Try adjusting the audio buffer size of your software

If your software allows you to adjust the audio buffer size, try changing the setting. Normally, clicks
and pops can be eliminated by increasing the buffer size.

Try adjusting the audio buffer size of the driver

If your software does not allow you to adjust the buffer size, or if adjusting the buffer size in your
software does not solve the problem, you may be able to solve the problem by changing the
driver's audio input/output buffer size.

Try adjusting the buffer size as described in “Driver settings” (p. 38).

Check the power management settings

You may be able to eliminate clicks and pops by changing your system'’s power management
settings.

Try updating the driver of your display adaptor (Windows)

You may be able to eliminate clicks and pops by updating the driver for the display adaptor
installed in your computer.
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Have you set the system’s “Performance” setting? (Windows)
You may be able to solve the problem by changing the “Performance” setting of the system.

Do the sample rate settings match?
The sample rate setting of your software must match the sample rate setting of the UA-25EX itself.

* After changing the sample rate setting of the UA-25EX itself, you must close all software that uses
the UA-25EX, disconnect the UA-25EX’s USB cable from your computer, and then reconnect it.

Could other software programs be running?
Close software that you're not using.

If the window of a Windows program has been closed but it is still shown in the taskbar, that
program is still running. Close all unneeded software that's shown in the taskbar.

You may be able to solve the problem by selecting the “Light Load” check box in the driver settings
dialog box.

Have you tried Windows Update or Microsoft Update? (Windows)

Try using Windows Update or Microsoft Update (provided by the Microsoft Corporation) to update
your system to the latest version.

Try disabling the LAN
In your computer’s Device Manager, try disabling LAN (wired/wireless).

If this eliminates the clicks and pops, it may be that updating your LAN driver or BIOS may solve the
problem. Check whether updated software is available.

Could you have connected the UA-25EX to a USB hub?
Try connecting the UA-25EX directly to a USB connector on your computer.

Are you using the included USB cable?

You must use the included USB cable when using the UA-25EX. Some commercially available USB
cables do not meet the requirements of the USB standard, and this may prevent the UA-25EX from
operating correctly.

Could you have updated the Mac OS X software while UA-25EX was connected?

It has been found that clicks or pops can occur if you performed a Mac OS X software update while
the UA-25EX was connected. If so, install the driver once again.

Noise or distortion occurs elsewhere than in the playback from your computer

Is a guitar connected?

If the noise decreases when you lower your guitar’s volume, it may be that your guitar’s pickups are
being affected by noise from your computer or display. Move the guitar as far away from your
computer as possible.

Could an unused microphone or guitar have been left connected?

If an unused microphone or guitar is connected to the UA-25EX, disconnect the microphone or
guitar and turn the input sensitivity knob all the way to the left to lower the input level.
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Check the setting of the ground lift switch.

See whether moving the UA-25EX's ground lift switch to LIFT will eliminate the noise. If you've used
USB to connect a MIDI sound module to the same computer as the UA-25EX, and have connected
the MIDI sound module’s output to the UA-25EX’s combo input jacks, noise from the computer
may be heard from the UA-25EX.

If the noise is not eliminated by setting the ground lift switch to LIFT, try connecting your MIDI
sound module and the UA-25EX to your computer via a self-powered USB hub (a USB hub that
contains an internal power supply or uses an AC adaptor), or connect your MIDI sound module via a
serial connection or via a MIDI interface.

Have you connected the ground terminal?

You may be able to solve the problem by grounding a metal component of your computer or the
ground pin of your computer’s AC adaptor. Also check whether there might be a device nearby
that is emitting a strong electromagnetic field, such as a television or microwave oven.

Recorded sound is too loud or too soft

Is the input level appropriate?
Use the UA-25EX’s input sensitivity knob to adjust the input level. If your software is able to adjust
the input level, check its input level setting.

Can't play or record

Was the driver installed correctly?
Driver installation may have failed. Reinstall the driver.

Could the digital audio data contain SCMS flags?

The UA-25EX complies with SCMS; if data containing SCMS flags (such as audio digitally copied
from a commercial music CD) is input via the digital input connector, the UA-25EX will not allow
this data to be recorded to your computer.

The sound will be output from the master output jacks and the headphone jack.
Does the UA-25EX’s sample rate setting match the sample rate setting of the digital device from
which you're trying to record?
