6.Referring to section“Using
Push-In Fittings,”insert a sec-
tion of the plastic tubing into
faucet adapter fitting, making
sure end of tubing is firmly seat-
ed to backstop.

6. Remítase a la sección
"Utilización de los acceso-
rios de presión", inserte
una sección de la tubería
plástica en el accesorio
adaptador de la llave de
agua cerciorándose de
que el extremo de la
tubería quede firmemente
asentado en el tope trasero.

Para usar sólo con agua fría

NOTA: Retire los objetos que se encuentren bajo la pila. Ponga un
colector de agua para recoger las pequeñas cantidades de agua que
podrían salir cuando desconecte las tuberías de suministro de agua.

1. Cierre la válvula de suministro de agua fría y retire la tubería y/o
accesorio de suministro de agua existente.

2. Seleccione y marque un lugar bajo la pila que permita el acceso
para cambiar el filtro.

3. Utilizando la cabeza/soporte del filtro como referencia, fije la
cabeza/soporte del filtro a la pared con los tornillos de montaje
Phillips Nº 2 incluidos.

Marque las ubicaciones de los hoyos de
manera que quede un espacio de 1½"
entre los tornillos (ver Figura 1), desde el
centro de cada tornillo. Una vez instalado,
la base del filtro debe tener al menos 2½"
desde el piso del gabinete de la pila para
facilitar el cambio del cartucho.
