This
section walks you through the necessary steps to unlock
your phone, set up your voicemail, and contact your service
provider for assistance with your wireless service.
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Getting Started

Unlocking Your Phone

To unlock your phone, follow these easy steps:
1. Pressandhold toturnthe phoneon.
2. Press Unlock (B ).

Note: To select a softkey, press the button directly below the softkey text
thatappears at the bottom left and bottom right of your phone's display
screen. Softkey actions change according to the screen you're viewing and
willnotappearifthereis no correspondingaction available.

3. Enteryourfour-digit lock code. (For security purposes,
the codeis not visible as you type.)

Tip: Ifyou can'trecall yourlock code, try using the last four digits of your
wireless phone number, ortry“0000”. If neither of these work, call your
service provider.

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Setting Up Your Voicemail

Allunanswered calls toyour phone are automatically
transferred to yourvoicemail, even if your phoneis in use or
turned off. Therefore, you will want to set up your voicemail
and personal greeting as soon as your phone is activated.

To set up yourvoicemail:
1. Fromstandby mode, pressand hold @ED .

2. Followthe system promptsto:
= Createyourpasscode
= Record your name announcement
= Recordyour greeting

= Choose whether or not to activate One-Touch
Message Access (a feature that lets you access
messages simply by pressing and holding @D ,
bypassing the need for you to enter your passcode)

Voicemail Passcode
Ifyou are concerned about unauthorized access to your voicemail account, it
isrecommended thatyou enable your voicemail passcode.

Voicemail Password

You'll create your voicemail password (or passcode) when you
set up your voicemail. For more information or to change your
voicemail password, please contact your service provider.

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Turning Your Phone On and Off

Turning Your Phone On
Toturnyourphoneon:
» Pressand hold for approximately two seconds.

Onceyour phoneis on, it may display “ Looking for Service,”
whichindicates that your phoneis searching for a signal.
When your phonefinds a signal, it automatically enters
standby mode. At this point, you are ready to begin making
and receivingcalls.

Ifyour phoneis unable to find a signal after 15 minutes of
searching, a Power Save feature is automatically activated.
When asignal is found, your phone automatically returns to
standby mode.

In Power Save mode, your phone searches forasignal
periodically without your intervention. You can alsoinitiate a
search for service by pressing any key (when your phoneis
turnedon).

Tip: The Power Save feature helps to conserve your battery power when you
areinanareawherethereisnosignal.

Turning Your Phone Off
Toturnyour phone off:

» Pressand hold fortwo seconds until you see the
powering down animation on the display screen.

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off (unless the
batteryis charging).

Using Your Phone's Battery and Charger

WARNING: Use only manufacturer-approved batteries and chargers
with your phone. The failure to use a manufacturer-approved battery
and charger may increase the risk that your phone will overheat, catch
fire, orexplode, resulting in serious bodily injury, death, or property
damage.

Battery Capacity

Your phone is equipped with a Lithium-lon (Li-lon) battery. It
allows you to recharge your battery before it is fully drained.

The battery provides up to 3.5 hours of continuous digital talk

time (upto 1.5 hoursinanalog).

When the battery reaches 5% of its capacity, the battery icon

blinks. When there are approximately two minutes of talk

time left, the phone sounds an audible alert and then powers

down.

Note: Long backlight settings, searching for service, vibrate mode, and
browser use affect the battery's talk and standby times.

Tip: Be suretowatch your phone's battery level indicator and charge the
battery before it runs out of power.

» Toinstall,insert the batteryintothe openingonthe back
of the phone and gently press down until the latch snaps
into place.

WARNING: Do not handle adamaged or leaking Li-lon battery as you
can beburned.

Toremove your battery:

1. Makesurethe poweris off sothatyoudon'tlose any
stored numbers or messages.

2. Pressthebatteryrelease latch upand remove the
battery from the phone at a 45-degree angle.

Charging the Battery

Your phone's Li-lon battery is rechargeable and should be
charged as soon as possible so you can begin using your
phone.

