Charging

Battery Eject Lever

Discharge-»Charge Indicator Lamp

Discharge—Charge Butto:

1 Attach the Battery Pack.
2 Connect the AC Adaptor o the Mains.

eCharging indicator Lamp
This lamp is lit while the charging is taking place, and it goes oul
when the charging is finished.

Notes:

#The charging takes about 60 minutes.

sWith a fully charged Battery Pack, the Movie Camera can be
used continuously for approx. 45 minutes (Image Stabilizer
function on).

sWith the Battery Packs VW-VBS2E (optional) and VW-VBR2E
(optional), the charging as well as the possible recording time Is
twice as long as for ihe standard supplied Battery Pack.

B When the charging is completed, slide the Battery Eject Lever
in the direction of the arrow and remove the Battery Pack.

B Discharge—Charge Function

If a Battery Pack is recharged repeatedly in not completely
discharged condition, the so-called “memory effect” will ocour,
and the operation time of the recharged Battery Pack will
gradually become shorter. Thersfore, it Is recommended to
regenerate the Battery Pack after approx. every fifth recharging t
using the Discharge—Charge Function.
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1 Attach the Battery Pack to the AC Adaptor.
2 Connect the AC Adaptor to the mains.

3 Press the Discharge—Charge Button on the AC Adaptor for
more than 1 second to completely discharge the Battery Pack.
#The Discharge—Charge Indicator Lamp will fight up. When

the discharging is finished, the Charging Indicator Lamp will
light up instead, and the charging will start.

Charging Confirmation Marker on the Battery Pack

Charging Confirmation Marker

This marker makes it convenient to distinguish between charged
and discharged Bé!tery Packs. For example, slide the knob so
that the dot is visibie to mark a charged Battery Pack, and slide it
sothat the dot is not visible for a partialy of fuily discharged
Battery Pack. i

The function of the Battery Pack'is based on a chemical
reaction. Use it according to its characteristics.

#Charge the Battery Pack within a temperature range of
10°C-35°C. If charged at lower lemperatures, the chemical
reaction cannot take place optimally, causing the performance of
the Battery Pack to deteriorate. At higher temperatures, the
Battery Pack cannot be charged completsly. )

#Store the Battery Pack in cool and dry place. If it is exposed to
high temperatures for a fong time, the self-discharging process
will Be accelerated and the operation time will be shortened.

*Charge the Battery Pack bafore using it because
self-discharging may ocour if it is laft unused for a long period of
time after charging, ’

#When not using the Battery Pack, remave it from the Movie
Camera or the AC Adaptor.

Attaching the Battery Pack

1 Align the mark at the top of the Battery Pack with that on the

Movie Camera and insert the Battery Pack with its upper part
first,

2 insert the Battery Pack unil it locks with a click.

Removing the Battery Pack

1 Toturn off the Movie Camera, bress the [OPERATE] Switch

*To record the next scene(s), repeat steps 4 and 5, The new
scene will be joined to the previous one with smaoth
transition.

*lf the Movie Camera is loft in the recording pause mode for
more than 6 minutes, the recording pause mode wifl be
canceled and the EVF will be turned off (recording lock
mode). To resume shooting from this condition, set the

{OPERATE] Switch to “OFF" and then to “CAMERA" again.

If the Movie Camera is laft in the racording lock mode for
more than 48 hours, it will automatically turn itself off
completely.

To Stop Recording
