These

numbers are called title numbers and chapter

numbers.

• Tracks (audio and video CD discs)

Audio and video CD discs are divided into sections

called tracks.

Numbers are allotted to these sections These

numbers are called track numbers.

• Playback control (video CDs) Video CD discs with

the words playback control on the disc or jacket are

equipped with a function for displaying menus on the

TV monitor. Use the menus to select the desired

position, display information, etc. in a dialogue

fashion.

This function is referred to as PBC mode for this

system.

Conventions about this manual

• Use this manual to understand how to operate  the

controls on the  remote control and your new DUAL

DVD player.

Disc handling and cleaning

Disc handling precautions

• To keep the disc clean, handle the disc by its edge.

Do not touch the surface.

• Do not stick paper or tape on the disc.

•   If there is glue (or a similar substance) on the disc,

remove the glue completely before using the disc.

• Do not expose the disc to direct sunlight or sources

such as hot air ducts, or leave it in a car parked in

direct sunlight as there can be considerable rise in

temperature inside the car.

• After playing, store the disc in its case.

• Do not write on the label side with a ball-point pen

or other writing utensils.

Inserting batteries into the remote control

You can control the system using the supplied remote

control. Insert two AA batteries (not included) by match-

ing the + and - on the batteries. When using the re-

mote control, point it at the remote sensor on the front

panel of this system.

4:3 PS: The Pan and Scan presentation crops both

sides of the wide screen format to fill a standard

4:3 television screen.

4:3 LB: The Letterbox presentation places black bars

at the top and bottom portions of the screen to

provide the full wide screen format of a movie on

a standard 4:3 television screen.

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Angle selection

Some DVD discs contain scenes which have been shot

simultaneously from a number of different angles. For

these discs, the same scenes can viewed from each of

the different angles. (The recorded angles differ from

disc to disc).

1. Set the angle function to ON  by pressing ANGLE

on the remote control during playback.

2. As scenes recorded with multiple angles begin to

play, the angle icon :  will appear on the television

screen.

3. Press ANGLE repeatedly to view the scene from dif-

ferent angles.

For example: 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4.

Picture zoom

The zoom function allows you to enlarge the picture

on the television screen and to pan through the enlarged

image.

1. Press ZOOM on the remote control unit repeatedly

to select the following magnification factors:

ZOOM  x  1.5

ZOOM  x  2

ZOOM  x  3

ZOOM  OFF

2. Press / / /   to pan through the enlarged image

Notes

• This function is only available during playback.

• This function is not available when playing CD or

MP3 discs.

• This setting will be cancelled automatically when

the disc tray is opened or the power is turned off.

Selecting the subtitle language

This function is available for DVD discs recorded with

subtitles in multiple languages. To display the current

language selection press SUBTITLE  once during

playback. Continue pressing to select other subtitle

languages. Press ENTER to continue playback with

the desired subtitle language.

Notes

• Some DVD discs are recorded with subtitles that

cannot be turned off.

• Subtitles may not appear immediately after you have

turned them on.

• Some DVD discs allow you to change subtitle

selections only via the disc menu. Use the / /

/  buttons to select the desired language or turn

the subtitles ON or OFF and then press ENTER  .

• Use the SETUP menu to select a preferred subtitle

language.

• The maximum number of subtitle languages

stipulated by the manufacturer is 32.

•  If after pressing ANGLE ,  the inhibit icon    is

displayed on the television screen,  this indicates

that the angle function is not available for the disc.

No power

• Check to make sure the power cord is firmly

plugged into the power outlet.

• One of the safety mechanisms may be operating.

In this event, unplug the player from the power out-

let briefly and then plug it in again.

No picture

• Check that the system is connected securely.

• The video connection cord is damaged. Replace it

with a new one.

• Make sure you connect the system to video input

connector on the TV.

• Make sure you turn on the TV.

• Make sure you select the video input channel on

the TV. Refer to your TV manual if you are not sure.

The picture noise appears

• Take the disc out and clean it.

• If video from this system has to go through your

VCR to get to your TV, the copy-protection applied

to some DVD programs could affect picture quality.

If you still experience problems after checking your

connections, please try connecting your DVD sys-

tem directly to your TV’s S-Video input, if your TV

is equipped with this input.

The aspect ratio of the screen cannot be changed

even though you set “TV DISPLAY” in the SETUP

menu when you play a wide picture.

• The aspect rate is fixed on your DVD disc.

• If you connect the system with the S-Video cable,

connect directly to the TV. Otherwise, you may not

change the aspect rate.

• Depending on the TV, you may not change the as-

pect rate.

Severe hum or noise is heard

• Check that the speakers and components are con-

nected securely.

• Check that the connection cords are away from a

transformer or motor, and at least 3 meters away

from a TV set or fluorescent light.

• Move your TV away from the audio components.

• The plugs and jacks are dirty. Wipe them with a

cloth slightly moistened with alcohol.

• Take the disc out and clean it.

The sound loses stereo effect when you play a

Video CD or a CD

• Set the Audio mode to “STEREO” in the SETUP

menu.

• Make sure you connect the system appropriately.

The surround effect is difficult to hear when you

are playing a Dolby Digital sound track

• Check the speaker connections.

• Depending on the DVD disc, the output signal may

not be the entire 5.1 channel but monaural or stereo

even if the sound track is recorded in Dolby Digital

format.

The sound comes from the center speaker only

• Depending on the disc, the sound may come from

the center speaker only.

No sound is heard from the center speaker

• Make sure the Center is set to “ ON ” in SETUP

menu.

• You may set the listening mode to Dolby Pro Logic

Phantom .

• Adjust the speaker volume.

No sound or only a very low-level sound is heard

from the rear speakers

• Make sure the Rear is set to “ON” in SETUP menu.

• Adjust the speaker volume.

The language for the subtitles cannot be changed

when you play a DVD

• Multilingual subtitles are not recorded on the DVD.

• Changing the language for the subtitles is prohib-

ited on the DVD.

The subtitles cannot be turned off when you play

a DVD

• Depending on the DVD, you may not be able to turn

the subtitles off.

The angles cannot  be changed when you play a

DVD

• Multi-angles are not recorded on the DVD.

• Change the angles when the angle mark appears

on the    TV screen.

• Changing the angles is prohibited on the DVD.

The system does not operate properly

• Static electricity, etc., may affect the system’s op-

eration. Press POWER  to turn off the system. Then

press POWER  again to turn the system back on.
