Open the battery cover on the bottom 
of the unit to verify that battery 
polarity is correct.  Be careful not to 
pull on the wires connected to the 
cover, damaging the wires will render 
the unit dysfunctional.  If necessary, 
remove tabs between the battery and 
the post.  The battery must make 
contact with the post to operate.

Take an Inner Cover (2), place it over 
the light bulb and rotate it clockwise 
until the tabs on the Inner Cover are 
underneath the lip on the Cap.

Place an Outer Cover (3) over the 
Inner Cover and rotate it clockwise 
until the Tabs on the Outer Cover are 
underneath the lip on the Cap.  

Examine the area where the Solar 
Light is to be placed.  Make sure 
there are no utility lines beneath the 
surface that might be damaged.  For 
best results, the Lights should be 
placed in an area that receives at 
least eight hours of direct sunlight per 
day.

Place a Spike (6) onto a Shaft (4) and 
push the unit firmly into the ground.  

The Solar Light can either be placed 
on the Shaft now, or a Connector (5) 
can be used to connect another Shaft  
and raise the height of the Light.

Before first use, ensure that each 
Solar Light receives a full day’s 
exposure to direct sunlight.  This will 
charge the batteries.    

The Solar Light will turn on 
automatically when it gets dark.  

Do not install the Solar Light near a 
nighttime light source.  A bright light 
source will prevent the Light from 
turning on at night.

cloth.  For best operation, clean the 
Solar Panel on the top of the Cap, so 
that the battery will charge efficiently.
