CONDENSATION

If cold water is poured into a glass, water
droplets form on the outside of the glass.
This is called condensation. Condensation
may occur on internal operating parts of
the laser pickup.

CONDENSATION OCCURS:
When the unit is brought from the
outdoors into a warm room, or if it is in
a cold room which is heated quickly.
In the summer, if the unit is moved
suddenly from an air-conditioned room
or car to a hot or humid location.

SHOULD CONDENSATION OCCUR:
The unit may not operate properly if
condensation occurs. Wait for 1 to 2
hours (to allow the internal parts to
adjust to the surrounding temperature)
before using the unit.

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PLAYING A CD

Set the Function switch to CD position.
Press the Open button to open the CD
Door, and place and center a CD with
the printed side up into the CD
compartment.

Press the right lower corner of the CD
door to close the lid, the disc will rotate
and the LED Display will show the
disc’s total number of tracks.

Press the CD Play/Pause Button:

B Press once to play the first track.

B Press this button in play mode, the
playback will be paused. To
resume playback from the same
point, press the button again.

To backward skip and forward skip the

track, Press the CD Skip/Search button

(reqor pp]) during play to skip to the

desired track. Press the CD Forward

Skip/Search button (»»l) to skip to the

next track on the disc. Press the CD

Backward Skip/Search button (l¢«) to

skip to the beginning of the track

currently playing.

B Press and hold the CD Skip/Search
button ( <« or ppl ) during play to
scan the disc at high speed. When
the desired section of the disc is
found, release the buttons; normal
play will resume.

Press the Program/Repeat button

during play:

B Press once to repeat the track
(song) currently played, The repeat
indicator will come on.

B Press twice to repeat all the tracks
(songs) on the disc, The repeat
indicator will flash on and off.

B Press a third time to exit repeat
play mode.

Press Stop button to stop CD playing.

RANDOM PLAY

Tracks on the disc can be played in
random order. Press Random button
during playback. After the current track
is finished, the unit will play tracks in
random order until all tracks are played,
and then stop.

During random play, the current track
number and random symbol will flash
repeatedly to indicate random play is in
progress.

PROGRAM PLAY

PROGRAM BUTTON
Tracks on the disc can be played in the
desired pre-set order.
Press the CD Program/Repeat button in
stop mode. " P{J " will be shown in the
display.
Select the desired track by using CD
Skip/Search button (k¢ or ppl).
Press CD Program/Repeat button again
to store the first track into memory. The
Display will show "P | "
Repeat steps 2 to 3 to program
additional tracks; up to 16 tracks can be
programmed in sequence.
Note: When the 10th track is
programmed, the display

shows " P9 ". When more
than 10 tracks are entered, the
display will show

Pd,Ph, Pc,Pd, PE and PF
indicating11, 12, 13, 14, 15 and
16th track.

Press the CD Play/Pause button to start
the programmed play. The Display will
show the track number being played,
and the Play/Program indicator will
remain flashing during programmed
play.
All tracks will play in the order you
programmed. If in middle of play if you
want to hear the next programmed track,
press the Skip/Search button ( »»i ).
When all the songs have finished, the
set will stop.
Note: Programming can only be done
when the CD is in the stop mode.



T0 SET CLOCK TIME

Press and hold Time Set button.

While holding down Time Set button,

press Forward button or Reverse button

until desired time is displayed.

Release these buttons when the

desired time is reached.

Note: A green dot (PM Indicator) in the

lower right corner indicates PM time.
This is optional for 12-hour version.

Note: When setting time, be careful not to
touch Snooze and/or Sleep button.

TO SET ALARM TIME

This set has dual alarms. You may set
Alarm 1, to wake you at a certain time, or
Alarm 2, to wake you at a different time, or
Alarm 1+2 to wake you at both of these
times.

This feature is useful for couples waking up
at different times or a person who likes to
wake up at different times during week days
and weekends or holidays.

To set Alarm 1, slide the Alarm selector to
position 1.

To set Alarm 2, slide the Alarm selector to
position 2.

Press and hold down Alarm Set button and
Forward (or Reverse) button till you reach
the wake up time you want. Pressing Alarm
Set button, Forward(or reverse) button (2 at
once) will quickly advance the time. When
you reach the proper time, release all
buttons.

Note: To check alarm time, press Alarm Set

button. The display will show alarm
time.
To wake at Alarm 1 time, slide Alarm
selector to position 1; To wake at
Alarm 2 time, slide Alarm selector to
position 2; To wake at both time, slide
to Alarm 1+2.

Slide the Alarm Mode switch to AUTO.

B The radio will start playing automatically at the set alarm time.

WAKE TO CD MUSIC

Open CD Door by pressing CD Open button and place and center a CD into the CD
compartment.

Slide the Function switch to CD.

Set the proper alarm time or check if the pre-set alarm time is correct by pressing the
Alarm set button.

Slide the Mode switch to AUTO.
