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Ergonomic Considerations
Whenever possible, you should attempt to take account of the following ergonomic considerations:

❑ Position of your computer – Place the display directly in front of you. Keep your forearms horizontal, with your wrists in 
a neutral, comfortable position while using the keyboard or the pointing device. Let your upper arms hang naturally at your 
sides. Take frequent breaks while using your computer. Excessive use of the computer may strain eyes, muscles, or 
tendons.

❑ Furniture and posture – Sit in a chair with good back support. Adjust the level of the chair so your feet are flat on the 
floor. A footrest may make you more comfortable. Sit in a relaxed, upright posture and avoid slouching forward or leaning 
far backwards.
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❑ Viewing angle of the display – Use the display tilting feature to find the best position. You can reduce eye strain and 
muscle fatigue by adjusting the tilt of the display to the proper position. Adjust the brightness level of the display as well.

!
While adjusting the viewing angle, do not exert excessive pressure on your computer to eliminate a risk of mechanical damage.

❑ Lighting – Choose a location where windows and lights do not cause glare and reflection on the display. Use indirect 
lighting to avoid bright spots on the display. Proper lighting adds to your comfort and work efficiency.

❑ Ventilation – Make sure you leave at least 10 cm of space behind and at least 20 cm of space on each side of the main 
unit.

HDMI/VIDEO input* Illuminates in green while the HDMI input or the video input is selected as the audio/video input source.

Built-in MOTION EYE camera Illuminates while the built-in camera is in use.

Media Access Illuminates while data access to a memory card, such as "Memory Stick" and an SD memory card, is in 
progress. (Do not place the computer into Sleep mode or turn it off while this indicator light is lit.) When the 
indicator light is unlit, the memory card is not in use.

INPUT SELECT* Illuminates in green while the HDMI input or the video input is selected as the audio/video input source.

DISPLAY OFF Illuminates in orange while the LCD backlight is off.

Disc drive 
Illuminates while data access to the built-in storage device or the optical disc drive is in progress. Do not place 
the computer into Sleep mode or turn it off while this indicator light is lit.

WIRELESS Illuminates while one or more wireless options are enabled.

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Setting Up Your Computer

Connecting a Power Source
You need a power cord to connect your computer to an AC power source.

✍
Use only the supplied power cord for your computer.
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To connect the power cord
1 Plug one end of the power cord (1) into an AC outlet (2).

2 Route the power cord through the hole (3) of the prop-up stand and plug the other end into the AC input port (4) on the 
computer.

✍
To disconnect your computer completely from AC power, turn off the computer and unplug the power cord.

Make sure that an AC outlet is easily accessible.

!
If you unplug the power cord from your computer while the computer is on or in Sleep mode, you may lose all unsaved data.
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Shutting Down Your Computer Safely
To avoid losing unsaved data, be sure to shut down your computer properly, as described below.

To shut down your computer
1 Turn off any peripherals connected to the computer.

2 Click Start and the Shut down button.

3 Respond to any prompts warning you to save documents or to consider other users and wait for the computer to turn off 
automatically.
The power indicator light turns off.
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Using the Power Saving Mode
In addition to the normal operating mode, your computer has a distinct power saving mode called Sleep mode.

!
Turn off your computer if you do not intend to use it for an extended period of time.

Mode Description

Normal mode This is the normal state of your computer while it is in use. The green power indicator light is lit while the 
computer is in this mode.

Sleep mode Sleep mode turns off the LCD screen and places the built-in storage device(s) and the CPU into a low power 
consumption mode. The orange power indicator light illuminates while your computer is in this mode.
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Using Sleep Mode

To activate Sleep mode

Click Start, the arrow  next to the Shut down button, and Sleep.

✍
Alternatively, you can press the sleep button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if supplied) to place your computer into Sleep mode.

To return to Normal mode
❑ Press any key on the wireless keyboard or the sleep button on the remote commander (if supplied).

❑ Press the power button on your computer.

!
Make sure that the batteries of your wireless keyboard and remote commander (if supplied) are properly installed and not running out of power.

If you press and hold the power button for more than four seconds, your computer will turn off automatically. You will lose all unsaved data.

If the computer is not used for a certain period of time, it will enter Sleep mode. To modify this, you can change the Sleep 
mode settings.

To change the Sleep mode settings
1 Click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, and Power Options.

2 Click Change plan settings under the current power plan.

3 Change the time to place the computer into Sleep mode and click Save Changes.

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Using the Keyboard
A wireless keyboard is supplied with your computer.

The wireless keyboard uses a standard key arrangement with additional keys that perform specific functions.

Using the Wireless Keyboard
Two AA alkaline batteries are supplied with your wireless keyboard. Before attempting to use the wireless keyboard, remove 
the battery compartment cover (1) from the bottom of the wireless keyboard and install the supplied two AA batteries (2) into 
the battery compartment.

✍
If the wireless keyboard does not operate properly, the batteries may need to be replaced. If you do not intend to use the wireless keyboard for an 
extended period of time, remove the batteries to avoid possible damage from battery leakage.

If the wireless keyboard is left unused for 20 minutes or longer, your computer enters Sleep mode. To bring it back into Normal mode, press any key 
on the wireless keyboard.
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!
To maintain good communication, operate the wireless keyboard within the distance limitations of keyboard: 10 m from your computer.

You cannot use the wireless keyboard in conjunction with the HDMI/VIDEO input function (page 51).

If you find your wireless keyboard not working, for example after you used the keyboard with another VAIO model, reconnect the keyboard. See To 
connect the wireless keyboard (page 29) for the detailed procedure.

Avoid using any wireless devices that exchange radio signals on the 2.4 GHz band near your wireless keyboard. These devices may create radio 
interference, causing the keyboard to stop working properly.

Do not place metal furniture or objects near your computer or wireless keyboard, as this may create radio interference, causing the keyboard to stop 
working properly.

Do not mix old (used) and new batteries when replacing batteries in the wireless keyboard. Be sure to use the same type and manufacture of the battery.

Do not mix alkaline with manganese batteries. Using incompatible batteries or mixing used, new or different types of batteries can damage the wireless 
keyboard.

A Function keys
Perform certain tasks. The task associated with each function 
key varies among software applications except the following 
combinations with the Fn key to change the LCD brightness of 
your computer screen.
Fn+F5: Decrease lighting intensity of the LCD screen.
Fn+F6: Increase lighting intensity of the LCD screen.

!
While using the HDMI/VIDEO input function, you cannot use the function keys 
on the wireless keyboard to change the LCD brightness. To change the 
brightness while using the HDMI/VIDEO input function, see Using the HDMI/
VIDEO Input Control Buttons (page 53) for the procedure.

B Num Lk/Scr Lk key
Activates/deactivates Num Lk mode. To activate/deactivate Scr 
Lk mode, use this key in conjunction with the Fn key.
When Num Lk or Scr Lk mode is activated or deactivated, the 

 (Num lock) or  (Scroll lock) icon appears on the taskbar 
along with a pop-up message to indicate a mode change.

✍
You can keep the Num lock and/or Scroll lock icon on the taskbar. To do so, right-
click the f icon on the taskbar, click Customize notification icons, and then 
select Show icon and notifications for your desired icon.

C VAIO button
Launches the Media Gallery.

D Power switch
Slide the switch to turn the wireless keyboard on and off.

E Sleep button
Provides a lower level of power consumption.

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F Zoom buttons
Change the size of an image or a document displayed on some 
software.

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To connect the wireless keyboard

!
To connect the wireless keyboard, it must be located within a range of 30 cm to 1 m from the computer.

1 Make sure the supplied two AA batteries are properly installed.

2 Turn on the computer.

3 Slide the power switch on the back of the keyboard to the ON position.

4 Press the CONNECT button (1) on the bottom of the keyboard.

5 Press the CONNECT button (2) on the back of the computer while the connect indicator light  is blinking rapidly.
The rapid-blinking connect indicator light turns off when connection is established between the computer and the 
keyboard. If not, repeat the procedure.

