Maintain tools with care. Keep tools clean for better and safer performance.
Follow instructions for lubricating and changing accessories. Inspect tool cords
and air hoses periodically and, if damaged, have them repaired by an authorized
technician. The handle must be kept clean, dry, and free from oil and grease at
all times. Do not operate a tool if any portion of the tool’s operating controls are
inoperable, disconnected, altered, or not working properly.

Disconnect air hose and release any built-up air pressure. Never service the
Nailer, clear jams, or disassemble with the air hose attached. Always release
any built-up air even after disconnecting hose. Disconnect the Nailer when not

in use.

Remove adjusting wrenches. Check that adjusting wrenches are removed
from the tool or machine work surface before attaching to an air source.

Avoid unintentional starting. Be sure the trigger is in the OFF position when not
in use and before plugging in. Do not carry any tool with your finger on the trigger,
whether it is attached to an air source or not. Do not point the tool towards
yourself or anyone whether it contains nails or not.

Stay alert. Watch what you are doing. Use common sense. Do not operate any
tool when you are tired.

Check for damaged parts. Before using any tool, any part that appears
damaged should be carefully checked to determine that it will operate properly
and perform its intended function. Check for alignment and binding of moving
parts, any broken parts or mounting fixtures, and any other condition that may
affect proper operation. Any part that is damaged should be properly repaired or
replaced by a qualified technician. Do not use the tool if the trigger does not
operate properly.
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15.  Guard against electric shock. Prevent body contact with grounded surfaces
such as pipes, radiators, ranges, and refrigerator enclosures.

16. Replacement parts and accessories. This product is to be repaired and
serviced only by a qualified technician. When this product is serviced, only
identical replacement parts should be used.

The maintenance outlined in the “Maintenance” section should be
performed regularly. For your safety, this product should be serviced or repaired
regularly only by a qualified technician.

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OPERATION

For best service, you should incorporate an oiler, regulator, and inline filter, as
shown in the diagram below. Hoses, couplers, oilers, regulators, and filters are all
available at Harbor Freight Tools. NOTE: If an automatic oiler is not used, for
smoother operation and to extend the life-span of the tool, put 3-5 drops of
pneumatic Tool Oil (93) in the attached Air Plug (82-not included) before each

use.

1. Make sure the tool is disconnected from its air supply.

2. Completely empty the Magazine (85) of Nails. Then, close the Magazine.
(See Figure B.)

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3. Connect the air supply to the tool at the Air Plug (82-not included). Set the regula-
tor at the recommended 70 to 125 operating PSI. Do not exceed the maximum
125 PSI.

4. Test the tool by depressing the Safety (38) against a piece of scrap wood without
pulling the Trigger (60). The tool must not cycle (fire). If it cycles (fires), stop
immediately and have it repaired by a qualified service technician.

(See Figure B.)

5. Hold the tool away or off the workpiece. The Safety (38) of the tool should return
to its original position. Squeeze the Trigger (60). The tool should not cycle
(fire). If the tool cycles (fires), stop immediately and have it repaired by a qualified
service technician. (See Figure B.)

6. Depress the Safety (38) against the workpiece and squeeze the Trigger (60). The
tool must cycle (fire) only once. Release the Trigger and squeeze it again. The
tool must not cycle (fire). With the Trigger held, carefully lift the Nailer and press
it against the scrap wood again. The tool must not cycle (fire). If it fails to
perform in the manner explained in bold, have it repaired by a qualified service
technician. (See Figure B.)

LOADING COIL NAILS

A,WARNING: Always wear ANSI approved impact safety goggles when
reloading or performing any other maintenance on this tool. Other people
in the work area must also wear ANSI approved impact safety goggles.

A,WARNING! Make sure the Nailer is not attached to the air hose when
loading the tool.

1. To open the Magazine Cover (91), press down on the Latch (57) and swing the
Door (32) open. Then, swing the Magazine Cover open. (See Figure C.)

Place a coil of Nails (not included) around the Nail Support (88) in the
Magazine (85). (See Figure D.)

