What is so special about recording on flash memory?

Your videos and photos are recorded in the built-in memory (R / GEID only) or on a
memory card (SD or SDHC card). Recording on flash memory means that there are no
moving parts in the recorder unit of the camcorder. To you, it means a camcorder that is
smaller, lighter and faster.

Other features of this camcorder

Whether you are using a camcorder for the first time or are very experienced, this
camcorder offers many easy-to-use functions. The following are just but a few examples of
the many functions that can enrich your shooting experience.

Dual Shot (0 21): With Dual Shot ([># ] mode), recording is as simple as pressing a
single button and using the zoom lever. The camcorder will take care of the rest!

Image Stabilization (10 79): Dynamic IS compensates for camcorder shake when
shooting video while walking. This gives you more freedom and mobility when recording
movies.

Special Scene recording programs (11 40): When recording in a variety of situations,
such as at the beach, the camcorder automatically selects the optimal settings for that
situation.

Pre-recording function (11 45): The camcorder records for 3 seconds before you start
shooting, ensuring that those once-in-a-lifetime moments do not slip by.

Video Snapshot (1] 43): Create a montage of scenes and even set it to music when you
play it back.

If you have a problem with your camcorder, refer to this section. Sometimes what you
think is a malfunction of the camcorder may have the simplest of solutions - please
read the “CHECK THIS FIRST” box before going on to the more detailed problems
and solutions. Consult your dealer or a Canon Service Center if the problem persists.

CHECK THIS FIRST

Power supply
Is the battery charged? Is the compact power adapter correctly connected to the
camcorder? (1] 16)

Recording

Did you turn the camcorder on and set it to recording mode? ({11 21)

If you are recording to a memory card, is one correctly inserted into the camcorder?
(m 27)

Playback

Did you turn the camcorder on and set it to playback mode? (1 21)

If you are playing back recordings from a memory card, is one correctly inserted into the
camcorder? (1 27) Does it contain any recordings?

Power source

The camcorder will not turn on or it turns off by itself.
- The battery pack is exhausted. Replace or charge the battery pack ({11 16).
- Remove the battery pack and reattach it correctly.

Cannot charge the battery pack

- Make sure the camcorder is off so charging can start.

- The battery pack’s temperature has either fallen below 0 °C or risen above 40 °C. If the battery pack is too
cold, warm it up. If the battery pack is too hot, let it cool down until its temperature is below 40 °C.

- Charge the battery pack in temperatures between 0 °C and 40 °C.

- The battery pack is damaged. Use a different battery pack.

- The camcorder cannot communicate with the battery pack attached. Such battery packs cannot be charged
using this camcorder.

A noise can be heard from the compact power adapter.
- Afaint sound can be heard while the compact power adapter is connected to a power outlet. This is not a
malfunction.
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After using the camcorder for a long time, it becomes hot.
- The camcorder may become hot after using it continuously for long periods of time; this is not a malfunction.
If it becomes hot very quickly or it becomes too hot to touch, it may indicate a problem with the camcorder.
Consult a Canon Service Center.
The battery pack is exhausted extremely quickly even at normal temperatures.
- The battery may have reached the end of its battery life. Buy a new battery pack.

Recording

Pressing will not start recording.
- You cannot record while the camcorder is writing previous recordings onto the memory (while the ACCESS
indicator is on or flashing).
- The memory is full or it already contains 3,999 scenes (the maximum number of scenes). Delete some
recordings (I 39) or initialize the memory (11 28) to free some space.

The point where was pressed does not match the beginning/end of the recording.
- There is a slight interval between pressing and the actual start of recording. This is not a

malfunction.
- When the pre-recording function is used, the beginning of the scene will differ from when was
pressed.

The camcorder will not focus.
- Autofocus does not work on the subject. Focus manually (1] 47).
- Lens is dirty. Clean the lens with a soft lens-cleaning cloth (11 100). Never use tissue paper to clean the lens.

When a subject flits across in front of the lens, the image appears slightly bent.
- This is a phenomenon typical of CMOS image sensors. When a subject crosses very quickly in front of the
camcorder, the image may seem slightly warped. This is not a malfunction.
Changing the operating mode between recording (@ )/record pause (@ Il)/playback (P ) takes longer than
usual.
- When the memory contains a large number of scenes, some operations may take longer than usual. Save
your recordings (CI0 71) and initialize the memory ({11 28).
Movies or photos cannot be recorded properly.

- This may occur as movies and photos are recorded/deleted over time. Save your recordings ((1J 71) and
initialize the memory (1 28).

Playback

Cannot add scenes to the playlist.
- The playlist cannot contain more than 99 scenes or 100 hours of scenes.
- You may not be able to add scenes to the playlist if they were recorded or edited using another device and
then transferred to a memory card connected to a computer.

Cannot delete a scene.

- You may not be able to delete scenes recorded or edited using another device and then transferred to a
memory card connected to a computer.
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Deleting scenes takes longer than usual.
- When the memory contains a large number of scenes, some operations may take longer than usual. Save
your recordings (11 71) and initialize the memory ([0 28).

Cannot erase a photo
- The photo is protected. Remove the protection (1 61).

Cannot play back a music track.

- If the music tracks were erased when the memory was initialized, transfer music files back to the memory.
Windows users: Use the supplied software Music Transfer Utility to transfer the music files on the supplied
Instruction Manual/Music Data Disc CD-ROM to a memory card connected to a computer. For details, refer
to the software’s instruction manual (PDF file). Mac OS users: Use the Finder to transfer the music files on the
supplied Instruction Manual/Music Data Disc CD-ROM to a memory card connected to a computer. Refer to
Music Files (1] 101) for folder structure of the memory and CD-ROM.

When playing back recordings combined with music, the video and audio do not play back correctly (playback
skips or stops).

CHECK PRINT SETTINGS

e Clean the LCD screen using a clean,
soft lens-cleaning cloth.

e Condensation may form on the
surface of the screen when the
temperature changes suddenly.

Condensation

Moving the camcorder rapidly between
hot and cold temperatures may cause
condensation (water droplets) to form
on its internal surfaces. Stop using the
camcorder if condensation is detected.
Continued use may damage the
camcorder.