Keepingtrack of your battery's charge isimportant. If your
battery level becomes too low, your phone automatically turns
offand youwill lose all the information you were just working
on. Foraquick check of your phone's battery level, glance at
the battery charge indicator located in the upper-right corner
of your phone's display screen. If the battery charge is getting
too low, the batteryicon (3 ) blinks and the phone sounds a
warningtone.

Always use a manufacturer-approved desktop charger, travel
charger, or vehicle power adapter to charge your battery.

Using the Charger
Touse the travel charger provided with your phone:

It takes approximately 2.5 hours to fully recharge a
completely rundown battery. With the approved Li-lon
battery, you can recharge the battery before it becomes
completely run down.

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Navigating Through Phone Menus

The navigation key on your phone allows you to scroll through
menus quickly and easily. The scroll bar at the right of the
menu keeps track of your positioninthe menu at all times.

To navigate through a menu, simply press the navigation key
up ordown. Ifyou arein afirst-level menu, such as Settings,
you may also navigate to the next or previous first-level menu
by pressing the navigation key right or left.

Selecting Menultems

Asyou navigate through the menu, menu options are
highlighted. Select any numbered option by simply pressing
the corresponding number on the phone's keypad. You may
also select any item by highlighting it and pressing .

2. Select CallHistory by highlighting it and pressing
@D (It may already be highlighted.)

3. Select IncomingCalls by pressing @I or by highlighting
itand pressing @@ (Ifyou have received any calls,
they are displayed on the screen.)

Missed Call Notification

When anincoming call is not answered, the Missed Call log is
displayed onyourscreen.

In-Call Options

Pressing Options (BI) during a call displays a list of features
you may use during the course of a call. To select an option,
press the corresponding keypad number or highlight the
option and press @& . The following options are available
through the Options menu:
o SpeakerOn (@3D) to activate or deactivate speakerphone
mode.

® 3-WayCalls (@IED) to initiate a 3-Way Calls.

® Voice Memo (X)) to access the Voice Memo.

e CallHistory (€XD) to access the Call History menu.
o Contacts (EI®) to access the Contacts menu.

® Messaging (D) to access the Messaging menu.
® Phone Info ((ZD) to access the Phone Infomenu.

Duringa call, the left softkey button functions as the Mute
button. Press it to mute the phone's microphone for privacy.
Pressitagainto Unmute the phone.

End-of-Call Options

After receiving a call from or making a calltoa phone number
thatis notinyour Contacts, the phone numberandthe duration
ofthe callare displayed. If you wish to add the new numberto
your Contacts, press the “ Options” softkey then select Save. (See
“Savinga Phone Number” onthe next page.)

Note: The End-of-Call options are not displayed for calls identified as No ID
orRestricted.
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Savinga Phone Number

Your phone can store up to five phone numbersin each of 500
Contacts entries. Each entry's name can contain 16 characters.
Your phone automatically sorts the Contacts entries
alphabetically. (For more information, see Section 2F: Using
Contacts on page 80.)

Tosave a numberfrom standby mode:

1. Enteraphonenumberand press Options ((EID)).
Select Save (ECEDD).

2. Select NewEntryor Existing Entry and press @E.
Select the type of numberthen press GEED .

4. Usethekeypadtoenterthe new contact name.
Press the Navigation Key down to access the other fields.
Press Save () to save the new entry.

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Finding a Phone Number

You can search Contacts entries for phone numbers that
contain a specificstring of numbers.

Tofind a phone number:

1. Enterfourormoredigitsin standby mode. (The more
numbers you enter, the more specific the search
becomes.)

2. Select Find (D). (All Contacts entries matching the
entered numbers will be displayed.)
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3. Todisplaythe Contacts entry that containsthe phone
numberyou entered, highlight the entry and press
@D . Todial the number, press I .

Dialing and Saving Phone Numbers With Pauses

You can dial or save phone numbers with pauses for use with
automated systems, such as voicemail or credit card billing
numbers.

There are two types of pauses available on your phone:

® PHardPause sends the next set of numbers whenyou
press D .

® T2-secPause automatically sends the next set of numbers
aftertwo seconds.

Note: You can have multiple pauses ina phone numberand combine
two-second and hard pauses.

Todial or save phone numbers with pauses:
1. Enterthe phonenumber.