!
The connect indicator light  blinks rapidly for about one minute to indicate that the keyboard is ready for connection with the computer. If no 
connection is made during this period, the indicator light goes blinking slowly to indicate that the connection is down.
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Using the Mouse
A wireless mouse is supplied with your computer.

The wireless mouse has no cables to plug in and uses a light-emitting diode (LED) instead of a ball.

Using the Wireless Mouse
Two AA alkaline batteries are supplied with your wireless mouse. Before attempting to use the wireless mouse, remove the 
battery compartment cover (1) from the bottom of the wireless mouse and install the supplied two AA batteries (2) into the 
battery compartment.

✍
If the wireless mouse does not operate properly, the batteries may need to be replaced. If you do not intend to use the wireless mouse for an extended 
period of time, remove the batteries to avoid possible damage from battery leakage.
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!
To maintain good communication, operate the wireless mouse within the distance limitations of mouse: 10 m from your computer.

If you find your wireless mouse not working, for example after you used the mouse with another VAIO model, reconnect the mouse. See To connect 
the wireless mouse (page 33) for the detailed procedure.

Avoid using any wireless devices that exchange radio signals on the 2.4 GHz band near your wireless mouse. These devices may create radio 
interference, causing the mouse to stop working properly.

Use surfaces such as plain paper, card stock, or fabric that have minimal repetitive patterns.

Avoid using the wireless mouse on surfaces such as mirrors, smooth glass, or magazines that have half- tone printing.

Do not place metal furniture or objects near your computer or wireless mouse, as this may create radio interference, causing the mouse to stop working 
properly.

Do not mix old (used) and new batteries when replacing batteries in the wireless mouse. Always use the same type and manufacture of the battery.

Do not mix alkaline with manganese batteries. Using incompatible batteries or mixing used, new or different types of batteries can damage the wireless 
mouse.
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A Left button
Click or double-click the left button to select items. To drag and 
drop items, hold the left button down while sliding the mouse, 
then release the button to drop the item.

B Central wheel
Rotate the central wheel to scroll up or down a page. Press the 
wheel once to lock the scroll action and control the movement 
by moving the entire mouse (the scroll function is available only 
with applications that support it).

C Right button
Press the right button once to display a context-sensitive 
shortcut menu (if any).

D Battery indicator light
Blinks when the mouse batteries are running out of power.

E Power switch
Slide the switch to turn the mouse on and off.

F CONNECT button (page 33)
Press to enable communication between the computer and the 
wireless mouse.

G Battery compartment (page 30)
Storage compartment for the AA batteries.
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To connect the wireless mouse

!
To connect the wireless mouse, it must be located within a range of 30 cm to 1 m from the computer.

1 Make sure the supplied two AA batteries are properly installed.

2 Turn on the computer.

3 Slide the power switch (1) on the bottom of the mouse to the ON position.

4 Press the CONNECT button (2) on the bottom of the mouse.

5 Press the CONNECT button (3) on the back of the computer within 10 seconds from step 4.
Communication between the mouse and the computer should now be established. If not, repeat the procedure.
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Adjusting the Mouse Functions
1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click Mouse under Hardware and Sound.
The Mouse Properties window appears.

Using the Touch Screen

Using the Touch Screen
Embedded infrared optical sensors of your computer's touch screen enable direct interaction with the computer using your 
finger(s). You can perform various gestures on the touch screen to compensate for mouse operations, such as selecting items 
and scrolling.

!
The touch screen function may be disabled depending on the software application you are using.

Your computer is equipped with two optical sensors and supports multi-touch input of up to two points. When rotating a picture on the touch screen, 
for example, a rotating gesture may not be successfully recognized by your computer, which, however, does not indicate a malfunction.

The touch screen function is disabled while you are using the HDMI/VIDEO input function. See Using the HDMI/VIDEO Input Function (page 51) for 
more information.
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Gesture Description

Tap Tap on the touch screen once with a finger. This gesture is equivalent to a click with a mouse.

Double-tap Tap on the touch screen twice in quick succession with a finger. This gesture is equivalent to a double-click with a mouse.

Press-and-hold Touch and hold on the touch screen with a finger until a circling icon appears, and then lift the finger off the screen to display 
a context-sensitive shortcut menu (if any). This gesture is equivalent to a right-click with a mouse.

Press-and-tap Touch and hold on the touch screen with a finger and tap with another finger to display a context-sensitive shortcut menu (if 
any). This gesture is equivalent to a right-click with a mouse.

Drag Put a finger on the touch screen and slide it while keeping the finger in contact with the screen. Drag left or right for panning; 
up or down for scrolling.

Flick Put a finger on the touch screen and slide it linearly in quick motion.
You can assign an individual task to up to eight flicks. There are four default flick 
assignments: you can flick left to move backward, flick right to move forward, flick up 
to scroll up, and flick down to scroll down. When a flick gesture is successfully 
recognized, an icon appears with a description of the assignment on the desktop.
To add or change the flick assignments, click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and 
Sound, and Pen and Touch to access the Flick tab.

Zoom With some software applications, you can pinch on the touch screen with two fingers 
for zooming. Pinch open to zoom in or pinch close to zoom out.
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✍
You can disable the touch screen function with the Control Panel. Click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, and Pen and Touch, and then click 
to cancel the Use your finger as an input device check box on the Touch tab.

You can change the DPI to enlarge the view size of the touch screen for easier touch works. To do so, click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, 
Display, and Set custom text size (DPI), and then specify your preference. Changing the DPI, however, may distort the screen view while you are using 
a non-compatible software application or viewing a non-compatible web site. Depending on the model you purchased, the text size may have set to 
Larger by default.

You can bring your computer from Sleep mode to Normal mode by touching the touch screen. This, however, may not work in some cases including 
the one, for example, where you were using the HDMI/VIDEO input function when the computer entered Sleep mode. In such a case, press any key on 
the wireless keyboard or the power button on the computer to bring the computer back into Normal mode.

Rotate With some software applications, such as photo viewer software, you can put two 
fingers on the touch screen and slide them in circles to rotate the underlying object.

Gesture Description
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Displaying the On-screen Keyboard
While the touch screen function is enabled, you can use the on-screen keyboard, instead of the wireless keyboard, for text 
entry. To display the on-screen keyboard, simply tap on a text entry field. Alternatively, you can use the keyboard tab at the 
left edge of the desktop to display the on-screen keyboard. Tap on the tab to pull it out, and then tap on it once again to display 
the keyboard in full view.

 

Notes on Using the Touch Screen
❑ To repeat tapping, be sure to lift your finger at least 4 mm off the touch screen after each tap.

❑ When tapping triggers an unintentional operation, make sure that no other parts of your body, including your clothes, are 
in contact with the touch screen. The touch screen may even respond to a touch made by an insect that happens to come 
in contact with the screen.

❑ Be sure to touch gently with your fingertip, not with the ball of your finger. If the area of contact with the touch screen is 
beyond specifications of the touch screen function, your computer may not recognize your touch.

❑ Depending on the spot you touch on the screen, the touch screen sensitivity varies. This is normal and does not indicate 
a malfunction.

❑ Gentle touches always work. The degree of pressing force does not count for operations as the touch screen employs 
optical technology.
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Using the Built-in Camera
Your computer is equipped with a built-in MOTION EYE camera.

With the appropriate image capture software, you can perform the following operations:

❑ Capture still images and movies

❑ Sense and capture object movements for monitoring purposes

❑ Edit captured data

✍
Turning on the computer activates the built-in camera.

Video conferences are possible with the appropriate software.

!
Launching or exiting your instant messaging or video editing software does not activate or deactivate the built-in camera.

Do not place your computer into Sleep mode while you are using the built-in camera.

To use the image capture software
1 Click Start, All Programs, ArcSoft WebCam Companion 3, and WebCam Companion 3.