Uncoil enough Nails to reach the Feed Pawl (42). Place the second Nail on the
coil between the teeth of the Feed Pawl, making sure the Nail head fits in the slot
in the upper portion of the Feed Pawl. (See Figure D.)

Swing the Magazine Cover (91) closed. Then, close the Door (32). Make sure
the Door closes securely. If it does not engage, the Nail head is not in the slot in
the upper portion of the Feed Pawl (42). (See Figure D.)

OPERATING THE NAILER

Attach the Nailer to the air supply at the Air Plug (82-not included). Start your
compressor and check the pressure, making sure it is set at the recommended 70
to 125 PSI. Do not exceed the maximum 125 PSI.

Rotate the Exhaust Cover (2) so that the exhaust air blast will be directed away

from the operator. (See Figure E, next page Rev 11/06: REV 12/06
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3. To fire, place the Safety (38) of the Nailer on the workpiece. The Nailer should
not fire if the Safety is not depressed. Once depressed, gently and briefly
squeeze the Trigger (60) once. Do not fire repeatedly. Nails could bounce off
of one another, damaging the workpiece or causing personal injury.

(See Figure E.)

4. Do not press the Safety (38) against the workpiece with extra force. Allow the
tool to do the work. Always allow the tool to recoil off the work surface.
(See Figure E.)

5. When finished using the Nailer, always disconnect the tool from its air supply.
Empty the Magazine (85) completely of nails. Attempt to fire the Nailer into a
piece of scrap wood to ensure it is disconnected and is incapable of firing any
nails. (See Figure E.)

6. Make sure to store the Nailer in a clean, dry, safe location out of reach of children.

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Anytime any maintenance or repairs are done (including clearing jams), FIRST:

1. Disconnect the Nailer from its air supply.
2. Empty the Magazine (85) completely.
3. Attempt to fire the Nailer into a piece of scrap wood to ensure that it is disconnected

and is incapable of firing any Nails.

CLEARING JAMS

1. Occasionally, a Nail may become jammed in the firing mechanism of the Nailer,
making the tool inoperable.

2. To remove a jammed Nail, disconnect the Nailer from its air supply. Empty the
Magazine (85) completely of Nails. Attempt to fire the Nailer into a piece of scrap
wood to ensure it is disconnected and is incapable of firing any Nails.

3. Use a pair of needle nose pliers to remove the jammed Nail (usually in the Feed
Pawl (42) area.

4. Replace the coil of nails into the Nailer. Close the Magazine Cover (91) and Door
(32) securely. Then, reconnect the air supply hose to the Nailer.

5. Press the Safety (38) against a piece of scrap wood, and test fire the Nailer
several times while checking for proper operation. If the Nailer is properly firing,
you may continue using the tool. If the tool fails to perform properly, immediately
discontinue use and have the tool repaired by a qualified service technician.

6. When finished working, disconnect the air supply. Remove the nails. Then, store
the Nailer in a clean, dry, safe location out of reach of children.

INSPECTION, MAINTENANCE, AND CLEANING

1. Inspect the Nailer frequently and lubricate periodically with pneumatic Tool Oil
(98). Then, wipe dry. Do not use detergent oil or additives as these lubricants will
cause accelerated wear to the internal seals. Use the included Hex Wrench (94)
to ensure bolts are properly tightened; only a qualified technician should open the
Nailer to repair internal parts.

2. Inspect the Filter Unit (80) before each use and clean or replace as necessary.
Dirt and water in the Filter Unit are major causes of pneumatic tool wear. Use an
oiler/filter in the compressed air system for better performance and longer tool life.
The filter must have adequate flow capacity for the specific application.

(See Assy. Diagram.)

3. Clean the external parts of the Nailer with a clean cloth and mild detergent or
nonflammable solvent. Then, dry.

4, Store the tool in a clean, dry, safe location out of reach of children.

5. ,AWARNING: All maintenance, service, or repairs not listed in this manual
are only to be attempted by a qualified service technician.