2. PressOptions (BI) and select either PHard Pause
(@XXD) or T2-secPause (IMI). (Hard pauses are
displayed asa“P” and two-second pausesasa “T".)

Enteradditional numbers.
4. Press @YD todial the number.
—or -

Press Options ((B®)). Select Save (EXD) to save the
number inyour Contacts.

Note: When dialinga number with a hard pause, press Release (D) to
sendthe next set of numbers.
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4-Digit Calling
Tomake a call using 4-Digit Calling:

1. Dialthelast fourdigits of a Contacts entry's phone
number.

2. Press .(The matching Contacts entry/entries will
bedisplayed.)

3. Highlight the correct entry and press I3 .
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Shortcut: Dial the last four digits of a Contacts entry's phone numberand
press @D to place the call.

Understanding Roaming

Recognizing the Roaming Icon on the Display Screen

Your phone's display screen always lets you know when you're
off the home network. Any time you are roaming, the phone
displays the roamingicon ([} ). If you are roaming on a digital
system, the roamingicon will be displayed along with the text
-DigitalRoam-. If you are roaming on an analog system, the

roaming icon will be displayed along with the text - Analog
Roam-.
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Roaming on Other Digital Networks

When you're roaming on digital networks, your call quality
and security will be similar to the quality you receive when
making calls on the home network. However, you may not be
abletoaccess certain features, such as data services.

Note: Ifyou're ona callwhenyou leave the home networkand enteran area
where roamingis available, your callis dropped. If your callisdroppedin an
areawhere you think network service is available, turn your phone off and
onagain toreconnect tothe network.

Roaming on Analog Networks

When you roam on analog networks, you will experience a
similar quality provided by other analog carriers today.
Although some features, such as data service, will be
unavailable, you can still make and receive calls and access
voicemail. If you are accustomed to network, you may notice
some of the following differences when using analog service:
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® Youare more likely to experience static, crosstalk,
fade-out, and dropped calls.

® Some features which are standard on the home network,
such as call waiting, data services, and direct international
dialing, may be unavailable.

® Though callers can leave voicemail messages while you
are roaming, you will not receive notification until you
returntothe home network. (See "Checking for Voicemail
Messages While Roaming" on page 44.)

® There are security and privacy risks (eavesdropping and
cloning) that exist with conventional analog services
today.

® Your battery's charge will deplete more quickly and you
will need to recharge it more often when you use your
phone foranalog roaming.
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Note: When usingyour phone inanalog mode, the phone may feel warm.
Thisis normalforanalogoperation.

Checking for Voicemail Messages While Roaming

When you are roaming off the home network, you will not
receive on-phone notification of new voicemail messages.
Callers cansstill leave messages, but you will need to
periodically check your voicemail for new messages if you are
inaroamingservice area foran extended period of time.

To check your voicemail while roaming:
1. Dial1+areacode +your phone number.
2. Whenyou hearyour voicemail greeting, press €22 .

3. Enteryour passcode at the prompt and follow the voice
prompts.

When you return tothe home network, voicemail notification
will resume as normal.
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Setting Your Phone's Roam Mode

The Call History keeps track of incoming calls, calls made from
your phone, and missed calls. This section guides you
through accessing and making the most of your Call
History.
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Viewing History

Youll find the Call History feature very helpful. It is a list of the
last 20 phone numbers (or Contacts entries) for calls you
placed, accepted, or missed. Call History makes redialing a
number fast and easy. It is continually updated as new
numbers are added to the beginning of the list and the oldest
entries are removed from the bottom of the list.

Each entry contains the phone number (if it is available) and
Contacts entry name (if the phone numberisinyour
Contacts). Duplicate calls (same number and type of call) may
only appearonceon thelist.

Toview a Call History entry:

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Using Voicemail

Setting Up YourVoicemail

Allunanswered calls to your phone are automatically
transferred to yourvoicemail, even if your phoneisin use or
turned off. Therefore, you will want to set up your Svoicemail
and personal greeting as soon as your phoneiis activated.

Getting Started With Data Services

120

With your wireless phone and service, you are ready to start
enjoying the advantages of data services. This section will
helpyoulearn the basics of using your data services, including
managing your user name, launching a data connection, and
navigating the Web with your phone.