2 Click your desired icon in the main window.

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Using the Wireless LAN
The Wireless LAN (WLAN) allows your computer to connect to a network through a wireless connection.

The WLAN uses the following IEEE 802.11a/b/g/n standard, which specifies the type of technology used.
See the specifications to find out about the configuration of your computer.

IEEE 802.11b/g 2.4 GHz The IEEE 802.11g standard provides higher-speed communications than the IEEE 802.11b 
standard.

IEEE 802.11n 5 GHz/2.4 GHz On models compliant with the IEEE 802.11b/g/n standard, only the 2.4 GHz band can be used.
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Notes on Using the Wireless LAN Function

General notes on using the wireless LAN function
❑ In some countries or regions, using WLAN products may be restricted by the local regulations (e.g. limited number of 

channels).

❑ The IEEE 802.11a standard and the IEEE 802.11n standard are not available on ad-hoc networks.

❑ The 2.4 GHz band, with which wireless LAN devices work, is used by various devices. Although the wireless LAN devices 
use the technology to minimize radio interference from other devices that use the same band, such radio interference may 
cause slower communication speeds and narrower communication ranges or communication failures.

❑ The communication speed and range may vary depending on the following conditions:

❑ Distance between communication devices

❑ Existence of obstacles between devices

❑ Device configuration

❑ Radio conditions

❑ Ambient environment that includes existence of walls and materials of such walls

❑ Software in use

❑ Communications may be cut off depending on radio conditions.

❑ Actual communication speed may not be as fast as the one displayed on your computer.

❑ Deploying WLAN products compliant with different standards that use the same band on the same wireless network may 
reduce the communication speed due to radio interference. Taking this into consideration, WLAN products are designed 
to reduce the communication speed to ensure communications with another WLAN product if it is compliant with a 
different standard that uses the same band. When the communication speed is not as fast as expected, changing the 
wireless channel on the access point may increase the communication speed.
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Note on the data encryption
The WLAN standard includes the encryption methods: Wired Equivalent Privacy (WEP), which is a security protocol, Wi-Fi 
Protected Access 2 (WPA2), and Wi-Fi Protected Access (WPA). Proposed jointly by the IEEE and Wi-Fi Alliance, both WPA2 
and WPA are specifications of standards based on interoperable security enhancements that increase the level of data 
protection and access control for existing Wi-Fi networks. WPA is designed to be forward compatible with the IEEE 802.11i 
specification. It utilizes the enhanced data encryption Temporal Key Integrity Protocol (TKIP) in addition to user authentication 
using 802.1X and Extensible Authentication Protocol (EAP). Data encryption protects the vulnerable wireless link between 
clients and access points. Besides that, there are other typical LAN security mechanisms to ensure privacy, such as: 
password protection, end-to-end encryption, virtual private networks, and authentication. WPA2, the second generation of 
WPA, provides stronger data protection and network access control and is also designed to secure all versions of 802.11 
devices, including 802.11b, 802.11a, 802.11g, and 802.11n standards, multi-band and multi-mode. In addition, based on the 
ratified IEEE 802.11i standard, WPA2 provides government grade security by implementing the National Institute of 
Standards and Technology (NIST) FIPS 140-2 compliant AES encryption algorithm and 802.1X-based authentication. WPA2 
is backward compatible with WPA.

Bluetooth Security
The Bluetooth wireless technology has an authentication function, which allows you to determine with whom you choose to 
communicate. With the authentication function, you can prevent any anonymous Bluetooth devices from accessing your 
computer.

The first time two Bluetooth devices communicate, a common passkey (a password required for authentication) should be 
determined for both devices to be registered.

❑ You should not touch the connectors or open the memory module compartment cover.

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Adding and Removing Memory
If you want to expand the functionality of your computer, you can increase the amount of memory by installing optional 
memory modules. Before you upgrade your computer's memory, read the notes and procedures in the following pages.

Notes on adding/removing memory modules
❑ Be sure to place your computer on a flat surface before adding or removing memory modules.

❑ Be careful when changing memory. Improper installation of memory modules may cause damage to your system. This 
damage may void your manufacturer's warranty.

❑ Only use memory modules that are compatible with your computer. If a memory module is not detected by the computer 
or the Windows operating system becomes unstable, contact the sales dealer or the manufacturer of your memory module.

❑ Electrostatic discharge (ESD) can damage electronic components. Before touching a memory module, ensure the 
following:

❑ The procedures described in this document assume user familiarity with the general terminology associated with 
personal computers and with the safety practice and regulatory compliance requirements for using and modifying 
electronic equipment.

❑ Turn off your computer and disconnect it from the power cord and from any telecommunication links, networks, or 
modems before you remove any cover or panel from the computer. Failure to do so may result in personal injury or 
equipment damage.

❑ ESD can damage memory modules and other components. Install the memory module only at an ESD workstation. 
If such a station is not available, do not work in a carpeted area, and do not handle materials that produce or hold 
static electricity (cellophane wrappers, for example). Ground yourself by maintaining contact with an unpainted metal 
portion of the chassis while performing the procedure.

❑ Do not open the memory module package before you are ready to change the module. The package protects the 
module from ESD.
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❑ Use the special bag supplied with the memory module or wrap the module in aluminum foil to protect it from ESD.

❑ Introducing any liquids, foreign substances, or objects into the memory module slots or other internal components of your 
computer will result in damage to the computer and any repair costs will not be covered by the warranty.

❑ Do not place the memory module in a location subject to:

❑ Heat sources such as radiators or air ducts

❑ Direct sunlight

❑ Excessive dust

❑ Mechanical vibration or shock

❑ Strong magnets or speakers that are not magnetically shielded

❑ Ambient temperature of more than 35°C or less than 10°C

❑ High humidity

❑ Handle the memory module with care. To avoid injuries to your hands and fingers, do not touch the edges of the 
components and circuit boards inside your computer.
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Removing and Installing a Memory Module

To change or add a memory module
1 Shut down the computer, turn off all peripheral devices, and disconnect the power cord and the peripheral devices from 

the power source.

2 Gently face down your computer on a flat surface and wait about an hour until the computer cools down.

!
When facing down your computer, be sure to place it on a soft cloth to avoid damage to the screen frame.

3 Unscrew the screw (1) and remove the memory module compartment cover (2).

4 Touch a metal object to discharge static electricity.
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5 Remove the currently installed memory module as follows:

❑ Pull the latches in the direction of the arrows (3).
The memory module is released.

❑ Make sure that the memory module tilts up and then pull it out in the direction of the arrow (4).

6 Remove the new memory module from its packaging.
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7 Slide the memory module into the memory module slot and push it in until it clicks into place.

!
Do not touch any components on the motherboard other than the memory module.

If you want to install only one memory module, be sure to use the lower slot.

Be sure to insert the connector edge of the memory module into the slot while aligning the notch on the module with the small projection in the open 
slot. Do not force the memory module into the slot in a wrong orientation, as it may cause damage to the slot and the module.

8 Replace the memory module compartment cover and tighten the screw.

9 Connect the power cord and the peripheral devices to the computer, and then plug them to the power source.

10 Turn on all peripheral devices and then the computer.

❑ Do not throw the battery into a fire. Never heat, disassemble, modify, charge, nor get battery wet.

❑ Be sure to use the commercially available alkaline or manganese AA batteries. Do not mix old (used) and new batteries. 
Be sure to use the same type and manufacture of the battery.

 

Mouse
❑ Do not look directly at the red light from the bottom of the optical mouse. Doing so could cause injury.

❑ Do not look directly into the lens at the bottom of the laser mouse. Doing so could cause eye injuries. The laser light is 
invisible.
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Headphones
Preventing hearing damage – Avoid using headphones at high volume. Hearing experts advise against continuous, loud 
and extended play. If you experience a ringing in your ears, reduce the volume or discontinue use.