YourUser Name

When you buy a compatible phone and sign up for service,
you’re automatically assigned a user name, which is typically
based on your 10-digit wireless phone number.

When you use data services, your user name is submitted to
identify you tothe home network. The user nameis also
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useful as an address foremail, as a way to personalize Web
services,and as anonlinevirtual identity.

Your user name will be automatically programmed into your
phone.You don’t have to enterit.
Updating Your User Name

Whenyou change the programmed user name and select a
new one, you have to update your user name through your
phone.
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Toupdate youruser name:

> Select @G > Settings > Web > Update Profile.
= Ifyou want to cancel, press @3 while processing.

Finding Your User Name

Ifyou aren’t sure what your user nameis, you can easily find it
onyour phone.

Tofind your user name:
» From standby mode, select @& > Settings > Phone
Info > Phone Number/User Name.
Launching a Data Connection
Tolaunch a data connection:

Select @& > Web. (Your data connection will start and the
home page will be displayed.)

Note:If Net Guard is enabled and displayed (see below), press OK (GSID)
tocontinueandaccess the Web.

While connecting, the following will appear onthe screen:

Connecting...Please wait.
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If you had a previous data connection, the last page you
visited will be displayed when you launch your browser. When
this occurs, you may not see the “ Connecting...” message
whenyoulaunch the session. Though the browser is open, you
are not currently in an active data session —that is, nodatais
beingsent or received. As soon as you navigate to another
page, the active session will start and you will see the
“Connecting...” message.

Net Guard

When you first connect to the Web, the Net Guard will appear
to confirmthat you want to connect. This feature helps you
avoid accidental connections. You can disable the Net Guard
inthe future by selecting Always Auto-Connect when the Net
Guard isdisplayed.

To change your Net Guard settings:
> Select @D > Settings > Web > Net Guard and choose
anoption:
= Ontoactivate the Net Guard.
= Offtodeactivate the Net Guard.

Note:Whenenabled,the Net Guard appears only once per session. The
Net Guard does not appear ifthe phone is merely reconnectingdue toa
time-out.

Connection Status and Indicators

Your phone’s display lets you know the current status of your
data connection through indicators which appear at the top
of the screen. The following symbols are used:

Your data connectionis active (data is being
1 L transferred); the transmit/receive symbol will blink to
indicate data transmission. Incoming voice calls go
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directly to voicemail; outgoing voice calls can be made,
but will terminate the data connection.

Your data connection is dormant. (No data is being
sent or received.) Though not currently active, when
dormant the phone can restart an active connection
quickly; voice calls can be made and received.

Your phoneis not currently able to access data service
features.
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If noindicator appears, your phone does not have a current

Navigatingthe Web

Navigating through menus and Web sites during a data
session is easy once you've learned a few basics. Here are
some tips for getting around:

Softkeys

During a data session, the bottom line of your phone’s display
contains one or more softkeys. These keys are shortcut
controls for navigating around the Web, and they correspond
tothe softkey buttons directly below the phone’s display
screen.

Tip: Dependingon which Web sites you visit, the labels on the softkeys
may change toindicate their function.

To use softkeys:

Message Types

There are many types of text messaging available on your
phone.These include SMS Text Messaging, Instant
Messaging, and Email.

Accessing Email Providers

With data services, you can use popularemail services such as
Yahoo! ® Mail and EarthLink ® to keepintouch, even while
you’reonthe go.
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To access email providers fromyour phone:

Using the Browser Menu

Navigating the Web from your phone using the home page is
easy once you get the hang of it.

Although the home page offers a broad and convenient array
of sites and services for you to browse, not all sites are
represented, and certain functions, such as going directly to
specific Web sites, are not available.

General Precautions

There are several simple guidelines to operating your phone properly and
maintaining safe, satisfactory service.

® Holdthe phone withthe antenna raised, fully-extended, and over your
shoulder.

® Trynottohold, bend, ortwist the phone's antenna.
® Don'tusethephoneiftheantennaisdamaged.
® Speakdirectly intothe mouthpiece.