 

"Memory Stick"
Keep "Memory Stick" and "Memory Stick" adaptors out of reach of children. There is a risk of swallowing them.
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Care and Maintenance Information

Computer
❑ Clean the cabinet with a soft, dry or lightly moistened cloth with a mild detergent solution. Do not use an abrasive pad, 

scouring powder, or solvent such as alcohol or benzine, as these may damage the finish of your computer. 

❑ Make sure you unplug the power cord before cleaning your computer.

 

LCD Screen/Touch Screen
Use a soft, dry cloth to wipe the surface of the LCD screen/touch screen. Rubbing the surface could damage the screen.

 

Built-in Camera
Clean the lens protection cover of the built-in camera with a blower brush or a soft brush. If the cover is extremely dirty, wipe 
it off with a soft dry cloth. Do not rub the cover, as it is sensitive to pressure.

 

Discs
❑ Proper care of the disc is essential to its continuous reliability. Do not use solvents (such as benzine, thinner, alcohol, 

commercially available cleaners, or anti-static spray) which may cause damage to the disc.

❑ For normal cleaning, hold the disc by its edges and use a soft cloth to wipe the surface from the center out.

❑ If the disc is badly soiled, moisten a soft cloth with water, wring it out well, and use it to wipe the surface of the disc from 
the center out. Wipe off any remaining moisture with a dry soft cloth.
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Handling Your Computer
❑ If you drop a solid object or any liquid onto your computer, shut down the computer and then unplug it. You may want to 

have the computer checked by qualified personnel before operating it again.

❑ Do not drop your computer.

❑ Do not place your computer in a location subject to: 

❑ Heat sources, such as radiators or air ducts

❑ Direct sunlight

❑ Excessive dust

❑ Moisture or rain

❑ Mechanical vibration or shock

❑ Strong magnets or speakers that are not magnetically shielded

❑ Ambient temperature of more than 35°C or less than 10°C

❑ High humidity

❑ Do not place electronic equipment near your computer. The electromagnetic field of the equipment may cause the 
computer to malfunction.

❑ Your computer uses high-frequency radio signals and may cause interference to radio or TV reception. If this occurs, move 
the computer a suitable distance away from the radio or TV.

❑ Do not use cut or damaged connection cables.

❑ If your computer is brought directly from a cold location to a warm one, moisture may condense inside the computer. In 
such a case, allow at least one hour before turning on the computer. If any problems occur, unplug the computer and 
contact an authorized Sony service/support center. To find the nearest center or agent, see Finding More about Your 
VAIO Computer (page 5).
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❑ To avoid losing data when your computer is damaged, back up your data regularly.

❑ To lift or move your computer, grasp the main unit on the sides with both hands from behind the computer to avoid any 
damage to the LCD screen/touch screen. There is a risk of scratching the LCD screen/touch screen, for example with 
your waist belt buckle, if you hold your computer from its front.
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Handling the LCD Screen/Touch Screen
❑ Due to the mechanical design of your computer's LCD screen/touch screen, some areas of the screen surface may 

become warm while you are using the computer for an extended period of time. This is normal and does not indicate a 
malfunction.

❑ Do not exert pressure on the LCD screen/touch screen surface in any way. The LCD screen/touch screen is made of 
reinforced glass to implement high durability but is not 100% unbreakable.

❑ Do not exert pressure on the LCD screen/touch screen frame. This may cause lower touch sensitivity or malfunctions.

❑ Be sure to use your finger(s) for touch works. Using a thin or thick object for touch works may result in an unintentional 
operation as well as unwanted scratches on the LCD screen/touch screen surface.

❑ Keep the LCD screen/touch screen, especially the frame sill, clean for good touch sensitivity. When cleaning the LCD 
screen/touch screen, be sure to use a soft, dry cloth to gently wipe its surface and the screen frame.

❑ Do not use or leave the LCD screen/touch screen under high-intensity light, for example direct sunlight, to avoid 
malfunctions or damage.

❑ Using your computer in low temperature conditions may produce a residual image on the LCD screen/touch screen. This 
does not indicate a malfunction. When the computer returns to normal temperature, the screen returns to normal.

❑ A residual image may appear on the LCD screen/touch screen if the same image is displayed for an extended period of 
time. The residual image disappears after a while. You can use a screen saver to prevent residual images.

❑ The LCD screen/touch screen is manufactured using high-precision technology. You may, however, see tiny black points 
and/or bright points (red, blue, or green) that continuously appear on the screen. This is a normal result of the 
manufacturing process and does not indicate a malfunction.
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Using the Power Source

See the specifications to find out about the configuration of your computer.

❑ Do not share an AC outlet with other power-consuming equipment, such as a photocopier or a shredder.

❑ You can purchase a power strip with a surge protector. This device helps prevent damage to your computer caused by 
sudden power surges, in an electrical storm, for example.

❑ Use the power cord supplied with your computer or genuine Sony products. Do not use any other power cord as it may 
cause a malfunction.
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Handling the Built-in Camera
❑ Do not touch the lens protection cover of the built-in camera, as it may cause scratches on the cover and such scratches 

will appear on the captured images.

❑ Do not let the direct sunlight get into the lens of the built-in camera regardless of your computer's power state, as it may 
cause the camera to malfunction.
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Handling Discs
❑ Fingerprints and dust on the surface of a disc may cause read errors. Be sure to hold the disc by its edges and central 

hole, as shown below: 

❑ Never affix an adhesive label to a disc. This will affect the use of the disc and may result in irreparable damage.
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Handling "Memory Stick"
❑ Do not touch the "Memory Stick" connector with your finger or metallic objects.

❑ Use only the adhesive label supplied with "Memory Stick".

❑ Do not bend, drop, or expose "Memory Stick".

❑ Do not disassemble or modify "Memory Stick".

❑ Keep "Memory Stick" dry.

❑ Do not use or store "Memory Stick" in a location subject to:

❑ Static electricity

❑ Electrical noise

❑ Extremely high temperatures, such as in a car parked in the sun

❑ Direct sunlight

❑ High humidity

❑ Corrosive substances

❑ Use the storage case supplied with "Memory Stick".

❑ Be sure to make a backup copy of your valuable data.

❑ When using "Memory Stick Duo", do not use a fine-tipped pen to write on the label adhered to "Memory Stick Duo".

❑ Do not turn off the power or restart your computer while reading or writing data to the hard disk drive.

❑ Do not use your computer in a place subject to extreme changes in temperature.

❑ Do not remove the hard disk drive from your computer.

To avoid damaging your solid state drive
❑ Do not turn off the power or restart your computer while reading or writing data to the solid state drive.

❑ Do not remove the solid state drive from your computer.
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Troubleshooting

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Computer Operations

What should I do if my computer does not start?
❑ Make sure your computer is securely plugged into a power source and turned on and the power indicator light shows the 

power is on.

❑ Disconnect all connected USB devices (if any), and then restart your computer.

❑ Remove any extra memory modules you may have installed since purchase, and then restart your computer.

❑ If your computer is plugged into a power strip or an uninterruptible power supply (UPS), make sure the power strip or UPS 
is plugged into a power source and turned on.

❑ If the orange DISPLAY OFF indicator light is lit, press the DISPLAY OFF button.

❑ Make sure the brightness and contrast controls are adjusted correctly.

❑ Make sure the computer input is selected as the audio/video input source. To change the display input, press the INPUT 
SELECT button on the computer or the remote commander (if supplied).

❑ Unplug the power cord. Wait three to five minutes. Plug the power cord again and press the power button to turn on your 
computer.

❑ Condensation may cause your computer to malfunction. If this occurs, do not use the computer for at least one hour.

❑ Check that you are using the supplied Sony power cord. For your safety, use only the genuine Sony power cord, which is 
supplied by Sony for your VAIO computer.

❑ Make sure your computer is not in Sleep mode by pressing the power button on the computer or the sleep button on the 
wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if supplied). If you press and hold the power button for more than four 
seconds, your computer will turn off automatically.
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What should I do if the green power indicator light turns on but my screen remains blank?
❑ If the orange DISPLAY OFF indicator light is lit, press the DISPLAY OFF button.