® Avoid exposingyour phone and accessories to rain or liquid spills. If
your phone does get wet,immediately turn the power off and remove
the battery.

® Althoughyourphoneis quite sturdy, it is a complex piece of equipment
and can be broken. Avoid dropping, hitting, bending, or sitting oniit.

® Anychangesor modifications toyour phone not expressly approved in
this document could void your warranty for this equipment and void
yourauthority to operate this equipment.

Note: Forthe best care of your phone, only authorized personnel should service your
phone and accessories. Failure to do so may be dangerous and void your warranty.

Maintaining Safe Use of and Access to
YourPhone

Do Not Rely on Your Phone forEmergency Calls

Mobile phones operate using radio signals, which cannot guarantee
connectioninall conditions. Therefore you should never rely solely upon
any mobile phone for essential communication (e.g., medical
emergencies). Emergency calls may not be possible on all cellular networks
orwhen certain network services and/or mobile phone features are in use.
Check with your local service provider for details.
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Using Your Phone While Driving

Talking on your phone while driving (or operating the phone without a
hands-free device) is prohibited in some jurisdictions. Laws vary as to
specific restrictions. Remember that safety always comes first.

Following Safety Guidelines

To operate your phone safely and efficiently, always follow any special
regulationsin a given area. Turn your phone off in areas where use is
forbidden or when it may cause interference or danger.

Using Your Phone Near Other Electronic Devices

Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from radiofrequency (RF)
signals. However, RF signals from wireless phones may affect inadequately
shielded electronicequipment.

RF signals may affect improperly installed orinadequately shielded
electronic operating systems and/or entertainment systems in motor
vehicles. Check with the manufacturer or their representative to determine
ifthese systems are adequately shielded from external RF signals. Also
check with the manufacturer regarding any equipment that has been
added toyourvehicle.

Consult the manufacturer of any personal medical devices, such as
pacemakers and hearing aids, to determine if they are adequately shielded
from external RF signals.

Note: Always turn offthe phone in health-care facilities and request permission before
usingthe phone near medical equipment.
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Turning Off Your Phone Before Flying

Turn off your phone before boarding any aircraft. To prevent possible
interference with aircraft systems, the U.S. Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) regulations require you to have permission from a crew member to
use your phone while the planeis on the ground. To prevent any risk of
interference, FCCregulations prohibit using your phone while the planeis
intheair.
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Turning Off Your Phone in Dangerous Areas

To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn your phone offwhenina
blastingarea orin other areas with signs indicating two-way radios should
be turned off. Construction crews often use remote-control RF devices to
set off explosives.

Turnyour phone off whenyou're in any area that has a potentially explosive
atmosphere. Although it's rare, your phone and accessories could generate
sparks. Sparks can cause an explosion or fire, resulting in bodily injury or
evendeath. These areas are often, but not always, clearly marked. They
include:

e Fuelingareas such as gas stations.

e Belowdeckon boats.

e Fuelorchemicaltransferor storage facilities.

e Areaswherethe air contains chemicals or particles such as grain, dust,
or metal powders.

e Anyotherareawhere youwould normally be advised to turn off your
vehicle's engine.

Note: Nevertransport or store flammable gas, flammable liquid, or explosives in the
compartment of your vehicle that contains your phone or accessories.

Restricting Children's Access to Your Phone

Your phoneis not a toy. Do not allow children to play with it as they could
hurtthemselves and others,damage the phone or make calls that increase
your invoice.
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Using Your Phone With a Hearing Aid
Device

Your phone has been tested for hearing aid device compatibility. When
some wireless phones are used near some hearing devices (hearing aids and
cochlearimplants), users may detect a buzzing, humming, or whining
noise. Some hearing devices are more immune than others to this
interference noise, and phones alsovary inthe amount of interference they
generate.

The wireless telephone industry has developed ratings for some of their
mobile phones, to assist hearing device users infinding phones that may be
compatible with their hearing devices. Not all phones have been rated.
Phones that are rated will have the rating on the box.

It does not represent how much RF the phone
emits. All phone models are tested at their highest value in strict laboratory
settings. But whenin operation, the SAR of a phone can be substantially
lessthan the level reported to the FCC.