❑ Make sure the computer input is selected as the audio/video input source. To change the display input, press the INPUT 
SELECT button on the computer or the remote commander (if supplied).

❑ Press the Alt+F4 keys several times to close the application window. An application error may have occurred.

❑ Press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow  next to the Shut down  button and Restart.

❑ Press and hold the power button for more than four seconds to shut down your computer. Unplug the power cord and 
leave the computer for about five minutes. Then, plug the power cord and turn on the computer again.

!
Make sure that the batteries of your wireless keyboard and remote commander (if supplied) are properly installed and not running out of power.

Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys or the power button may cause loss of unsaved data.
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What should I do if my computer or software stops responding?
❑ If your computer stops responding while a software application is running, press the Alt+F4 keys to close the application 

window.

❑ If the Alt+F4 keys do not work, click Start and the Shut down button to turn off your computer.

❑ If your computer does not turn off, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the Shut down button.
If the Windows Security window appears, click Shut Down.

❑ If this procedure does not work, press and hold the power button until the computer turns off.

!
Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys or the power button may cause loss of unsaved data.

❑ Unplug the power cord. Wait three to five minutes. Plug the power cord again and press the power button to turn on your 
computer.

❑ Try reinstalling the software.

❑ Contact the software publisher or designated provider for technical support.
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Why doesn't my computer enter Sleep mode?
Your computer may become unstable if the operating mode is changed before the computer completely enters Sleep mode.

To restore your computer to normal mode
1 Close all open programs.

2 Click Start, the arrow next to the Shut down button, and Restart.

3 If your computer does not restart, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and 
Restart.

4 If this procedure does not work, press and hold the power button until the computer turns off.

!
Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys or the power button may cause loss of unsaved data.

 

What should I do if my computer does not accept my password and returns a message, 
Enter Onetime Password?
If you enter a wrong power-on password three times consecutively, the Enter Onetime Password message appears and 
Windows will not start. Press and hold the power button for more than four seconds to check that the power indicator light 
turns off. Wait for 10 to 15 seconds, then restart your computer and enter the correct password. The password is case 
sensitive, so be sure to check letters for the current case before you enter the password.

 

What should I do if my game software does not work or it keeps crashing?
❑ Check the web site of the game if there are any patches or updates to download.

❑ Make sure you have installed the latest video driver software.

❑ On some VAIO models, the graphics memory is shared with the system. The optimal graphic performance in such a case 
is not guaranteed.
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Why doesn't my screen turn off after the automatic turn-off time has passed?
Some software applications or screen savers are designed to temporarily disable the feature of your operating system that 
turns off the computer screen or places the computer into Sleep mode after a certain period of inactivity. To solve this 
problem, exit the running software application(s) or change the current screen saver.

 

How can I change the boot device order?
You can use one of the BIOS functions to change the boot device order. Follow these steps:

1 Turn on your computer.

2 Press the F2 key when the VAIO logo appears.
The BIOS setup screen appears. If the screen does not appear, restart the computer and press the F2 key several times 
when the VAIO logo appears.

3 Press the < or , key to select Boot.

4 Press the M or m key to select your desired priority under Boot Priority and press the Enter key.

5 Press the M or m key to select the device to which you want to assign the priority and press the Enter key.

6 Press the < or , key to select Exit, select Exit Setup, and then press the Enter key.
At the confirmation prompt, press the Enter key.

 

What should I do if I cannot boot my computer from the USB floppy disk drive connected 
to the computer?
To boot your computer from the USB floppy disk drive, you need to change the boot device.

Turn on your computer and press the F11 key when the VAIO logo appears.

How can I find important updates for my computer?
You can find and install the latest updates on your computer with the software applications: the Windows Update and the 
VAIO Update. See Updating Your Computer (page 21) for more information.

 

How can I protect my computer against security threats, such as viruses?
The Microsoft Windows operating system is preinstalled on your computer. The best way to protect your computer against 
security threats, such as viruses, is to download and install the latest Windows updates regularly.

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How do I check the volume of the recovery area?
Your built-in storage device contains the recovery area where the data for the system recovery is stored. To check the volume 
of the recovery area, follow these steps:

The volume of the recovery area and the total volume of the C drive are displayed in the Disk 0 row in the center pane.
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Built-in Camera

Why does the viewfinder show no images or poor-quality images?
❑ The built-in camera cannot be shared by more than one software application. Exit the current application before launching 

another.

❑ The viewfinder may show some noise, for example horizontal streaks, when you are viewing a rapid-moving object. This 
is normal and does not indicate a malfunction.

❑ If the problem persists, restart your computer.

 

Why are captured images poor in quality?
❑ The images captured under the fluorescent light may show reflections of light.

❑ A dark portion in captured images may appear as a noise.

❑ If the lens protection cover is dirty, you cannot take a clear shot. Clean the cover. See Built-in Camera (page 111).
 

What should I do if my computer becomes unstable when it enters a power saving mode 
while the built-in camera is in use?
If your computer automatically enters Sleep mode, change the corresponding power saving mode setting. To change the 
setting, see Using the Power Saving Mode (page 19).
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Networking (LAN/Wireless LAN)

What should I do if my computer cannot connect to a wireless LAN access point?
❑ Connection capability is affected by distance and obstructions. You need to place your computer away from obstructions 

or move any access point you may be using closer to the computer.

❑ Make sure the WIRELESS indicator light is lit on your computer.

❑ Make sure power to the access point is on.

❑ Follow these steps to check the settings:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click View network status and tasks under Network and Internet.

3 Click Connect to a network to confirm that your access point is selected.

❑ Make sure the encryption key is correct.

❑ Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting 
any other option may result in a communication failure. To change the settings, follow these steps:

1 Right-click the power status icon on the taskbar and select Power Options.

2 Click Change plan settings.

3 Click Change advanced power settings.

4 Select the Advanced settings tab.

5 Double-click Wireless Adapter Settings and Power Saving Mode.

6 Select Maximum Performance from the drop-down list for Plugged in.
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What should I do if I cannot access the Internet?
❑ Check the access point settings. See the manual that came with your access point for more information.

❑ Make sure your computer and the access point are connected to one another.

❑ Place your computer away from obstacles or move any access point you may be using closer to the computer.

❑ Make sure your computer is properly configured for Internet access.

❑ Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting 
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should I do if my computer cannot 
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 132) to change the settings.

 

Why is the data transfer speed slow?
❑ The wireless LAN data transfer speed is affected by distance and obstructions between devices and access points. Other 

factors include device configurations, radio conditions, and software compatibility. To maximize the data transfer speed, 
place your computer away from obstacles or move any access point you may be using closer to the computer.

❑ If you are using a wireless LAN access point, the device may be temporarily overloaded depending on how many other 
devices are communicating via the access point.

❑ If your access point interferes with other access points, change the access point channel. See the manual that came with 
your access point for more information.

❑ Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting 
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should I do if my computer cannot 
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 132) to change the settings.
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How do I avoid data transfer interruptions?
❑ While your computer is connected to an access point, data transfer interruptions may occur if a large file is exchanged or 

the computer is placed in close proximity to microwaves and cordless telephones.

❑ Move your computer closer to the access point.

❑ Make sure the access point connection is intact. 

❑ Change the access point channel. See the manual that came with your access point for more information.

❑ Make sure Maximum Performance is selected for Wireless Adapter Settings in the Power Options window. Selecting 
any other option may result in a communication failure. Follow the steps in What should I do if my computer cannot 
connect to a wireless LAN access point? (page 132) to change the settings.

 

What are channels?
❑ Wireless LAN communication uses divided frequency bands known as channels. Third-party wireless LAN access point 

channels may be preset to different channels from Sony devices.

❑ If you are using a wireless LAN access point, see connectivity information contained in the manual that came with your 
access point.

 

Why does the network connection stop when I change the encryption key?
Two computers with the wireless LAN function may lose a peer-to-peer network connection if the encryption key is changed. 
You can either change the encryption key back to the original profile or re-enter the key on both computers so the key 
matches.
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Bluetooth Technology

What should I do if other Bluetooth devices cannot find my computer?
❑ Make sure both devices have the Bluetooth function enabled.

❑ Make sure the WIRELESS indicator light is lit on your computer.

❑ Your computer and the device may be too far apart. Wireless Bluetooth technology works best when the devices are within 
10 meters of each other.

 

What should I do if I cannot find the Bluetooth device I want to communicate with?
❑ Check that the Bluetooth function of the device you want to communicate with is on. See the other device's manual for 

more information.

❑ If the device you want to communicate with is already communicating with another Bluetooth device, it may not be found 
or it may not be able to communicate with your computer.

❑ To allow other Bluetooth devices to communicate with your computer, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Devices and Printers.

2 Right-click the Bluetooth device icon and click Bluetooth settings.

3 Click the Options tab and select the Allow Bluetooth devices to find this computer check box.
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What should I do if other Bluetooth devices cannot connect to my computer?
❑ Check the suggestions in What should I do if I cannot find the Bluetooth device I want to communicate with? (page 

135).

❑ Make sure the other devices are authenticated.

❑ The data transfer distance can be shorter than 10 meters depending on existing obstacles between the two devices, on 
radio wave quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move your computer and Bluetooth devices closer 
to each other.

 

Why is my Bluetooth connection slow?
❑ The data transfer speed depends on the obstructions and/or the distance between the two devices, on the radio wave 

quality, and on the operating system or the software in use. Move Bluetooth devices closer to your computer.

❑ The 2.4 GHz band, with which Bluetooth devices or wireless LAN devices work, is used by various devices. Although 
Bluetooth devices use the technology to minimize radio interference from other devices that use the same band, such 
radio interference may cause slower communication speeds and shorter distances or communication failures.

❑ If a version of a Bluetooth standard employed on the Bluetooth device with which you want to communicate is not the 
same version as the one employed on your computer, the communication speed becomes slower.

 

Why can't I use the services supported by the connected Bluetooth device?
Connection is only possible for services also supported by the computer with the Bluetooth function. For more details, search 
Windows Help and Support for Bluetooth information.
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Why can't I use the Bluetooth function when I log onto my computer as a user with a 
standard user account?
The Bluetooth function may not be available to a user with a standard user account on your computer. Log onto the computer 
as a user with administrative rights.

 

Why can't I use the Bluetooth devices when I switch users?
If you switch users without logging off your system, the Bluetooth devices will not work. Be sure to log off before switching 
users. To log off your system, click Start, the arrow next to the Shut down button, and Log off.
 

Why can't I exchange business card data with a mobile phone?
The business card exchange function is not supported.

 

What should I do if I do not hear sound from my headphones or audio/video controller?
Check whether your headphones or audio/video controller supports the SCMS-T content protection. If not, you need to 
change the SCMS-T settings to connect the device using the Advanced Audio Distribution Profile (A2DP). To change the 
SCMS-T settings, follow these steps:

✍
Some VAIO models detect support of the SCMS-T content protection on a destination device for automatic reconfiguration of the SCMS-T settings. On 
such models, SCMS-T Settings in step 3 is not displayed because there is no need to manually change the settings.

1 Click Start and Devices and Printers.

2 Right-click the icon for the device that you want to connect using the A2DP and select Control.

3 Click SCMS-T Settings.

4 Click No when the Connect to a device only if it supports SCMS-T content protection message appears.
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What should I do if the Bluetooth icon is not displayed on the taskbar?
❑ Make sure that the switch next to Bluetooth is set to On in the VAIO Smart Network window.

❑ To display the Bluetooth icon on the taskbar, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Devices and Printers.

2 Right-click the Bluetooth device icon and click Bluetooth settings.

3 Click the Options tab and select the Show the Bluetooth icon in the notification area check box.

Why does my computer freeze when I try to read a disc?
The disc that your computer is trying to read may be dirty or damaged. Follow these steps:

1 Press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and Restart to restart the computer.

!
Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys may cause loss of unsaved data.

2 Remove the disc from the optical disc drive.

3 Check the disc for dirt or damage. If you need to clean the disc, see Discs (page 111) for instructions.

 

What should I do if the drive tray does not open?
❑ Make sure your computer is on.

❑ Press the drive eject button or the Fn+E keys.

❑ If this does not work, click Start and Computer, right-click the optical disc drive icon, and select Eject.

❑ If none of the above options work, insert a thin, straight object (such as a paper clip) into the manual eject hole on the 
optical disc drive.

❑ Try restarting your computer.
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What should I do if I cannot play a disc properly on my computer?
❑ Make sure the disc is inserted into the optical disc drive with the label side facing toward you.

❑ Make sure the necessary program(s) is installed according to the manufacturer's instructions.

❑ If a disc is dirty or damaged, your computer will stop responding. Follow these steps:

1 Press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys and click the arrow next to the Shut down button and Restart to restart the computer.

!
Turning off your computer with the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys may cause loss of unsaved data.

2 Remove the disc from the optical disc drive.

3 Check the disc for dirt or damage. If you need to clean the disc, see Discs (page 111) for instructions.

❑ If you are playing a disc and cannot hear sound, do any of the following:

❑ The volume may have been turned off by the muting button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if 
supplied). Press the button once again.

❑ The volume may have been minimized by the volume down button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander 
(if supplied). Press the volume up button to turn up the volume loud enough to hear sound.

❑ Right-click the volume icon on the taskbar and click Open Volume Mixer to check the settings.

❑ Check the volume setting in the audio mixer.

❑ If you are using external speakers, check the volume settings on the speakers and the connections between the 
speakers and your computer.
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❑ Make sure the correct driver software is installed. Follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click System and Security.

3 Click System.

4 Click Device Manager in the left pane.
The Device Manager window appears with a listing of your computer's hardware devices.
If an "X" or an exclamation point appears on the listed device, you may need to enable the device or reinstall the driver 
software.

5 Double-click the optical disc drive device to open a list of the optical disc drives of your computer.

6 Double-click your desired drive.
You can confirm the driver software by selecting the Driver tab, and clicking Driver Details.

7 Click OK to close the window.

❑ Make sure an adhesive label is not affixed to a disc. Adhesive labels can come off while the disc is in the optical disc drive 
and damage the drive or cause it to malfunction.

❑ If a region code warning appears, the disc may be incompatible with the optical disc drive. Check the package to make 
sure the region code is compatible with the optical disc drive.

❑ If you notice condensation on your computer, do not use the computer for at least one hour. Condensation can cause the 
computer to malfunction.
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What should I do if I cannot play Blu-ray Disc media or my computer becomes unstable 
during Blu-ray Disc playback?
❑ Check if your optical disc drive supports the Blu-ray Disc media.

❑ You may not be able to play some Blu-ray Disc content on your computer, or the computer may become unstable during 
Blu-ray Disc playback. To play content normally, download and install the latest updates for the WinDVD BD using the 
VAIO Update. 
For information on how to use the VAIO Update, see Updating Your Computer (page 21).

 

What should I do if I cannot write data to CD media?
❑ Make sure you neither launch any software application nor allow any to launch automatically, not even a screen saver.

❑ If you are using a CD-R/RW disc with an adhesive label affixed, replace it with one with no affixed adhesive label. Using 
a disc with an affixed adhesive label could cause a write error or other damage.

 

What should I do if I cannot write data to DVD media?
❑ Make sure you are using the correct DVD recordable media.

❑ Check which DVD recordable format is compatible with your optical disc drive. Some brands of DVD recordable media do 
not work.
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Why can't I write data to Blu-ray Disc media?
❑ Check if your optical disc drive supports the Blu-ray Disc writing function.

❑ BD-R Disc media are not rewritable. You cannot add or erase data to or from the BD-R Disc media.

 

What should I do if my external optical disc drive does not work properly?
Make sure that your external optical disc drive is connected to an AC power source and the USB port on your computer. If it 
is not connected, the external optical disc drive may not work properly.
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Why did my screen go blank?
❑ Your computer screen may go blank if the computer enters Sleep mode. If the computer is in Sleep mode, press any key 

to bring the computer back into Normal mode. See Using the Power Saving Mode (page 19) for more information.

❑ Make sure the computer input is selected as the audio/video input source. To change the input source, press the INPUT 
SELECT button on the computer or the remote commander (if supplied).

❑ Make sure your computer is securely plugged into a power source and turned on and the power indicator light is lit.

❑ The LCD backlight of your computer may have been turned off. Press the DISPLAY OFF button.

 

What should I do if I do not see proper images or videos?
❑ Be sure to select True Color (32 bit) for the display colors before using video/image software or starting DVD playback. 

Selecting any other option may prevent such software from displaying images successfully. To change the display colors, 
follow these steps:

1 Right-click on the desktop and select Screen resolution.

2 Click Advanced settings.

3 Click the Monitor tab.

4 Select True Color (32 bit) under Colors.

❑ Do not change the display resolution or colors while using video/image software or playing DVDs, as it may cause 
unsuccessful playback/display or unstable system operations.
Additionally, it is recommended you disable your screen saver before starting DVD playback. If the screen saver is 
enabled, it may be activated during DVD playback and prevent the playback from running successfully. Some screen 
savers have been found to even change the display resolution and colors.
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Why doesn't my screen display a video?
The video memory of your computer may be insufficient for displaying high resolution videos. In such a case, lower the 
resolution of the LCD screen. 

To change the screen resolution, follow these steps:

1 Right-click on the desktop and select Screen resolution.

2 Click the drop-down list next to Resolution.

3 Move the slider up to increase or down to decrease the screen resolution.

✍
You can check the total amount of the graphics and video memory available. Right-click on the desktop, select Screen resolution, and click Advanced 
Settings and the Adapter tab. The displayed value may be different from the actual amount of memory on your computer.

 

What should I do if my screen is dark?
Make sure the computer input is selected as the audio/video input source and press the Fn+F6 keys on the wireless keyboard 
to brighten your computer screen. To change the input source, press the INPUT SELECT button on the computer or the 
remote commander (if supplied).

 

How do I run Windows Aero?
To run Windows Aero, follow these steps:

1 Right-click on the desktop and select Personalize.

2 Select your desired theme from Aero Themes.

For information about the Windows Aero features, such as Windows Flip 3D, see Windows Help and Support.
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Printing

What should I do if I cannot print a document?
❑ Make sure your printer is on, and the printer cable is securely connected to the ports on the printer and your computer.

❑ Make sure your printer is compatible with the Windows operating system installed on your computer.

❑ You may need to install the printer driver software before you use your printer. See the manual that came with your printer 
for more information.

❑ If your printer is not functioning after your computer resumes from Sleep mode, then restart the computer.

❑ If the bidirectional communication functions are provided with your printer, disabling the functions on your computer may 
enable printing. Follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Devices and Printers.

2 Right-click the printer icon and select Properties.

3 Click the Ports tab.

4 Click to cancel the Enable bidirectional support check box.

5 Click OK.

This disables the bidirectional communication functions of the printer, such as data transfer, status monitoring, and 
remote panel.
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Microphone

What should I do if my microphone does not work?
❑ If you are using an external microphone, make sure the microphone is turned on and is properly plugged into the 

microphone jack on your computer.

❑ Your sound input device may have been incorrectly configured. To configure the sound input device, follow these steps:

1 Close all open programs.

2 Click Start and Control Panel.

3 Click Hardware and Sound.

4 Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

5 On the Recording tab, select your desired device for sound input and click Set Default.
 

How can I prevent microphone feedback?
Microphone feedback occurs when the microphone receives the sound from a sound output device, such as a speaker.

To prevent this problem:

❑ Keep the microphone away from a sound output device.

❑ Turn down the volume of the speakers and the microphone.
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Mouse

What should I do if my computer does not recognize my mouse?
❑ Make sure the power switch on the bottom of the wireless mouse is in the ON position.

❑ Make sure another mouse is not connected.

❑ Make sure the supplied AA batteries are properly installed.

❑ Press the CONNECT button on the wireless mouse and then on your computer within 10 seconds to re-establish the 
connection between the two devices.

❑ The supplied AA batteries may have run out of power. Replace the batteries.
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What should I do if the pointer does not move when I use my mouse?
❑ Make sure another mouse is not connected.

❑ If the pointer does not move while a software application is running, press the Alt+F4 keys to close the application window.

❑ If the Alt+F4 keys do not work, press the Windows key once and then the , key several times, select Restart with the 
M or m key, and press the Enter key to restart your computer.

❑ If your computer does not restart, press the Ctrl+Alt+Delete keys, select the arrow next to the Shut down button with the 
m and , keys and then Restart with the M or m key, and press the Enter key to restart your computer.

❑ If this procedure does not work, press and hold the power button until the computer turns off.

!
Turning off your computer with the power button may cause loss of unsaved data.

❑ Avoid using any wireless devices that exchange radio signals on the 2.4 GHz band near your wireless mouse. These 
devices may create radio interference, causing the mouse to stop working properly.

❑ Do not place metal furniture or objects near your computer or wireless mouse, as this may create radio interference, 
causing the mouse to stop working properly.
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Speakers

What should I do if I do not hear sound from the built-in speakers?
❑ If you are using a program that has its own volume control, make sure the volume control is properly set. See the 

program's help file for more information.

❑ The volume may have been turned off by the muting button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander (if 
supplied). Press the button once again.

❑ The volume may have been minimized by the volume down button on the wireless keyboard or the remote commander 
(if supplied). Press the volume up button to turn up the volume loud enough to hear sound.

❑ Check the Windows volume controls by clicking the volume icon on the taskbar.

❑ Your sound output device may have been incorrectly configured. To change the sound output device, see How do I 
change the sound output device? (page 155).
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What should I do if my external speakers do not work?
❑ Check the suggestions in What should I do if I do not hear sound from the built-in speakers? (page 150).

❑ If you are using a program that has its own volume control, make sure the volume control is properly set. See the 
program's help file for more information.

❑ Make sure your speakers are properly connected and the volume is turned up loud enough to hear sound.

❑ Make sure your speakers are designed for computer use.

❑ If your speakers have a muting button, set the button to off.

❑ If your speakers require external power, make sure the speakers are connected to a power source. See the manual that 
came with your speakers for more information.

❑ Check the Windows volume controls by clicking the volume icon on the taskbar.

❑ Your sound output device may have been incorrectly configured. To change the sound output device, see How do I 
change the sound output device? (page 155).
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Touch Screen

What should I do if the touch screen does not work?
❑ The HDMI input or the video input may be selected as the audio/video input source. Press the INPUT SELECT button on 

the computer or the remote commander (if supplied) to switch the input source to the computer input.

❑ You may have disabled the touch screen. Use the wireless mouse to click Start, Control Panel, Hardware and Sound, 
and Pen and Touch, and then click to select the Use your finger as an input device check box on the Touch tab.

 

What should I do if I cannot tap on the exact spot that I intend on the touch screen?
Changing the aspect ratio along with the screen resolution may cause loss of correct coordinates on the touch screen. In such 
a case, follow these steps to calibrate the touch screen with the Control Panel.

1 Click Start, Control Panel, and Tablet PC Settings with the wireless mouse.

2 Click Calibrate on the Display tab.

3 Follow the on-screen instructions.
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Keyboard

What should I do if the keyboard configuration is wrong?
The language layout of your wireless keyboard is labeled on the packaging box. If you choose a different regional keyboard 
when you complete the Windows setup, the key configuration will be mismatched.

To change the keyboard configuration, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click Clock, Language, and Region, and then Change keyboards or other input methods under Region and 
Language.

3 Click Change keyboards on the Keyboards and Languages tab.

4 Change the settings as desired.

 

What should I do if I cannot use the numeric keypad to enter numbers?
If you cannot use the numeric keypad, Num Lk mode may not be activated. Check if the green Num lock icon is on the taskbar. 
If the Num lock icon is not on the taskbar or is white, press the Num Lk key to activate the mode before entering numerals.

 

What should I do if my computer does not recognize my keyboard?
❑ Make sure the power switch on the wireless keyboard is in the ON position.

❑ Make sure the supplied AA batteries are properly installed.

❑ You need to re-establish the connection between the two devices. Press the CONNECT button on the wireless keyboard 
and then on your computer while the connect indicator light  is blinking rapidly.

❑ The supplied AA batteries may have run out of power. Replace the batteries.
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Floppy Disks

Why doesn't the Safely Remove Hardware and Eject Media icon appear on the taskbar 
when the drive is connected?
Your computer does not recognize the floppy disk drive. First, make sure the USB cable is properly connected to the USB 
port. If you need to secure the connection, wait a few moments for the computer to recognize the drive. If the icon still does 
not appear, follow these steps:

1 Close all programs that are accessing the floppy disk drive.

2 Wait until the indicator light on the floppy disk drive turns off.

3 Push the eject button to remove the disk, and unplug the USB floppy disk drive from your computer.

4 Reconnect the floppy disk drive by plugging the USB cable into the USB port.

5 Restart the computer by clicking Start, the arrow next to the Shut down button, and Restart.
 

What should I do if I cannot write data to a floppy disk?
❑ Make sure the floppy disk is properly inserted in the drive. 

❑ If the disk is inserted properly and you are still unable to write data to it, the disk may be full or write-protected. You can 
either use a floppy disk that is not write-protected or disable the write-protect feature.
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Audio/Video

What should I do if I cannot use my digital video camcorder?
If a message appears stating that the i.LINK device is disconnected or turned off, the i.LINK cable may not be securely 
plugged into the port on your computer or camcorder. Unplug the cable, and plug it in once again. See Connecting an i.LINK 
Device (page 88) for more information.

 

How do I turn off the Windows startup sound?
To turn off the Windows startup sound, follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click Hardware and Sound.

3 Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

4 On the Sounds tab, click to cancel the Play Windows Startup sound check box.

5 Click OK.

 

How do I change the sound output device?
If you do not hear sound from the device connected to a port, such as the USB port, HDMI output port, optical output port, or 
headphones jack, you need to change the device for sound output.

1 Close all open programs.

2 Click Start and Control Panel.

3 Click Hardware and Sound.

4 Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

5 On the Playback tab, select your desired device for sound output and click Set Default.
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What should I do if I do not hear the sound from the sound output device connected to the 
HDMI output port, optical output port, or headphones jack?
❑ You need to change the sound output device if you want to hear sound from the device connected to a port, such as the 

HDMI output port, optical output port, or headphones jack. For the detailed procedure, see How do I change the sound 
output device? (page 155).

❑ If you still hear no sound from the sound output device, follow these steps:

1 Follow steps 1 to 4 in How do I change the sound output device? (page 155).

2 On the Playback tab, select the HDMI or S/PDIF icon and click Properties.

3 Click the Advanced tab.

4 Select the sample rate and bit depth (for example, 48000 Hz, 16 bit) which the device supports.

5 Click OK.
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How do I output the Dolby Digital or DTS sound through an S/PDIF-compatible device?
To output the Dolby Digital or DTS sound from a disc through an S/PDIF-compatible device connected to your computer, 
follow these steps:

1 Click Start and Control Panel.

2 Click Hardware and Sound.

3 Click Manage audio devices under Sound.

4 On the Playback tab, select the optical out icon and click Properties.

5 Click the Supported Formats tab.

6 Click to select the DTS Audio and Dolby Digital check boxes.

7 Click OK.

!
If the Dolby Digital or DTS output is connected to a device that does not support it, the device will not play any sound. In such a case, cancel the DTS 
Audio and Dolby Digital check boxes.

 

Why do sound interruptions and/or dropped frames occur when I play high-definition 
videos, such as those recorded with the AVCHD digital video camcorder?
Playing high-definition videos requires substantial hardware resources, such as CPU, GPU, or system memory performance 
on your computer. During the video playback, some operations and/or functions may become unavailable, and sound 
interruptions, dropped frames, and playback failure may occur depending on the configuration of your computer.
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HDMI/VIDEO Input Function

What should I do if I cannot change the volume with the Up/Down buttons?
You cannot change the volume with the V/v (Up/Down) buttons while the computer input is selected as the audio/video input 
source. Press the INPUT SELECT button on the computer or the remote commander (if supplied) to switch the audio/video 
input source to the HDMI input or the video input.

✍
The INPUT SELECT indicator light and the HDMI/VIDEO input indicator light illuminate in green when the HDMI input or the video input is selected as 
the audio/video input source.

 

What should I do if I cannot change the volume or LCD brightness with the wireless 
keyboard?
You cannot change the volume or the brightness with the wireless keyboard while using the HDMI/VIDEO input function. Use 
the OSD menu for brightness control. To change the volume, use the V/v (Up/Down) button on the right of your computer or 
the remote commander (if supplied). See Using the HDMI/VIDEO Input Control Buttons (page 53) or Using the Remote 
Commander (page 56) for more information on volume control.

✍
The INPUT SELECT indicator light and the HDMI/VIDEO input indicator light illuminate in green when the HDMI input or the video input is selected as 
the audio/video input source.

 

How do I view the Windows desktop?
To display the Windows desktop, make sure your computer is turned on, and then press the INPUT SELECT button on the 
the computer or the remote commander (if supplied) to switch the audio/video input source to the computer input. If your 
computer screen remains blank, see What should I do if the green power indicator light turns on but my screen remains 
blank? (page 123).
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How can I save audio/video signals receiving with the HDMI/VIDEO input function into a 
file?
You cannot capture audio/video signals coming from the device connected to the HDMI INPUT port or the VIDEO INPUT 
jacks and save them into a file on your computer. It is logically impossible because the audio/video input source must be 
either the HDMI input or the video input to receive such signals and, to access Windows for any file operations, you must 
change the input source to the computer input.
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"Memory Stick"

What should I do if I cannot use "Memory Stick" that was formatted on a VAIO computer 
on other devices?
You may need to reformat your "Memory Stick".

Formatting "Memory Stick" erases all data, including music data previously saved on it. Before you reformat "Memory Stick", 
back up important data and confirm that "Memory Stick" does not contain files you want to keep.

1 Copy the data from "Memory Stick" onto your built-in storage device to save data or images.

2 Format "Memory Stick" by following the steps in Formatting "Memory Stick" (page 64).
 

Can I copy images from a digital camera using "Memory Stick"?
Yes, and you can view video clips that you have recorded with digital cameras that are compatible with "Memory Stick".

 

Why can't I write data to "Memory Stick"?
Some versions of "Memory Stick" are equipped with an erasure prevention switch to protect data from unintentional erasure 
or overwriting. Make sure the erasure prevention switch is off.

What should I do if I cannot connect a USB device?
❑ If applicable, check the USB device is turned on and using its own power supply. For example, if you are using a digital 

camera, check if the battery is charged. If you are using a printer, check if the power cable is connected properly to an 
AC outlet.

❑ Try using another USB port on your computer. The driver software could be installed to the specific port you used the first 
time you connected the device.

❑ See the manual that came with your USB device for more information. You may need to install software before you connect 
the device.

❑ Try connecting a simple, low-powered device such as a mouse to test if the port is working at all.

❑ USB hubs may prevent a device from working because of a power distribution failure. We recommend you connect the 
device directly to your computer without a hub.
